            A team of Special Cell led by Inspr. Badrish Dutt under the supervision of Sh Sanjeev Kumar Yadav, ACP has busted a racket of counterfeit currency. Two members Jasbir Singh @ Goldy and Lakhwinder Singh of this gang have been arrested.  Rs.  3.85 Lacs Counterfeit Indian Currency Notes in denomination of Rs 1000 and One Maruti Swift car have been recovered  from their possession. 

            A high level intelligence input was received that a gang is operating in  Delhi and is involved in the procurement and circulation of fake Indian Currency notes. These FICN were being distributed in Indian Market. Both human and technical surveillance was mounted to develop this information. During investigation it was ascertained that these criminals are having a large consignments of Fake Indian Currency and  they are residing somewhere in West Delhi area. 

                On 30.4.2008, specific information was received by Inspector Badrish Dutt that in the afternoon  Jasbir Singh @ Goldy and Lakhwinder Singh would deliver a large consignment of Counterfeit Indian Currency Notes (FICN) to his associate and would pass through Khayala in a car having registration No. DL-9CP-8028.  A trap was laid and at about 3.30 PM the team spotted a car No. DL-9CP-8028 coming from NE Block side and the driver was identified as Jasbir Singh @ Goldy and the co-occupant was identified as Lakhwinder Singh. The car was asked to stop. The two occupants tried to flee but were overpowered. On personal search, FICN worth Rs. 3 lakh 85 thousand were recovered from their possession. A case under the appropriate sections of law was  registered at PS Special Cell (SB), Lodhi Colony, New Delhi. 

               

              Both the accused person were subjected to sustained interrogation.  Jasbir Singh @ Goldy disclosed that he is Disc Jockey by profession and visits Singapore and Bangkok frequently. While working as Disc Jockey in a hotel in Bangkok in a new year party he came in contact with a person Azad who lured him to the racket of counterfeit currency racket.  Since then this is his third consignment of FICN which he has received and already circulated into market. During the initial interrogation he has also revealed that the FICN are being supplied by one Sajjad who is an ISI operative and is based in Bangladesh.   

          

            Lakhwinder Singh is in the business of Screen printing. He was lured into this business by Jasbir for making quick money. 

      Further investigation is in progress.

      The team of Special Cell/SR led by Inspector Badrish Dutt has arrested two criminals namely Jasbir Singh @ Goldy and Lakhwinder Singh and recovered 3.85 Lacs (2 lac 1 thousand and 1 lac 84 thousand) FICN, One Maruti Swift car and one Scooter from their possession.  

           The brief facts of the case are that today on 30.4.2008, an information was received to Inspector Badrish Dutt through secret informer that today at around 3.30 PM Jasbir Singh @ Goldy and Lakhwinder Singh would go to deliver a huge quantity of Counterfeit Indian Currency Notes (FICN) to some unknown person and would pass from Sarvodaya Kanya Vidyalaya, Khayala. If raided, they can be arrested and illegal Counterfeit Indian Currency Notes (FICN) in a huge quantity can be recovered. On the basis of this information, a team headed by Inspector Badrish Dutt reached at near Sarvodaya Kanya Vidyalaya, Khayala, and a trap was laid. At about 3.30PM the raiding team spotted a car No. DL-9CP-8028 coming from NE Block side and the driver was identified as Jasbir Singh @ Goldy and co occupant was identified as Lakhwinder Singh. 

      The car was got stopped and both were apprehended after using reasonable force. A cursory search was conducted on their person in which FICN worth Rs. 201000/- (Two Lac one thousand) was recovered from the possession of Jashbir Sngh @ Goldy and FICN worth Rs. 184000/- (One Lac ninety four thousand) was recovered from the possession of Lakhwinder Singh.

      A case vides FIR No. 19/08 U/S 489-B&C/ 34/120-B IPC, Dated 30.4.2008 was registered at PS Special Cell (SB), Lodhi Colony, New Delhi. 

      Initial interrogation revealed that the FICN which were recovered from his possession were obtained by Jasbir Singh @ Goldy from his foreign link based in Bangkok. Jashbir Singh @ Goldy is a DJ (Disk Jockey) by profession and use to visit Bangkok very often. 

       Lakhwinder singh is a Screen printer by profession. Initially he was printing the FICN of Rs 100 and 500  by screen  printing and used to circulate in local market. During his house search apparatus of printing FICN, unfinished printed notes printing materials and following articles were recovered.

1. 4 frames fitted with butter paper plate containing master (negatives) of face of Mahatma Gandhi and national emblem to be used for printing FICN. 

2. 16 unfinished sheets of FICN in the denomination of Rs. 500 and Rs 100 containing impressions of three notes on each sheet. 

3. 20 FICN in the denomination of Rs 100/- 

4. 25 sheets with water marks of Mahatma Gandhi and national emblem to be used for printing FICN. 

