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Robbers arrested :-  Gokal puri police have arrested four robbers namely,Vasil Ahmed, r/o Loni Gaziabad,Sanjay @ Kake,r/o Loni,Gaziabad,Laxman r/o Modinagar,U.P.,Ashudin r/o Baghpat U.P., all aged between 20-22 yrs. According to DCP/North-East office, complainant Sh.Ram Niwas r/o Karawal nagar hired an auto rickshaw from Seelampur in which three persons were already sitted . No sooner did the Rikshaw reach Gokalpuri red light then the occupants including driver robbed him of his briefcase on knife point and threatened to remain silent.  Seeing Policemen on patrolling at Gokalpuri chowk, RamNiwas raised an alarm for help. Police apprehended the accused persons after a brief chase & recovered knife and briefcase from their possession.
New Delhi Railway police have sought public help in identifying the following bodies:-

1. Male aged about 30/35, Height 5’6”, long face,wheatish complexion, thin built wearing white coloured Lungi.

2. Male aged about 40/45, Height 5’8”, long face, shallow complexion, wearing pant.

3. Male aged about 65/70, height 5’5”, round face, pale coloured,thin built, wearing earth coloured pant and two shirt white & blue.

INTERSTATE GUN RUNNING RACKET BUSTED: TWO ARRESTED WITH LARGE CACHE OF SOPHISTICATED ARMS AND AMMUNITION.
 

 
INTRODUCTION
 
With the arrest of two persons namely (i) Satender @ Situ s/o Brijpal Singh @ 

Shripal r/o Vill. Basoli Teh. Iglas ,P.S Ghonda ,Distt. Aligarh (U.P) and ii) Ravinder @ Pinkoo s/o Gyanender r/o Vill. Basoli Teh. Iglas ,P.S Ghondam,Distt. Aligarh (U.P)., the Crime Branch has busted an interstate gun running racket in Delhi. The Police team has also recovered total 6 high quality pistols (one .315 bore double barrel specially modified), six .32 bore and three .315 bore live cartridges were also recovered. Three weapons were found loaded. The weapons were being smuggled into the capital and then were to be delivered to different gangsters and robbers operating in Delhi and NCR.
 
INCIDENT & TEAM 
 
Delhi Police had been recovering a large number of sophisticated firearms from gangsters in the recent past and there was a spurt in the cases of armed robberies and murders in the capital. Anti Robbery Cell, Crime Branch, Nehru Place, New  Delhi  was given the task of finding out the origin of these firearms. A special team was constituted consisting of SI. Kuldeep Singh, HC. Pramod, HC Raj Kumar, HC Sunil Kumar, HC Rajbir Singh, HC Laxman, HC Suresh, Ct.Surender, Ct Anand Pal and Ct Rajesh led by Insp. Akashay Kumar under close supervision of Sh. Sanjay Tyagi ACP. 

 

The team fanned out to different places of Distt. Meerut, Aligarh, in Uttar Pradesh. HC Raj Kumar identified the shady arms dealers but the source of these weapons remained a mystery. About a week ago HC Raj Kumar developed information that the weapons were being manufactured in Aligarh (UP). According to the inputs these weapons were then smuggled into the capital by carriers. 

 

The Police team led by  Insp. Akashay Kumar was dispatched to Aligarh (UP) to develop further intelligence. There the team found out that weapons were being manufactured and supplied all over by organized racketeers. These weapons were also being supplied to some major gangs in Western Uttar Pradesh.

 

            On 29.04.08 HC Raj Kumar received an information that two young boys are coming to Delhi to deliver a huge consignment of sophisticated arms to someone below the flyover near Apollo Hospital, Sarita Vihar, New Delhi. The alert police team took   their position near the fly over and waited for the boys. Two boys in the age group of 18 to 20 years arrived on a red colour Pulsar motorcycle with “Police” written on the wiser. The team intercepted both the suspects as they were getting ready to leave after waiting for somebody for about 15 minutes. Six sophisticated weapons including four pistols and ten live cartridges were recovered from the suspects.

