THE TEAM

Under the overall supervision of Shri Sanjay Tyagi, ACP Anti Robbery Cell and Inspr.Jai Bhagwan, the team behind this good work comprised of police personnels.  S.I. Sanjay Neolia, A.S.I. Sumer Singh, HCs Rajbir 87/crime, Mahabir 7099/DAP, Nand Kishore 194/crime, Cts Ashok 231/Crime, Devidayal 358/Crime, Manoj 400/Crime and Nitin 490/Crime.
THE OPERATION


On 28.09.2007, the Anti Robbery Cell of Crime Branch, received a secret information that Veerbhan and Mahesh will be coming near Indra Prastha park, near Sarai Kale Khan, Bus Terminal, New Delhi between 6:20 PM to 6:40 PM, for delivery of Arms & Ammunition and it was revealed that Veerbhan is a dreaded criminal & is also involved in many sensational crimes in Rajasthan. A team under the close supervision of Sh. Sanjay Tyagi ACP/ Anti Robbery Cell, Crime Branch led by Insp. Jai Bhagwan was constituted and was deployed to develop this information and to take legal action. 


On this information the Crime Branch team swung into action and took strategic position on road near, Indra Prastha Park, near Sarai Kale Khan Bus Terminal, New Delhi At about 6:25 pm the accused came near Indra Prastha Park, main gate, New Delhi. They were asked to stop but instead they tried to flee from the spot & Veerbhan Singh, whipped out a pistol and fired a round aiming at HC Mahabir 7099/DAP. The bullet passed above the head of the HC. The HC without caring for his life showed exemplary valor and grapple with the desperado and overpowered him & HC Rajbir No. 87/Crime snatched the pistol from Veerbhan’s possession. Mahesh, who was trying to flee the spot, was also overpowered by the team. A .32 bore pistol was recovered from Veerbhan. One bullet was found in the chamber of the pistol and one more live bullet was found in the magazine of the pistol. On  further  search  Two Pistols 0f .32 bore with two rounds in one Pistol’s magazine & one round in the other & Three Country made Kattas of 315 bore, all  loaded were recovered from the Bag,  Veerbhan was carrying. From the search of Mahesh Two Country made Kattas 315 bore, all loaded were recovered from the pocket of undershirt. Mahesh was wearing. Case F.I.R No. 552/07 U/s 186/353/307/34 IPC R.W.  25/27 Arms Act was lodged at PS Hazrat Nijamuddin, New Delhi.
DETAILS OF INVESTIGATION AND DISCLOSURE


During the investigation both the accused persons were put under sustained interrogation. The interrogation revealed that Veerbhan & Mahesh purchases illegal arms from Rajesh R/o of M.P. and sells them to persons on demand. The details of criminal activities of accused Veerbhan are as under:-

On further interrogation from Veerbhan, it was revealed that Veerbhan started working from the age of nine years. He learnt the work of kharat & welding from his Jijaji. Later he opened his own shop of welding & kharat in his Village. He developed bitter relations with the Sarpanch of the village, who insulted him before the village publically. In retaliation Veerbhan attacked him & tried to kill him. In this connection a case of attempt to murder is registered in police station Bayana, and in which he has been convicted by the court. Currently he is on bail, as he has filed an appeal in the High Court. Veerbhan was introduced to Rajesh, an Arms & ammunition supplier by Vinod R/o of Bharatpur. Initially he worked for Vinod as a carrier & supplier of illegal arms & ammunition. Later, after the arrest of Vinod, Veerbhan started purchasing the same & supplying them to different persons. Veerbhan disclosed about selling ten pistols & two rifles to Vedprakash S/o Ram Chander R/o Village- Kho, Manesar, Haryana, a property dealer by profession. From the record been checked from P.S. Manesar, Ved Prakash is involved in F.I.R. NO. 93/07 Dated 4/3/07 U/s 302/307/34 I.P.C. and is absconding since then and proceeding for declaring him Proclaimed offender is being initiated in the case. During his arrest in Haryana police stations Veerbhan disclosed about selling illegal arms to different persons in Haryana, assisted police in arresting them & recovering the firearms. Veebhan holds a bad reputation in his village & nobody dares to speak against him. 

Concerned police have accordingly been informed to take necessary legal action against the accused in their respective case.

· Notorious Snatcher Neeraj @ Sonu arrested by the Crime Branch from Janakpuri area.

· Five snatched costly Mobile Phones recovered including the High Speed Pulsar motorcycle used in the Crime. 

· The Arrested accused belongs to a reputed family and passed his 10+2 this Year with First Division. 

