Niranjan who happened to be on patrolling duty chased the alleged persons and apprehended both the accused with the help of passersby. The bag which contained Rs. 2700/- and a mobile phone was recovered from their possession. Investigation is in progress.

CONMEN IN E-MAIL LOTTERY SCAM ARRESTED : CASH RECOVERED
INTRODUCTION
            With the arrest of 2 persons namely I) Prashant @ Vickey, aged 24 years, S/o Lakhi Prasad, and ii) Abjay, aged 22 years, S/o Ashwani Kalra, both resident of Arjun Nagar, Safdarjung Enclave, Delhi, the South District Police has successfully busted a gang of cheats, who used to dupe people of their valuable money by inducing them through e-mails.  The Police team has also recovered duped amount of Rs. 70,000/- from their possession. 
 
INCIDENT & TEAM
            On 26.11.07 the complainant Mr. Manoj Kumar Sauguna submitted a complaint in the Police Station Greater Kailash that he got a e-mail message that he had won a lottery prize of 1 million British Pounds from Yahoo Mail Beta Lottery Award, and to get the prize of this lottery, he has to complete some documents and tax formalities, for which he was instructed through mail to deposit Rs. 2 lacs in ICICI Bank at Greater Kailash Branch.  Hence, the complainant deposited Rs. 1,47,000/- in the above said bank. But later on he became suspicious after going through media reports regarding cheating through e-mail and hence, submitted a complaint, in the Police Station. 
 
INVESTIGATION
 Acting on the complaint a Police team consisting of SI P.D. Singhal, HCs Om Prakash, Sarwan and Ct. Sandeep led by Inspr. Dharamvir Joshi, SHO/Greater Kailash, under the supervision of Sh. Ram Gopal Naik, ACP/Greater Kailash, investigated the matter.  The Police team traced out the address and photograph of the account holder, in which the complainant had deposited the money.  More information were gathered about the account holder and finally the account holder Prashant @ Vickey and his accomplish Abhay were arrested from their rented house at Arjun Nagar, Safdarjung Enclave.  On their personal search the Police team also recovered Rs. 70,000/- cash and two mobile phones from their house. Accordingly, they were arrested for cheating the complainant. 
 
INTERROGATION
            On their sustained interrogation it was revealed that Prashant @ Vickey hails from Assam and Abhay hails from Punjab.  They both are in family relation and were residing together in a rented house at Arjun Nagar, Safdarjung Enclave, New Delhi and are working in a call center at Karol Bagh and Gurgaon, respectively.  They came in contact with one Chaman Preet Singh and Success Victor, a Nigerian national.  They both gave them idea of earning the quick and easy money by duping people through e-mails.  For this purpose advised them to open two accounts in ICICI Bank branches at Greater Kailash and Gurgaon Branch.  They used to send e-mails to innocent people about winning prizes/lottery worth millions dollars/ponds and used to ask them to deposit a certain amounts in lacs in their account at ICICI Bank, Greater Kailash branch, for getting the prize/lottery money.  When they received the amount in their account, they used to immediately withdraw it and distribute the amount amongst them and their master mind Chaman Preet Singh and Success Victor, who are still at large. They both used to deposit their share in the Gurgaon Branch of ICICI Bank.  On scrutiny of their accounts it has been found that they have lured several people in this way, and their were several entries of Rs. 49000/-, Rs. 55000/- and of several other quantum. Accordingly both the bank accounts have been seized by the Police team for further investigation of the case.  
 
            Efforts are being made to apprehend reaming accused Success Victor and Chaman Preet Singh, the mastermind of this plan/crime.

GANG OF DACOITS BUSTED : PLAN OF DACOITY IN A FACTORY FOILED.  
INTRODUCTION 
            With the arrest of 5 dacoits namely I) Mukesh Thapa, aged 23 years,  S/o Ravinder Thapa, r/o Harkesh Ngar, Delhi, ii) Ravi, aged 18 years,  S/o Sh. Bhupender Singh, r/o Sanjay Colony, Okhla Phase-II, Delhi, iii) Manje Kumar, aged 22 years, S/o Satyanarayan, also resident of Okhla Phae-II, Delhi, iv) Raju Dass, aged 22 years, S/o Kanu Lal, r/o Village Tulakabad, Delhi and iv) Shanawaz @ Sonu, aged 18 years, S/o Shakeel r/o JJ Camp, Tigri, Delhi, the South District Police has successfully busted a gang of dacoits and foiled the plan of dacoity in a Export Factory at Okhla Phase-II.  The Police Team also recovered 1 country made pistol with 1 live cartridge, 2 button actuated knives, 1 torch and a 15 ft. long nylon rope, from their possession. 
 
