INTERSTATE GANG OF AUTO LIFTERS BUSTED, 5 MOTOR CYCLES RECOVERED TILL NOW


With the arrest of (1) Sonu, aged 19 Yrs S/o S/o Sh Dayanand R/o Gali No. 2, Prem Vihar, Loni, Ghaziabad, U.P. (2) Kaushal @ Ranu, aged 20 S/o Jitender Pal Singh R/o Shiva Enclave, Shani Bazar, Chaman Vihar, Loni, Ghaziabad, UP. North-East District has busted a Inter-state gang of autolifters. 5 motor cycles have been recovered from their possession.

TEAM AND THE INCIDENT

A team consisting of Inspector Jai kishan I/C Anti Auto Theft Squad,N.E, SI Lokender, ASI Subhash Chandra, ASI Satpal, HC Harbir, HC Virender, Ct Satender, Ct Ranvir and Ct. Narender were constituted under the close supervision of Sh. Syed Shakir Hassan, ACP/operation, North-East District, Delhi.


To check the incidents of M.V. theft North-East District a team consisting of above mentioned police officers was constituted and vehicle checking was conducted at the vulnerable points. On 05th January, 2010, secret information was received by the police personnel’s of AATS/N-E that a group of active auto lifters would come from Loni Border on a stolen motor cycle and would go towards Dilshad Garden, Delhi. Accordingly a trap was laid near SDM Office, Nand Nagri.  At about 8.15 A.M. two person riding on a Bajaj Discover motor cycle No. DL- 5S V 7617 came from Gagan Cinema, Nand Nagri, towards SDM roundabout, Delhi. On Pointing out of the informer they were apprehended by the police team and were asked to produce the documents of the motor cycle but they could not produce any documents related to it. Instead they got terrified, which created suspicion. On sustained questioning, they disclosed that they had stolen this motor cycle from the area of Khazoori Khas, Delhi. On verification the above said motor cycle was found to be stolen from the area of PS Khazoori Khas vide FIR No. 342/09 u/s 379 IPC. They were arrested U/S 41.1 (D) CrPC. 

INTERROGATION

The identity of the accused persons were revealed as  (1) Sonu, aged 19 Yrs S/o S/o Sh Dayanand R/o Gali No. 2, Prem Vihar, Loni, Ghaziabad, U.P., (2) Kaushal @ Ranu aged 20 S/o Jitender Pal Singh R/o Shiva Enclave, Shani Bazar, Chaman Vihar, Loni, Ghaziabad, UP. On sustained interrogation, they disclosed that they were active in area of Loni and border area of Delhi, adjoining to Ghaziabad UP. This Gang was operating in NCR region, especially Delhi, Ghaziabad. On their disclosure and on their instance, four more motor cycles were also recovered from their possession which were found to be stolen from the area of PS Karawal Nagar, Loni, Mayur Vihar and Sarita Vihar.
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Further investigation/interrogation is in progress and efforts are being made to affect more recovery.

With the arrest of one accused namely Dharmender s/o Mahesh r/o- A-553, JJ Colony, Sawda, Ghewara, Delhi, North East Distt. police has solved a blind case of robbery at jewellary workshop of PS  Gandhi Nagar, East Distt. Delhi. 

TEAM AND INCIDENT

A team of PS Seelampur North East Distt.   consisting of Inspector Ved Singh Malik (SHO/Seelampur) ,  ASI Shahid Khan, HC Vijay No. 1133/NE,  Ct. Sukhbir No. 917/NE, Ct. Lokender No. 1181/NE,  under the supervision of Sh. Chanderkant Talwar (ACP/Seelampur) was constituted to work out this case. 

On 2.11.09 at about 9.30 PM four accused persons who were having revolver/knife in their hands, entered forcibly in a jewellary workshop situated at H. No. 1179, Shastri gali, Multani Mohalla, Gandhi Nagar, Delhi. The accused persons tied up the mouth and hands of four workers namely Badri Das, Tapish Malik, Arvind, and Kamal who were present in the jewellary workshop and robbed off 250 gm. Gold and  one mobile phone of Badri Das at gun point.  The case was registered on the statement of a worker namely Badri Das.  As the incident of robbery at gun point occurred in a highly populated area, the same spread  a   sense of insecurity amongst the businessman’s of  Gandhi Nagar and the  citizens of Delhi. In this regard a case vide FIR No. 274/09 dt. 3.11.09, u/s- 392/34 IPC was registered at PS Gandhi Nagar.  On 04.01.10, a secret information was received and accused Dharmender has been arrested from 66ft Road, Pulia Seelam Pur, Delhi.

HUGE CATCH OF COUNTRY MADE LIQUOR OF HARYANA EXCISE 

  

INTRODUCTION 

         With the arrest of a person namely Ashu Kumar S/o Ramesh Kumar r/o Raja Park, 

Siraspur, Delhi, the North West District Police has seized 23 gunny bags containing 4636 quarters and 168 haves of different brands of country made liquor being brought in a tempo from Haryana. The Police team also seized the tempo Mahindra Champion No. DL-1LH-9348 being used for the transportation of above seized country made liquor. 

  

INCIDENT & ARREST   

            On the intervening night of 3-4.1.2010 at about 11.30 p.m. a secret information was received in the Police Station Adarsh Nagar that a Mahendra Champion tempo bearing No. DL-1LH-9348 loaded with illegal country made liquor is approaching to Delhi and will pass through the area of PS Adarsh Nagar.  Acting quickly on the information HC Mukehs Kumar and Ct. Mukand of PS Adarsh Nagar were sent to apprehend the above said tempo.  They apprehended the tempo at GTK Road.  Later on ASI Kuldeep Singh and Ct. Subhash  from the PS Adarsh Nagar also reached at the spot.  

  

            During the checking of the tempo the Police team recovered 23 gunny bags in total and on counting of bottles, 4636 quarters and 168 haves of different brands of country made liquor or Haryana Excise viz. “Narangi”, “Desi Sharab”, “Kinnu Masaledar Desi Sharab” & “Commandar Maseledar Desi Sharab”  were found by the Police team.  The Police team arrested the driver of the tempo namely Ashu Kumar from the spot. 

  

INTERROGATION :   

            A case vide FIR No. 3/2010 under 78 & 61/1/14 Excise Act was registered at PS Adarsh Nagar.  During the course of sustained interrogation the accused Ashu revealed that he had brought the liquor from Murthal, Haryana to supply the same in different parts of Delhi.    

            Efforts are afoot to find out the source of supply and area of distribution of illegal liquor.

Ranju also came and both over powered him and took katta(.315 bore) in their possession and the same was handed over to police with Nanak Singh. On her statement Case FIR No.05 dt. 4.1.2010 U/S 452/506 IPC and 25-27 54/59 Arms Act, P.S Sonia Vihar Delhi was registered and accused was also arrested.
 
INTERROGATION
 
On Interrogation he revealed that his wife Smt. Manju is filed a civil suit in the court and from the last one year she is living separately with two children one son aged 4 year and another daughter aged 3 years in the area of Sonia Vihar and he wanted to take custody of his children, therefore he came having Katta to threat his wife but not to harm her.

One country made Katta of .315 bore with one loaded cartridge.

He is and illiterate and living in a rented accommodation with his mother. He works as iron press man outside his rented house.
