On 29.11.07 Smt. Santara W/o Jaibir Singh r/o Gali No.8 Swantara Nagar Narela Delhi had reported that her son Amit age 20 years is missing and had shown doubt on one Kuldeep who is known to him. On the basis of the facts above noted case of abduction was registered vide FIR No.622 under Section 365 IPC dated 30.11.07 was registered at Police Station Narela and investigation taken up.  During the course of investigation a team has been formed consisting Inspr. Ram Kishan, Addl. SHO & ASI Devender Singh, Constable Raj Kumar and Constable Jaswant under the supervision of Sh. Dinesh Kumar Gupta, ACP/Narela.  Suspect Kuldeep has been interrogated at length and his conduct has also been verified and it was found that previously also he was arrested having illegal fire arms in his possession by the local Police P.S. Rai District Sonipat Haryana. Facts have been cross verified and found that Amit and Sh. Mahender Singh who is father in law of Kuldeep are working in the same factory at Village Bankner and Mahender Singh is residing with his family in the same factory due to which an  intimacy took place in between Amit and wife of suspect Kuldeep.  The affairs of Amit with the wife of Kuldeep could not be matured in matrimonial affairs. Amit started  used to visit the house of Kuldeep at regular intervals  to meet with his wife,due to which a suspicious of illicit relations raised in his mind and he hatched a conspiracy to eliminate Amit. Kuldeep feels great upset on the relationship between Amit and his wife but he could not do anything being the involvement of his wife in illicit relationship fearing of social stigma.  On the same day i.e. 29.11.07, Kuldeep came to Village Bankner and called Amit and took him into confidence and took him to an isolated  place on his Motor Cycle in jungle  Village Zhinjoli of Distt. Sonepat Haryana. Motor Cycle bearing registration No.HR-10-G 2718 is also recovered in above mentioned case. Furthermore, he tied his hands & legs in friendly manner or in joking way and subsequently he murdered Amit by causing multiple stab injuries. The dead body was thrown in the same jungle. 

                         The dead body of deceased Amit has been recovered at the instance of accused Kuldeep from the jungle. Accused Kuldeep S/O Raghubir Singh r/o Village Jatheri P.S. Rai District Sonipat Haryana has arrested and further investigation is on progress.
