A team of the officers of Special Cell under the supervision of Shri Bhisham Singh ACP led by Inspector Subhash Vats has busted a desperate and notorious gang of highway robbers and has arrested three robbers Main Pal (Aged 22 years ) resident of Ghaziabad , Hridesh (aged 23 yrs ) and Mahender Singh (aged 28 yrs,) both residents of Johri Pur Delhi.and . The gang was recently involved in two sensational petrol pump robberies in Ghaziabad and had robbed many trucks laden with goods in Delhi an NCR. Two country made pistols.315 bore, 8 live cartridges and one Maruti 800 car has been recovered from their possession. 

An input was received about a gang of highway robbers in Special Cell, this gang was indulging in highway robberies in Delhi and NCR region. Sources were deployed to trace the movemet of this gang. On 6/2/2010, specific information was received in the Special Cell that the gang leader Mahender resides somewhere in Johri Pur Delhi and the gang would be assembling at Ganga Vihar bridge in the evening in the area of Gokulpuri. A trap was laid on the Ganga Vihar bridge and at about 8 PM five persons came there in two groups. Mahender was identified. Police team swooped in and managed to apprehend the three gang members while two gang members managed to slip away taking the benefit of darkness and heavy traffic. Two country made pistols and 8 live cartridges were recovered from their possession. A case under Arms Act has been registered at PS Special  in this regard.

All the accused persons were subjected to sustained interrogation wherein they disclosed that the gang had recently robbed two petrol pumps in the area of PS Vijai Nagar and PS Sihani Gate Ghaziabad and robbed Rs 90,000/- and Rs 70,000/- respectively from the petrol pumps. The gang had committed murder of a truck driver in the area of PS Babu Garh Ghaziabad as the driver resisted the robbery. They also robbed a truck laden with iron girders from the area of PS Badal Pur Ghaziabad. They have also confessed to have robbed several trucks laden with iron goods from the area of Ghaziabad at the gun point. 

The gang members adopted a novel modus operandi. A group member used to take lift from the truck driver while his associates followed the truck in maruti car. When truck reaches a secluded place the member sitting in the truck pointed pistol at the driver and cleaner and then the gang would transfer the driver and cleaner in maruti car. The truck was then taken by them and after selling the laden goods, they left the truck in a desolate place. The driver and cleaner were also let off at some deserted place. The leader of this gang Mahender is involved in several cases in Delhi. He was convicted for three years in a robbery case of PS Nand Nagri Delhi.

BRUTAL MURDER CASE OF PRASHANT VIHAR WORKED OUT: 2 ARRESTED

With the arrest of Gulshan Taneja (30 yrs) of Vijay Vihar and Mohd. Rabool (30 yrs) of Narela, Delhi, Outer District Operation Cell under the supervision of ACP Operation Cell, Outer District has solved the blind murder cum robbery case registered vide FIR No. 37/10 dated 02.02.10 u/s 302/394/34 IPC PS Prashant Vihar and recovered Rs. 7,33,940/-, looted jewellery and the motor cycle used in the commission of crime. 

BRIEF FACTS:
On 02.02.10, at about 2.15 PM a PCR Call was received at PS Prashant Vihar, Delhi regarding quarrel at B-24, Friend Tower Sec-9, Rohini, Delhi and immediately after that another call was received that one woman has been stubbed to death at Flat No. 24B, Friends Tower Sector-9, Rohini, Delhi. Local Police of PS Prashant Vihar reached the spot and found dead body of a lady namely Mamta Thakur w/o Parveen Thakur r/o 24B, IInd Floor, Friends Tower, Sector-9 Rohini, Delhi lying in pool of blood with multiple stab injuries on her body mainly on neck and stomach. Statement of a lady witness of the crime was recoded and above case was registered and investigation was taken up simultaneously by PS Prashant Vihar and Special Staff of Outer District. 

INVESTIGATION:
A Special team of Police officers of Operation Cell including SI Deepak Malik, SI Jasmohinder Chaudhari, HC Surender, HC Naresh Kumar, HC Narender Singh, HC Surender Dahiya, HC Rohtash Singh, HC Jagdish, HC Naresh Tyagi, HC Balkishan, Ct. Dharmender, Ct Narender and Ct Surender under the leadership of Insp Puran Pant was constituted under the supervision of Ved Prakash, ACP/Ops. The Special team reached the spot and again inspected the Scene of Crime and interrogated many persons including relatives of the deceased. The special team deployed sources and also took help of technical surveillance. During investigation it was revealed that a close relative Gulshan, nephew of the deceased, is missing. Suspicion aroused against him and his one friend Mohd. Rabool it revealed that Gulshan and one of his associate were present in Sector -9, Rohini during the period of incident. [image: image1.png]



Accordingly, Mohd Rabool was interrogated at length where he broke up. He confessed to the commission of the crime and he was arrested on 5.2.2010 at about 07.00 PM. Later he got recovered Rs 41, 940 and a pair of Gold Bangles (Kangans) belonging to the deceased. He also got recovered his motorcycle used by them in the commission of the crime. Further he disclosed that amount of Rs 33,000/- has been deposited by him in his bank. He also disclosed that Gulshan Taneja had gone to Bihar at his native place in Madhepura Distt. to hide himself. The another team including SI Deepak Malik, HC Surender, HC Naresh and Ct. Dharmender spotted accused Gulshan Taneja outside railway station Patna at about 6:30 PM on 5/2/10. He was apprehended Rs. 6,58,000/- cash and Jewelry including one bracelet, 8 gold bangles, 2 gold chain, 5 gold rings one pair tops, one pair jhumki and two mobile phones have been recovered from his possession. 

