TWO AUTO LIFTERS ARRESTED :

West District Police has arrested two autolifters namely (1) Amrik Singh (33 years) s/o Pyare Singh r/o T-441, Baljeet Nagar, Patel Nagar, New Delhi and (2) Manish s/o Rajender r/o RW-84, Block-R, Raghubir Nagar, Raja Garden, New Delhi and recovered Six stolen Motorcycles at their instance.  
INCIDENT



Special Staff of West District had some clues regarding the activities and movements of some auto-lifters active in West, South-west, North and North-west District of Delhi. The information was further developed and sincere efforts were made. On 5.05.08, secret information was received that the accused person namely Amrik Singh and Manish, both having criminal record, would come in the area of Tilak Nagar to sell stolen Motorcycles. On this a team under the overall supervision of Sh. Sube Singh Yadav, ACP/Operation Cell headed by Insr. Rakesh Sangwan, Inspr. Special Staff comprising of SI Santokh Singh, ASI Ravi Dutt, HC Dushyant Kumar, Ct. Balwan Singh, Ct. Sailender, Ct. Parvinder, Ct. Devender and Ct. Vijay Kumar was constituted. The team laid a trap near MCD Scool, Mukharji Nagar, Tilak Nagar. At about 3.00 PM two motorcycles rider came towards the trap point but suddenly turned back and tried to sped away. The team chased and apprehended them. Both riders have been identified as Amrik Singh and Manish, who were asked to produce documents of motorcycles but they failed. On checking the record, it was found that motorcycle No. DL-4SR-6290 possession by Amrik Singh has been reportedly stolen from the area of PS of Janak Puri vide FIR No. 356/07 and motorcycle No. DL-4SAF-7434 possession of Manish has been reportedly stolen from the area of PS Tilak Nagar vide FIR No. 516.


On sustained interrogation both the accused disclosed that they has been stealing away motorcycles from the different places of Delhi. Four other stolen motorcycles have also been recovered at their instance. Six cases of Auto theft of three District have been worked out.

Whereas the area known as Rohini Court Complex, Delhi together with its adjoining areas are busy places frequently visited by a large number of accused persons, petitioners etc. including Court Complex judicial lockup, Prosecution Branch Offices, Lawyers Chambers due to functioning of the various Courts, movements of litigants and Advocates.

And whereas reports have been received indicating that such conditions now exist that unrestricted holding of public meetings, processions/demonstrations etc. in the above area is likely to cause obstruction and inconvenience in the smooth functioning of the Hon’ble Courts and disturbance to the litigants and Advocates.

And whereas it is necessary to take speedy measures for the safety and smooth functioning of courts.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by Section 144 Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New  Delhi`s  Notification  No. U - 11036/3/1978 (i)- UTL, 1.7.1978. I, Yudhbir Singh Dadwal, Commissioner of Police, Delhi do hereby make this written order prohibiting:-

1. the holding of any public meeting;

2. assembly of five or more persons;

3. carrying of fire-arms, banners, placards, lathis, spears, swords, sticks, brickbats
           etc.;

4. shouting of slogans;

5. making of speeches etc.;

6. processions and demonstrations; and

7. picketing or dharnas in any public place 

           within the area specified in the schedule and site plan appended to this 

           order without a written permission.

5.
This order shall come into force with effect from 09-05-2008 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. upto 07-07-2008 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

6.
Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte.  It shall be published for the information of public through Press and by affixing copies on the notice boards of the offices of all Districts DCsP, Addl. DCsP, ACsP, Tehsil offices, All Police Stations concerned and the offices of the NDMC and MCD.

Religious functions/rallies/public meeting etc. can be held with prior permission, in writing, of Deputy Commissioner of Police, North-West District, Delhi and this order shall not apply to processions which have the requisite permission of the Police.