5. Chemicals/ Inks to be used for printing FICN. 

6. Blank trace / printing papers.

SENSATIONAL DOUBLE MURDER CASE OF AN ADVOCATE AND HIS FATHER SOLVED : MASTERMIND OF DOUBLE MURDER ALONG WITH TWO OTHER ACCUSED PERSONS ARRESTED.

INTRODUCTION

With the arrest of three persons namely (1) Amit Kumar, aged 26 years, s/o Rajender Singh, (2) Harinder Singh, aged 24 years s/o Rajender Singh both brother and resident of Meet Nagar, Nand Nagri, Delhi and (3) Pradeep Gujjar, aged 29 years  s/o Gopal Singh r/o Ashok Nagar, Delhi, the Crime Branch has worked out the sensational case of  abduction cum murder of an advocate practicing in Tis Hazari Court namely  S. Sri Niwas Rao, aged 40 years and his father S. Sanyasi Rao, aged 60 years. The police team also recovered two mobile phones used by the accused persons in the operation for communicating with each other.

PROFILE OF THE CASE:
The case FIR No.24/08 dated 15.01.08 u/s 365 IPC PS Nand Nagri, Delhi was registered on the statement of deceased’s friend Dr. Rameshwar Dayal, Advocate Tis Hazari Court. In this case, a letter from Sh. T.Sivadasan, Registrar, Supreme Court of India was received, enclosing two petitions of Dr. Rameshwar Dayal dated 5.12.2007 and Sh. S. Ramana Rao, dated 7.12.2007, regarding missing/disappearance of Sh. S. Srinivas Rao, Advocate, since 2nd/3rd December, 2007. It was alleged that Sh. S.Srinivas Rao is a practicing lawyer at Delhi courts and was residing in a rented accommodation at B-10, Meet Nagar, Nand Nagari, Delhi. It was further alleged that in the night intervening 2/3-12-2007, Sh. Srinivas Rao and his father Sh S. Sanyasi Rao were forcefully evicted along with their belongings by landlord with the help of armed persons.

Dr. Rameshwar Dayal also stated in his petition that Sh. Srinivas Rao had certain disputes with his wife Smt. Sharda and his in-laws. His landlords Sh. Rajinder Singh connived with his wife and has implicated him in a dowry case vide FIR No. 11/2007, PS Mahila police station, Behrampur, Orissa. Sh. S.Srinivas Rao had filed a suit against his landlord Sh. Rajinder Singh seeking relief of injunction from his forceful eviction from the tenanted premises and during the hearing of the same, Hon’ble court of the Civil Judge, Karkardooma Court, Shahdara, Delhi had passed restraining order in his favour. 

TEAM AND INVESTIGATION


Since the matter involved disappearance of the practicing advocate along with his father, keeping in view the sensitivity of the case, investigation was taken up by Police team of Crime Branch comprising of Insp. Ashok Sharma, Insp. Satish Sharma, ASI Mohinder, ASI Devendra Singh, ASI Dharambir, ASI Braham Prakash, ASI Balbir Shokeen, HC Krishan, HC Narender Godara, HC Bhim Singh, HC Naresh, HC. Sunder Singh, Ct. Surender Tomar, Ct, Rajiv Godara, Ct. Bhagwan Shahai Meena, under overall supervision of Sh. Rajender Bakshi ACP/ISC, Crime Branch, Chanakya Puri. 


During initial investigation the Police team conducted discrete and open enquiries in the neighborhood, interrogated neighbors, other tenants and landlord of the same premises but none of them could provide any clue about the disappearance of father and son because complainant has alleged nexus between estranged wife of advocate S. Srinivas Rao and landlord, a team was sent to Distt. Behram Pur, Orissa but no clue could be found from there also. When routine checking of the records of missing person’s squad and W.T. Message of unidentified dead bodies did not yield any result, special teams were constituted to thoroughly check each and every file of unidentified dead bodies in the radius of more than 100 KMs in Ghaziabad, Noida, Baghpat & Meerut. During this exercise, one dead body matching the physical description of S.Srinivas Rao, advocate was found on 04.Dec.07 in the area of PS Chandi Nagar, Distt. Baghpat, UP. Shri Rameshwar Dayal, advocate, friend of deceased advocate was requested to accompany the Police party who identified the photograph of dead body as his late friend Sh. S.Srinivas Rao advocate. Sh. Rameshwar Dayal categorically stated that the belt seen in the dead body was purchased by him and his late friend S.Srinivas Rao and he had a similar belt in his house which he had purchased alongwith deceased S.Srinivas Rao. More efforts were made to locate the body of Sh.S.Sanyasi Rao, father of late S.Srinivas Rao as it was felt that chances of his survival were also remote but his dead body could not be traced. 


During further investigation it was also revealed that the place where the dead body was found is near to the village Mewala, Distt. Ghaziabad which is a native village of landlord  Rajender Singh. Thereafter Harender and Amit, sons of landlord were put to further sustained interrogation in view of new development of recovery of dead body and the entire conspiracy leading to the murder of father and son was revealed. Accused Amit, Harender and their relative Pradeep Gujar who were part of conspiracy of abduction and murder were arrested on 30.04.08 and hunt is on for the arrest of their father Rajender Singh, landlord and others. 