 

INTERROGATION
 
On sustained interrogation Satender @ Situ and Ravinder @ Pinkoo revealed that they had been members of the gun running racket since the past couple of years. Their boss is Agra based. The weapons are being manufactured in Agra and Aligarh, U.P.. The persons who run the racket in Uttar Pradesh and Delhi have also been identified. Teams have been sent to Agra and Aligarh to collect further intelligence and apprehend the masterminds.  They further disclosed that they were supplying weapons in the capital since long.  They also disclosed that there is a organized chain of supply of arms which are being produced in Aligarh District of U.P. 

 

Both Satender @ Situ and Ravinder @ Pinkoo have been arrested vide case FIR No. 254/08 dated 29th April 2008 u/s 25/54/59 Arms Act PS Sarita Vihar, New Delhi. They were produced in Patiala House Court and were taken on two days police custody remand. Further raids are being conducted to apprehend the other criminals behind this gun running racket.

 
            Accuse Ravinder @ Pinkoo found involved in 4 criminal cases of Arms Act, theft etc at different Police Stations of Western  U.P.

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KIDNAPPED 17 YEARS OLD GIRLD RECOVERED: KIDNAPPER ARRESTED.
 

 
INTRODUCTION
 
With the arrest of a person namely Shagun Naraya Shukla, aged 58 years, S/o Late Sh. Prahlad Shukla r/o Rohini, Delhi, the Anti Kidnapping Section of  Crime Branch has recovered a kidnapped girl Renu (name changed), aged 17 years, d/o Sh. Sunder Yadav, r/o Rohini, Delh, who was kidnapped by the accused person in July, 2007.   

 
INCIDENT & TEAM 
 
The complainant Smt. Lalpati r/o Rohini, Delhi, had reported at Police Station Prashant Vihar, Delhi about missing of her 17 years old daughter from a DTC bus in the month of July, 2007.  Initially she did not suspected anybody in the kidnapping of her daughter.  In the month of October, 2007, Smt. Lalpati suspected one Sonu as the alleged kidnapper of her daughter.  She also suspected one Sagar as helper of Sonu in the kidnapping of her daughter.  The local Police made efforts to trace the girl but no clue was found.  On 11.4.08, the investigation of case was transferred to Crime Branch and oater complainant has also filed a habeas corpus writ petition in the Hon’ble Delhi High Court for recovery of the girl. 

 

On receipt of case file in the Crime Branch a Police team consisting of SI Rajni Kant, HCs J.P. Singh, Charan Singh and Lady Ct. Damyanti led by Inspr. Mahesh Tholia under the close supervision of Sh. Dharamvir Gupta, ACP/Anti Kidnapping Cell, Crime Branch, Delhi.  

 

INVESTIGATION
 
The Police team carried out the investigation and during the investigation it was suspected that the person mentioned in FIR i.e. Sonu and Sagar are absconding and are not co-operating in the investigation.  In depth surveillance and analysis of other material on record it was suspected that the missing girl may be kept secretly in Nahan town of Sirmohar District in Himachal Pradesh by one Shagun Narayan and it seems that Sonu and Sagar were not involved in the kidnapping but Shagun Naryan himself is a kidnapper.   It was also revealed that accuse Shagun Narayan Shukla, aged 58 years is roaming in Uttar Pradesh and Himachal Pradesh for the last about 8 months on the pretext of setting up a factory in Himachal Pradesh.  The movements of Shagun Narayan Shukla were further developed and it revealed that he may be available in Nahan town of Sirmohar District. 

 

On this basis of investigation conducted so far it was established that the missing girl is in the possession of Shagun Naryan Shukla and kept in Nahan town. On this a the Police team was sent to above said place on 29.4.08.  After 2 days hectic search finally the Police team able to apprehend accuse Shagun Narayan Shukla and recovered 17 years old missing girl from a rented room in Nahan town and brought back to Delhi. 