The Anti Auto Theft Squad of the Crime Branch has arrested the notorious snatcher Neeraj @ Sonu (aged 21 years) s/o Madan Lal r/o B-13, Pocket-4, Bindapur, Near Uttam Nagar, Delhi. Five snatched costly mobile phones were recovered from his possession along with a High Speed Bike Bajaj Pulsar DTSi 180 used in the crime. 
Ct. Rajeev Sahrawat of the Crime Branch had a secret information regarding a gang of Snatchers active in West and Outer Delhi. The information was further developed and a team under the close supervision of Shri Jasvir Malik, ACP/AATS and Insp. Rajbir Sharma was constituted that led by ASI Hari Dutt Tyagi and comprising of HC Raj Kumar, HC Dhanbir Singh, Ct. Rajeev Sahrawat, Ct. Vinod and Ct. Sandeep. On 29.09.2007, at about 04:00 PM, a secret information was received that the notorious mobile phone snatcher of West Delhi Neeraj @ Sonu would come near Mata Channan Devi Hospital, Janakpuri, Delhi on a Black Bajaj Pulsar Bike No. DL4C BC 3550 to sell the snatched mobile phones and to meet his aides. On this a trap was laid and the accused Neeraj Kumar was apprehended successfully by the Crime Branch along with the Bajaj Pulsar Bike. On his personal search five costly mobile phones were recovered. On verification, all the mobile phones were found snatched in different criminal cases of Delhi. On his revelation in the crime, the accused Neeraj Kumar @ Sonu was arrested u/s 41.1(D) Cr.PC and the Bike & mobile phones were seized u/s 102 Cr.PC.

 On interrogation the accused Neeraj Kumar have disclosed that the all costly mobile phones are snatched in following different criminal incidents:

1. On 17.09.2007, the accused Neeraj Kumar @ Sonu along with his associate Ramesh snatched the purse of a School Teacher Ms Parita Chawla containing Sony Erickson mobile phones make SONY ERICKSON Z550i, SAMSUNG C-230 and Rs. 1000/- with the keys of the Almirah of School. A case vide FIR No. 408 dated 17.09.2007 u/s 356/379/34 IPC is registered at PS Janakpuri in this regard. 

2. On 09.09.2007 at about 09:50 PM, he along with his associate Ramesh had snatched the mobile phone make NOKIA 6070 of Shri Sanjeev Singh r/o 566, Paschimi Parmanand Colony, Delhi while he was paying the rickshaw at Metro Station East Rohini, Delhi. A case vide FIR No. 843 dated 10.09.2007 u/s 356/379/34 IPC has been registered at PS Rohini in this regard.
3. On 05.09.2007 at about 08:15 PM, he along with his associate Ramesh had snatched the mobile phone make NOKIA 5200 from Miss Silky Bajaj r/o E-1/6/44, MIG Flats, Sector-15, Rohini, Delhi by pushing her a side while she was paying to the cycle rickshaw. A case vide FIR No. 645 dated 05.09.2007 u/s 356/379/34 IPC has been registered at PS Prashant Vihar in this regard.
 

All the above snatched mobile phones recovered from the possession of the accused Neeraj Kumar @ Sonu have been seized. His Bajaj Pulsor DTSi 180 Bike No. DL4C BC 3550 Black Colour which was used in the crimes has been seized.  

The accused Neeraj Kumar @ Sonu basically hails from Sirsa, Haryana. Presently he is living along with his mother in the area of Bindapur, Uttam Nagar, Delhi. 

Neeraj @ Sonu has passed his 10+2 Exams with First Division in the year 2007. Presently he is the student of B.Com Pass First Year of Delhi University.    

The concerned police stations of Janakpuri, Rohini and Prashant Vihar have been informed for further legal action. Efforts are being made to trace his accomplice Ramesh.

TWO HIGHWAY ROBBERS ARRESTED WITH DEADLY WEAPONS.
ONE COUNTRY MADE PISTOL WITH TWO LIVE CARTRIDGES AND ONE       BUTTON ACTUATED KNIFE RECOVERED.

With the arrest of  two desperate highway robbers namely (1) Kausar Ali (age 38-years) S/o Rafiq Hussain, R/o E-15/1, Gali No.2, Shastri Park, Delhi and (2) Lal Chand @ Lal (age 28-years) S/o Fauzdar, R/o D-2/150, Sector-20, Rohini, Delhi and B-220, Vardhman Building Shalimar Garden, Sahibabad(UP), the A.A.T.S. staff of North-West Distt. has worked out five cases of highway robbery committed by the gang in different parts in Delhi and recovered one country made pistol with two live cartridges (from Kausar Ali) & one button actuated knife (from Lal Chand) from their possession.