INCIDENT & TEAM
            On the evening of 2.12.07 at about 8.30 p.m. a secret information was received in the Police Station Okhla that a gang of dacoits would assemble in a jungle behind the J & K Bank, Okhla Phase-II to plan a dacoity in a export factory at Okhla Phase-II.   Sensing the gravity of the incident, immediately a police team consisting of SI Ashok Giri, HCs Jitender, Satyender, Cts. Nayeem, Subhash, Sanjay and Sri Niwas, led Inspr. B. S. Rana, SHO/Okhla under the supervision of Sh. Bhisham Singh, ACP/Sarita Vihar was constituted to nab the criminal.  The Police team laid a trap in the jungle behind the J & K Bank, Okhla Phase-II and in the mid night  apprehended above mentioned accused.  On personal search the police team recovered one country made pistol with one live cartridge from the possession of Mukesh Thapa, two button actuated knives, one each from Raju Dass and Manje were recovered. One iron rod was recovered from Ravi and nylon rope and torch were recovered from Shanawaz @ Sonu.  Accordingly he was arrested under Arms Act.
 
INTERROGATION
            On sustained interrogation of the arrested accused persons they disclosed that Mukesh Thapa is the gang leader of this gang, who is also involved in several dacoity and Armed Act cases at different Police Stations in Delhi.  Shahnawaz @ Sonu is also wanted in a case of dacoity and involved in one case of Arms Act.  Involvement of other gang members is being verified. They further disclosed that they used to choose their target in day time after collecting specific information about the security and goods inside the factory.  They also used to recky the targeted premises/factory in day time and robbed it their targeted factory/premises in night time. They used to overpower the security guard and tide him with the help of nylon rope and then robbed the valuables goods from the factory and took the looted articles in a hired tempo.

ARREST OF TWO DESPERATE AUTOLIFTERS




With the arrest of two desperate auto lifters namely (1) Surjeet S/o Raghubir Singh r/o H. No. 984/35 Janta Colony Rohtak (HR) and (2) Surender s/o Late Jaswant Singh, r/o S-3/4 Old Mahabir Nagar, Tilak Nagar, Delhi, the staff of Police Station Saraswati Vihar has worked out six cases of M.V. thefts of Delhi & U.P. and recovered six vehicles stolen from different parts of Delhi & U.P. at their instance.

BRIEF FACTS:-




M.V. theft in the area of P.S. Sarswati Vihar constitutes one of the main crime.  In order to prevent the crime a team of dedicated staff under the supervision of Inpr. P.P. Singh, SHO/Saraswati Vihar and overall supervision of Shri Rajender Singh, ACP/Ashok Vihar, was formed and the staff was deployed on motorcycles at vulnerable location of the area. On 30.11.07 on a secret information, SI Rajiv Ranjan, I/C PP Ranibagh along with ASI Jaswant Singh, HC Narender Singh, Ct. Narender and Ct. Satender were conducting vehicle checking at Rani Bagh Chowk.  At about 8.00 pm, checking staff signaled a Santro Car being driven by two persons and forced them to stop and asked them to show the papers of the Car No. DL-8-CG-1703 make Santro but the occupants of the car could not produce any documents regarding the ownership of the car. On enquiry it was revealed that the Santro car being used by them was stolen from the area of PS Defence Colony and has fake number plate. The original number of the car was DL-3C-AP-3778. On sustained interrogation they disclosed that they had stolen six cars from the area of Delhi and Utter Pradesh. Accused Surjeet used to prepare master keys and steal the vehicles whereas the accused Surender used to prepare fake number plates and sell to the customer. Since Surender being physically challenged was reason of trusted by the customers.  Accordingly a case vide FIR No.1102, dt. 30.11.2007 u/s 411/468/471/34-IPC was registered against them in PS Saraswati Vihar.