PROFILE:
Gulshan and Mohd Rabool were friends of school days when they studied at Govt. School Rani Bagh. Gulshan had been running a gift item shop at Jawalaheri Market, Paschim Vihar, Delhi and Mohd Rabool works with a property dealer in slum area in Narela. Both had studied up to 10th class. On sustained interrogation it reveals that Gulshan had information that Parveen has sold off a house in Sonipat and huge amount is available at the house of Parveen. He hatched a conspiracy on 18.01.10 in Narela at the house of Mohd Rabool to loot the cash and Jewelry. In the mean time Rabool went to his native place at Distt. Madhepura, Bihar and came back on 01.02.10 As per conspiracy hatched they purchased 2 knives from Narela and on 02.02.10, Gulshan went to the house of Rabool and both came at Sector-9, Rohini at about 12.30 PM on motorcycle of Rabool. Gulshan had tied both the knives on his legs under his trousers before entering the society whereas Mohd Rabool was asked to wait outside the society and to keep a watch there. As Gulshan was familiar with the family members, he got friendly entry in the house. Where he finds Mamta alone. He stabbed her and killed her and looted the cash and jewelry from the house and fled away from there. Mohd Rabool standing outside the society was ready enough to quickly move him off from that place. Mohd Rabool and Gulshan later reached Muzaffer Nagar UP from where Gulshan boarded train for Lucknow whereas Mohd Rabool came back to Delhi. [image: image2.png]

BLIND MURDER CASE SOLVED WITHIN 24 HOURS 

INTRODUCTION 

  

                  With the arrest of one Kamaljeet Singh @ Dhammal aged 30 years, 

s/o Swroop Singh  r/o Vill. Holambi Kalan, Delhi, the Police of P.S. Mahendra Park Police Station, North West Distt., solved A BLIND MURDER CASE within 24 Hrs registered vide FIR No. 25/10 DT 4.2.10 U/S 302/201 IPC at PS Mahendra Park.  The Police team also recovered the Blood stained stone by which the deceased was killed, blood stained clothes of the accused and cycle rickshaw used for the disposal of the dead body. 
  

BRIEF FACTS : 
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                        On 4.2.10 at 7.30 AM a PCR call was received at P.S. Mahendra Park vide DD No. 4-A that a dead body of male person is laying near KHATTA (garbage store), A-Block, Jahangir Puri. It was totally unidentified dead body and its head was crushed. There was no clue about its identification. It appeared that the deceased was murdered somewhere else and the dead body was dumped there. Therefore, a case U/S-302/201 IPC was registered. One spectacle cover bearing telephone No of the shop was recovered from the personal search of the body. The address of the shop was tracked down and it was found as ‘Eye-Teck Opticals’, B-191, Derawal Nagar, Model Town-III, Delhi. 

  

INVESTIGATION: 

                        
                        During the course of investigation the proprietor of ‘Eye Teck Opticals’, Derawal Nagar was contacted and inquiries were made from him by showing him the photo of the deceased. The employees of the ‘Eye Teck’ could not identify the deceased. Then, a through search of his record was made and it was found that the spectacles of this power number [image: image4.png]


were sold to one Anil but there was no address or any clue about said Anil. Big posters and pamphlets of the dead body were  prepared and shown in the near by Jhuggi cluster area of Lal Bagh, Bada Bagh, Pratap Nagar and Sawan Park etc. and door to door verification was made. Through this vigorous exercise, the deceased was traced out and was identified as Anil Kumar S/o Net Ram R/o Jhuggi No -21 B-81 Mauji Wala Bagh, Lal Bagh, Azad Pur Aged about 30 Yrs. The deceased used to live with his elder sister named as Rajni who works as a maid in the near by Kothis and used to sleep on the road side near a Khatta Opp. Lal Bagh in the vicinity of Hans Cinema Azad Pur. The movements of the previous day (before death) of the deceased were tracked down and it was found that the deceased participated in the Birth day Party of a Cycle Rickshaw  Thekadar named as Bhagwati in the previous night. The deceased and his friends consumed liquor in this birth day party and he was last seen in the company of his friend Kamaljeet Singh. On a tip of secret information, accused Kamaljeet Singh was apprehended. On sustained interrogation Kamaljeet Singh disclosed that deceased Anil Kumar was his friend and used to deposit his daily wages with him. It was total Rs. 2500/- of the deceased which were with the accused Kamaljeet. On the night of 3.2.10 after taking liquor in the birth day party both accused and deceased came together and reached the place of their night shelter. The deceased Anil wanted his Rs 2500/- back from accused. There was a minor scuffle between the two around mid-night and after that the deceased went to sleep. Accused Kamaljeet felt insulted and he took out a heavy stone from nearby and crushed the head of his friend Anil Kumar during his sleep. Anil Kumar died instantaneously at the spot. Accused Kamaljeet put the dead body of Anil in the Cycle Rickshaw, wrapped it with his quilt and brought it in ‘A’ Block Jahangir Puri and threw it away near the Khatta. The deceased Anil Kumar used to transport the garbage from Khatta Azad Pur to ‘A’ Block Khatta Jahangir Puri daily in the evening and sometimes the accused as well as the deceased came together in the same cycle rickshaw for this purpose. The accused confessed his guilt, correctly identified the place of dumping of body and got recovered the stone by which he crushed the head of the deceased and blood stained clothes.