INTERROGATION AND MOTIVE


S.Srinivas Rao, advocate was practicing at Tis Hazari Court with Sh. O.P.Kadaria, and Dr. Rameshwar Dayal at chamber No. 293-94, Western Wing, Tis Hazari Courts for the last about 10 years. S.Srinivas Rao got married in 2004 and blessed with a daughter. Around two years back, he developed differences with his wife Sharda who got him arrested in a case of dowry vide FIR No. 11/07 u/s  498 A/506 IPC from  Orissa Police. In this dispute landlord Rajender Singh and his son were taking side with Sharda and they wanted advocate to vacate the premises. Because of their connivance with his wife, S.Srinivas Rao did not want to vacate the room and rather went to court against the landlord and obtained a restraining order. This led to the exchange of hot argument between both parties and in the morning of 02.12.07 the advocate had a fight with Amit in which S.Srinivas Rao had an upper edge because he was of a strong body built than Amit. Landlord and his sons felt insulted and in the evening of 02.12.07 Rajender Singh and his both sons Amit and Harender attacked S.Srinivas Rao and his father in the room with the wooden plank and badly injured S. Srinivas Rao in the head and his hands. They forced him to sign a paper stating that he had voluntarily vacated the premises. In the mean time they called their relative Pradeep Gujar and fearing that S.Srinivas Rao may further implicate them in legal matter, they hatched a conspiracy not only to eliminate advocate S.Srinivas Rao but also to kill his father S.Sanyasi Rao of 60 years old, a retired engineer from Irrigation Department of Orissa Government who had come to pay a short visit to meet his son. Consequently Amit called Hatam Gujar, a notorious criminal of his village who came alongwith Lala, Vedu and another associate and all of them forcibly kept S.Srinivas Rao and his father confined in another room in the same building and in the mean time they forcibly evicted the room of S.Srinivas Rao and removed all the goods. During the daytime of 03.12.07 they could not execute their plan and on the midnight of 03.12.07 they forcibly put injured S.Srinivas Rao and his father in Alto Car and took them in the rural area of Chandi Nagar, Baghpat Distt. where they strangulated and killed S.Srinivas Rao advocate with the help of a rope in a most brutal manner and later they tried to disfigure his face from bricks to avoid identification. It is further learnt that Rajender Singh, landlord has paid Rs. 40,000/- to HatamGujar for helping him in eliminating the father and son. 


Thereafter they took S.Sanyasi Rao to some distance in the area of PS Loni, Distt. Ghaziabad in the jungle of village Pavi Sadak Pur and they killed him after hitting on his head with stone. On 04.12.07 on finding of the dead body, a case of murder was registered at PS Chandi Nagar, Distt. Baghpat vide FIR No. 267/07. During sustained interrogation accused Amit revealed the place where dead body of S.Sanyasi Rao was thrown in the area of PS Loni and the same was also identified. The father had come for a short visit to his son. 


Accused are being interrogated to recover the belongings of father and son and efforts are being made to trace their associates.

GANG OF ILLEGAL SELLING OF NEW BORN INFANT BUSTED: FOUR PERSONS ARRESTED.

New Delhi District Police have busted an illegal selling of Infant racket with the arrest of 4 persons including 3 female and 1 male who were trying to sell a female infant of 2-3 days. 



On 30.04.08, Inspr. Sudhir Singh Incharge Special Staff received a secret information that one lady Jyoti who is involved in selling of infants in Delhi for the last many years is in possession of an infant female child and in quest of a purchaser for the child. On this information a team was constituted including SI Narender, HC Yashpal, HC Karamveer, Ct Raj Kumar, Ct Ramesh, Ct Rajesh, Ct Naresh, Ct Arvind, W/Ct Pritika and a decoy customer was sent and a trap was laid at Bengali Market where the deal was fixed. During the course of the transaction and handing over the child a raid was conducted and 2 female persons were apprehended red-handed while trying to sell a female infant of 2-3 days. The infant was recovered from their possession on the spot. 



During the course of investigation, two more persons one male and one female were also arrested in this case.  It was revealed that this racket of illegally selling of children was being carried out for some years and they have also sold   children in Delhi and other states like Rajasthan, Punjab etc. Lady Jyoti is the master mind and head of this racket. She is working as a private mid-wife. She disclosed that she is in this business but never got caught before, this time she settled the deal for this infant female child for Rs. 50,000, to a decoy customer sent by the Special Staff.  Her son and other 2 female were also involved in this racket. She further informed that she used to look out for maid servants and other woman who got pregnant and were not ready to accept the child.  She tried to console them and after delivery sold the child.      As this racket involves selling children/infants in Delhi and other States, further raids are also being conducted.   A case FIR No. 135/08 u/s 370/371/372/34 IPC has been registered at P.S. Tilak Marg and further investigation is in progress.