 

INTERROGATION : 
             During the course of sustained interrogation of the accused it is revealed that he is a native of Pratap Garh District in Uttar Pradesh.  He came to Delhi in 1970 and started small time business in Pahar Ganj area.  He is metric pass and later he shifted to Rohini area and started the business of making iron fencing wire in the area of Sector 26, Rohini, Delhi.  During this period he came in contact with a family of missing girl and kidnapped the girl in the year 2007. Accused Shagun Narayan Shukla is a married and have 7 siblings.  He has three sons and four grown up daughters. 
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A team of officers of Special Cell under the supervision of Sh Ravi Shankar, ACP and led by Inspr. Brahamjeet, Insp. Attar Singh,  Inspr. Sandeep Malhotra and others arrested 3 Robbers-cum-murderer namely (1) Praveen Walia (Aged 19 years) r/o Distt. Mahendragarh, Haryana (2) Sunil Kumar @ Bittoo(Aged 23 years) r/o Distt. Bhiwani, Haryana and (3) Vipin Kumar(Aged 31 years) r/o Malviya Nagar, Delhi involved in the murder of Upender Anand @ Sonu. Mobile Instruments, three Credit Cards, one Gold ring, one silver ring, one brown coloured purse of deceased Upender Anand @ Sonu have been recovered from the possession of accused persons.
On 07.01.2008, an unknown person hired a taxi (INNOVA) from Pawan Hans Tours & Travels, Rohini, Delhi for Mussoorie. The driver Upender Anand @ Sonu left for Mussoorie from Delhi at about 4:45 PM with the passengers who were suspectedly more than two. When on 08.01.2008, the owner Bhim Singh of the travel agency tried to contact the driver Sonu, his mobiles were found switched off. Meanwhile the driver of another cab Kishan of this Travel Agency   was going to Agra. He noticed that the Innova of  Upender Anand @ Sonu was on the jack and its one tyre was missing. Kishan asked to the person who was standing near the van about Sonu,  who replied that he had gone to get the tyre repaired. The driver resumed his journey and called his travel agency and casually told about position of taxi. This made the owner Bhim Singh suspicious as this taxi was supposed to have gone to Mussorie /Dehradun while it was located on Agra route.  Immediately, the owner Bhim Singh cross checked the address and mobile number given by the hirer which was found to be fake. The owner suspecting some foul play at once asked the driver Kishan to call the police. 

On 09.01.2008, when the driver Upender Anand @ Sonu went missing, the owner of the travel agency reported the matter to police and a case vide FIR No. 17 dated 09.01.2008 U/S 407 IPC was registered at  PS Rohini, Delhi. Meanwhile, the body of the driver Upender Anand @ Sonu was found on Dehradun- Mussoorie Road by Uttranchal Police and a Case FIR No. 03/08 u/s 302/201IPC was registered at PS Rajpura, Dehradun. On 09.01.2008 the taxi was also found abandoned near Morena, Madhya Pradesh.  Initial investigations revealed that it was a case of robbery cum murder because the taxi, cash worth Rs. 12,000/-, two mobile phones, two gold rings, one Rudraksh chain, one silver ring, one TV Screen of Taxi, leather purse and three credit cards etc. of driver Upender Anand were found missing. 

Both the cases were clubbed and sections 302/201/397/364/120B of IPC was added in case FIR No. 17/08 PS Rohini Delhi. Thereafter, the investigation of this case was transferred to Special Cell by CP/Delhi on 11.04.2008 and the investigation of the case was taken up on 15.04.2008.

After taking investigation, the case file was scrutinized very deeply. The hirer of the INNOVA Taxi had given his name as Sanjay Chaudhary and his address at A-203, Sector-2, Rohini, Delhi which was found to be fake. He had also given a mobile number which was found non-operative since September 2007. Discrete enquires were made in Sector-2, Rohini as well as at Awantika. The technical analysis further revealed that the accused persons were having connections with one Arjun r/o Bhawani Khera, Bhiwani, Haryana and Ajay r/o Sirsa, Haryana. The two were located & interrogated at length. Arjun & Ajay revealed that on 09.01.2008, one Mukesh r/o Norangabad, Haryana came alongwith one Sunil @ Bittoo r/o Sanga, Bhiwani and one Vipin at the rented room of Ajay. Mukesh, friend of Ajay, requested him to give shelter to Vipin for 2/3 days as he had some quarrel with his maternal uncle. On this pretext, Ajay agreed to give shelter to Vipin. As the whereabouts of Vipin and Sunil were known to Mukesh, therefore, Mukesh was traced and joined in this investigation. The interrogation disclosed that on  09.01.08, Sunil r/o Sanga, Haryana alongwith one Vipin had come to him. On that day they were shabbily dressed and were completely exhausted. He further disclosed that  Vipin was having a cream colour coat with him. This matched with the description and colour of the coat of the person who hired the taxi. This further strengthened the suspicion of police party and thereafter search for Vipin and Sunil started.   