BRIEF FACTS :-  



 
On 2.10.2007, a secret information was received that desperate highway robbers namely Kausar Ali and Lal Chand would gather at Bhalswa red light to execute a robbery plan.  On receipt of said information a team under the supervision of Inspr. M.S. Malik, I/C A.A.T.S/NWD led by SI Brij Pal Singh, comprising Cts. Dinesh Kumar, Vijender Singh, Virender Singh and Ramesh Kumar, under the overall supervision of Sh. Chandra Has, ACP/Operations/NWD was constituted and a trap was laid at red light Bhalswa, Outer Ring Road.  On the instance of informer at about 3.00 PM, two persons were apprehended from the spot. On their cursory search, from the possession of Kausar Ali a country made pistol alongwith 2 live cartridges of .315 bore and a button actuated knife from Lal Chand @ Lal were recovered.  In this regard a case vide FIR No.637/07, dt. 2.10.2007 u/s 25-Arms Act has been registered at PS Jahangir Puri, Delhi.
Investigation:-
On sustained interrogation of both the accused persons, they have disclosed about the following incidents of highway robbery and theft committed in associa;tion with their other gang members namely Lekh Raj, Sanjay, Sagar Yadav @ Chhotu, Kalu & others:-

1. On 5.8.2007, the gang had robbed a loaded Tata-407 having 2000-Kgs. Copper value about 9 lacs from Outer Ring Road, Burari Chowk on gun point and left the driver and cleaner with tied hand and feet at spot.  They fled away with loaded Tata-407 and handed over the same to Wahid Kabari at Mori Gate, Delhi in the same night.  A case FIR No.442/07 u/s 392/34-IPC was registered in this regard at PS Timarpur, Delhi.

2. In the month of August, 2007 they had stolen 70 boxes/cartoons of soap from the area of Badarpur from a truck.

3. In the month of August, 2007 they had stolen 20 bags of Rajma from a truck in the area between Dhaula Kuan to Palam Airport.

4. In the month of August, 2007 they had robbed 4 cartoons and 2 bags of   T-Shirts on gun point from the area of Badarpur leaving the driver at spot with tied hands and feet.

5. They robbed on gun point medicines from a truck from Rithala (PS Rohini) in respect of which a case vide FIR No.455/07 u/s 394/397-IPC was registered at PS Rohini.

SNATCHING IN DELHI, HARYANA & PUNJAB SOLVED 

                
South-West Distt. Special Staff has busted a notorious gang of snatchers with the arrest of (1) Sohan Singh @ Sonu, aged 30 years R/o Prithavi Park, Shahpura, Tilak Nagar, Delhi and (2) Jhirmal Singh aged 36 years R/o  Sardar Colony, Rohini, Sec.16, Delhi, involved in about ten cases of snatching and recovery of  8 Snatched mobile phones, 2 golden bangles, 3 ladies purse, 2 fake driving licenses, one fake electrician card of Punjab Roadways, 2 pass book of Punjab & Sind Bank opened with fake identity has been affected. 

 
Incidents of purse snatchings were reported in which the snatchers used to muffle their face with white cloth at the time of committing crime. Hence a special team under the close supervision of Shri Dinesh Kumar Gupta, ACP/Operation Cell, South-West Distt., led by Inspr. Vijay Singh Chandel, I/C Spl. Staff/ Southwest Distt. and comprising of SI Ashok Kumar, HC Raja Ram, HC Randhawa, Ct. Deepak, Ct. Surender, Ct. Subhash Chand  & Ct. Jaffar Khan was constituted & sources were deployed to track and nab the involved criminals. After a long exercise, the team succeeded in pinpointing that 2 Sikh persons residing in Tilak Nagar area are involved in such type of snatching cases. Finally a tip-off was received through a reliable source that persons involved in these incidents of snatching would come in the area of PS Dwarka on Black Colour Discover Motor Cycle to commit snatching. Subsequently, a trap was laid near Apoorva Apartment, Sec.5, Dwarka, Delhi and one Motor Cycle make Discover bearing Registration No.DL-8-S-DH-4782 having a logo of Red cross (+) was intercepted.  On seeing the police party, Sohan Singh @ Sonu & Jhirmal Singh tried to escape but the alert police party overpowered them.

             
On sustained interrogation and verification, it was revealed that Discover Motor Cycle No. DL-8-S-DH-4782 is being used with fake registration Number to mislead the police whereas its original registration No. is DL-4-S-DH-8782. They confessed that they are committing snatching since long and have committed more than 20 cases of snatching in Delhi, Haryana & Punjab out of which recovery have been affected in 7 cases i.e. 3 cases of P.S. Dwaraka, 2 cases of  P.S. Rajouri Garden, 1 case of Gurgaon & 1 case of Ludhiana.

  

Sohan Singh @ Sonu has studied upto 10th class and afterwards started working with his uncle in Almunium fabricating factory.  His father is a property Dealer at Tilak Nagar. Sohan Singh has already been arrested in more than 7 cases of snatching, NDPS Act & Arms Act cases.  His externment proposal is pending in the office of DCP/West Distt.  His younger brother Jitenderpal Singh @ Lucky is also a notorious snatcher.

 

Jhirmal Singh is a B.A.M.S. Doctor and practicing at his village Quadian, Gurdaspur, Punjab, but due to financial crunch he started snatching/cheating along with Sohan Singh @Sonu & his brother Lucky.  He always introduced himself as a Doctor and succeeded to get a Loan from ICICI Bank on fake ID proof of rented house and thereafter left his rented house. 

                With these arrests, South-West Distt. Police have effectively checked and controlled one of the most notorious gangs of snatchers operating in Delhi, Haryana & Punjab.