Secret sources were deployed to know the whereabouts of Sunil @ Bittoo.  On 25.04.08, the informer informed the police party that Sunil is going to Kapda Market, Satnali, Mahendragarh, Haryana to meet his friend at about 1.00 pm.  The police party apprehended Sunil from Satnali at the instance of informer alongwith his friend. On sustained interrogation, Sunil @ Bittoo confessed his involvement in the murder cum robbery case of driver Upender Anand @ Sonu. The person accompanying him was found to be Praveen walia r/o Vill. Shyampur, PS Satnali , Mahendergarh and also an accomplice in the crime.  

Praveen during interrogation revealed that Vipin is living somewhere in the area of Malviya Nagar/Chirag Delhi. Secret sources were deployed in these areas where the police party came to know that Vipin had gone to Jaipur. The police party was immediately despatched to Jaipur. In the mean while the police party came to know that Vipin hadcome back to Delhi from Jaipur. On 01.05.2008 at about 12.30 PM, the police party arrested Vipin from Chirag Delhi at the instance of Parveen Walia. Vipin has also confessed his involvement in the murder case of Upender Anand @ Sonu. The belongings of the deceased Upender Anand @ Sonu i.e both mobile phones, three credit cards, One Gold ring, one silver ring, one brown coloured purse have been recovered from the possession/instance of accused persons. Besides that, CD Screen of the taxi had also been recovered from them. One gold ring of the deceased was sold by Vipin to some jeweller.

During Interrogation, it has been revealed that Sunil @ Bittoo is a graduate from Bhiwani. After graduation, he opened a Security Agency in the name of Suraj Security Services at Ekta Enclave, Peeragarhi, Delhi. The firm lasted only 2/3 months because Sunil suffered severe losses in this business. Parveen is just 9th pass and was driving a Tata 407 in Subzi Mandi, Mahendergarh, Haryana. His father was a Commission Agent of food grains etc. He knew Sunil for the last 3/4 years. He also suffered losses in gambling on cricket matches. Vipin is also just 8th pass. His mother is not alive while his father is missing. He lived with his maternal uncle, maternal grand mother and his different friend/persons in Delhi & Haryana from time to time. He met Sunil at Ekta enclave when he was working at Pushpak Security, Ekta Enclave, Delhi. Through him he came in contact with Parveen Walia. Sunil had taken a rented house at Awantika Sector-2, Rohini where Parveen Walia, Sunil & Vipin met and hatched a conspiracy of hiring a taxi and to rob and murder the driver and take away the taxi. They wanted to make easy money after selling the Taxi. On 07.01.2008, Vipin hired a taxi from Pawan Hans Tours & Travels at about 4.45 PM for Mussoorie. Sunil & Parveen also joined him in the taxi near Jaipur Golden Hospital, Delhi. They purchased whisky from UP Border. Sunil, Parveen & driver Upender Anand consumed the whisky in the way. They took dinner at a Dhaba in Muzzaffar Nagar. They reached Mussoorie at about 12.30 in the midnight. Sunil asked the driver Sonu to stop the taxi at some lonely place on the pretext that he is about to vomit. The driver stopped the taxi when Parveen hit the bottle on the head of the  driver. The driver became unconscious. Parveen tightened the neck of the driver with his belt. They looted the belongings of the driver and thereafter thrown the body out of the taxi at a lonely place at Dehradun- Mussoorie Road. The tyre of the taxi got punctured at Saharanpur Yamuna Nagar, UP. After changing the steppny, they moved towards Agra where there taxi got punctured once again. Another driver of Pawan Hans Tours & Travels noticed the taxi of Upender Anand at Agra and asked about the driver Sonu to the person (later on identified as Vipin) who was standing near the taxi. Thereafter they immediately left the place and went to Gwalior to sell this taxi to one Bunty. But the deal could not be made and they left the taxi at Morena, Madhya Pradesh because they were presuming that the taxi number has come into the notice of police. Thereafter they came back to Delhi by train. Vipin & Sunil went to Bhiwani while Parveen went to Satnali by bus.

Further investigation is going on.

INTERSTATE GANG OF CHEATS BUSTED : TWO ARRESTED 
With the arrest of Shabbir Alam @ Master, aged 40 years s/o Khairulla Miyan r/o Village & PS Kotwa Bazaar, District Motihari, Bihar and (2) Nandu Ram, aged 45 years s/o Sarvjeet Ram r/o V & PO Mangal Pur Bazaar, PS Nautan, District Betia, Bihar, North District police has busted an interstate gang of cheats hailing from Bihar involved in cheating innocent people to the tune of lacs of rupees.  One country made firearm, one button actuated knife and four packets of red paper cut to the size of a hundred rupee note used to cheat the innocent people have been recovered. 

TEAM AND THE INCIDENT 


A team consisting of Inspr. Amar Deep Sehgal, Incharge/Special Staff/North, SI Naseeb SIngh, ASI Shiv Shakti Singh, HC Rajesh Kumar, HC Mahender Singh, Ct. Adesh, Ct. Vivek Singh and Ct. Birbal was constituted under the close supervision of Sh. S. S. Malik, ACP/Operations /North District, Delhi.


In order to prevent increasing incidents of cheating/robbery/extortion against the innocent tourists at ISBT and Railway Stations in the area of North District, the special staff was directed to develop information about such gangs operating in the area.  Several sources were also deployed in this regard.  

On 01.05.08, information was received that two persons, who are involved in cheating innocent persons at ISBT and Railway Stations, who are also in possession of illegal arms/weapons, are standing near Khalsa College, Maurice Nagar. A trap was laid at about 4.30 PM and on the pointing out by the informer, the police party apprehended two persons namely Shabbir Alam and Nandu Ram. On cursory search, one loaded country made firearm was recovered from the possession of Shabbir Alam whereas one button-actuated knife was recovered from the possession of Nandu Ram.  Further, a suitcase was also found in the possession of accused Nandu Ram, which was checked and four packets of red paper cut to the size of a hundred rupee note were recovered.  A case of Arms Act was registered against the accused persons at PS Maurice Nagar and the investigation was taken up.

INVESTIGATION AND THE INTERROGATION


During sustained interrogation, accused persons revealed that they originally belong to Bihar and were doing labour work, which did not earn them sufficiently to meet their daily expenses.  They came in contact with three persons namely Ravi, Naresh and Manoj (also hailing from their native place) who were involved in cheating the innocent people.  The three offered them handsome earnings if they join their group to which they readily agreed and started cheating innocent people. Their modus operandi was that they used to allure innocent aspirants to triple their money.  Further, they used to give them original currency notes claiming the same to be counterfeit for using the same in the market.  After gaining their confidence, they used to take the amount and in turn they used to show the paper packets cut to the size of different denominations covered on both the sides with original currency claiming it to be counterfeit but before handing over the allegedly counterfeit currency, they used to flee away from the spot on one pretext or the other alongwith the amount.  Further, they disclosed that they used to carry the illegal weapons/arms with them in order to thwart any resistance from the persons they used to deal with.

  
Further investigation / interrogation is in progress.  

RECOVERY

1. One loaded country made firearm 

2. One button-actuated knife

3. Four packets of red paper cut to the size of a hundred-rupee note used for cheating the innocent people.

PROFILE

1. Shabbir Alam @ Master s/o Khairulla Miyan r/o V & PS Kotwa Bazaar, District Motihari, Bihar is 40 years old. He studied up to 5th standard.  He is a skilled tailor master.  In order to earn quick and easy money, he joined this gang and started committing crime.
2. Nandu Ram s/o Sarvjeet Ram r/o V & PO Mangal Pur Bazaar, PS Nautan, District Betia,) is 32 years old. He studied up to 4th standard.  He is a labourer.  In order to earn quick and easy money, he joined this gang and started committing crime.
