The Crime Branch has busted a gang of robbers and receivers who were robbing trucks loaded with valuable goods from different areas of Delhi. 


Ct Ashok No. 231/Crime of Anti Robbery Cell of Crime Branch had received information that about one Gulzar and his associates who were active in robbing trucks in Delhi. A team led by Insp. Richhpal Singh consisting of SI Sanjay Neolia, ASI Sumer Singh, HC Ajeet No. 500/Crime, HC Sandeep No. 553/SB, HC Rajeev No. 348/ DRP, Ct. Ashok No. 231/Crime, Ct. Nihal No. 466/DRP and Harmoti Lal No. 549/Crime was constituted under the supervision of ACP Sh. Rajender Singh to develop the information.


On 06.01.2010 the Crime Branch team apprehended three persons namely Gulzar, Samiruddin and Salim from near Bhalswa Lake, near Outer Ring Road, Delhi. A truck loaded with 20 gunny bags of copper robbed vide FIR No 02/2010 u/s 392 I.P.C. PS Subzi Mandi, Delhi was recovered from them. On their disclosure and pointing out, recovery of the remaining 52 gunny bags of copper robbed in the same case were recovered from godowns in Bhalswa Dairy farm and in Haiderpur. Accused Sabeer involved in the robbery was also apprehended from the godown at Haiderpur, Delhi.  All the above accused were arrested in FIR No 02/09, dated 02/01/2010, u/s 392/412/34 I.P.C. PS Subzi Mandi, Delhi. 

Details of the arrested persons are as below:-

1. Sabir @ Aslam S/o Rashid R/o Jhuggi Samaipur Badli, Delhi. Age 26 Years. (Robber)
2. Gulzar S/o Yamin R/o Khasra No 558, Gurudwara road, Rajeev Nagar, Bhalsa dairy farm, Delhi. Age 30 Years. (Receiver)
3. Samiruddin S/o Kalwa R/o  Khasra No 555, gali No 4, Rajeev Nagar, Bhalsa dairy farm, Delhi. Age 40 Years. (Receiver)
4. Salim @ Mama S/o Nazbuddin R/o near Nafees godown, Gurudwara road, Rajeev Nagar, Bhalsa dairy farm, Delhi. Age 38 Years. (Driver) 
The following articles have been recovered:-

01. 72 gunny bags filled with copper worth rupees 60 lacs.

02. Tata Truck No DL-1L-B-3628.

During the investigation the accused persons disclosed that on 31/12/09, accused Sabir @ Aslam along with Salim @ Sanjay Khan and four other associates looted truck No. GJ-10-X-5929 which was loaded with 15 tons of copper at Roshanara Road, Delhi.   The copper was to be transported to Gujarat.  The robbers had overpowered the driver and threw him out of the moving truck in the area of PS Subzi Mandi.            


Investigation of the case is in progress.

ALERT COPS ARREST TWO FOR MURDEROUS ASSAULT 


With the arrest of (1) Amarjeet aged 27 years s/o Surjeet r/o DT-2, Gali Golgappe Wali, Baljeet Nagar, Delhi and (2) Tarun Chunari aged 25 years s/o Biren Chunari r/o T-510/C-60, Baljeet Nagar, Delhi, Central District police has solved a case of attempt to murder that took place in the area of PS Patel Nagar on the night intervening 6/7.01.10.  The weapon of offence used in the commission of offence has also been recovered.  

INCIDENT 



On 07.01.10 at about 1 AM, one person came to Police Station Patel Nagar with stab injuries on the vital parts on his body.  He disclosed his identity as Roop Singh aged 27 years s/o Govind Singh r/o T-89, Baba Farid Puri, Delhi and told that he is an employee of Satyam Cine Complex and he was coming from the cinema hall after the night show.  On the way near Khanna Market, two persons stabbed him with a vegetable knife.  He was immediately rushed to the hospital and the staff performing night patrolling was sensitized about the incident.  A case of Attempt to Murder vide FIR No. 3/10 was registered at PS Patel Nagar.

INVESTIGATION & INTERROGATION

The alert patrolling staff including Ct. Ravinder, Ct. Brahm Parkash and DHG Sumit of PS Patel Nagar noticed two persons near Khanna Market who were in an inebriated condition and their presence at the said place created suspicion since it was biting cold outside and both were trying to hide themselves in the dark.  Both of them were stopped and on their cursory search, one blood stained vegetable knife was recovered.  



During sustained interrogation, they disclosed that they were in dire need of money and decided to loot passersby on the lonely stretch.  While they were looking for a target, they noticed that one person was coming alone on foot and there was nobody around, they immediately intercepted him and asked him to part with his belongings but he retaliated and they stabbed him with a vegetable knife.  However, the victim managed to escape from their clutches.  They also tried to escape from the spot but were apprehended by the alert police staff. Both of them have been arrested.  Further interrogation revealed that Amarjeet is previously also involved in a case of robbery of PS Sarai Rohilla, North District.

Further investigation is in progress.

PROFILE

(1) Amarjeet aged 27 years s/o Surjeet r/o DT-2, Gali Golgappe Wali, Baljeet Nagar, Delhi is an auto-driver and also works in an export factory.  Due to poor economic conditions, he started committing crime.  He was previously involved in a case of robbery of PS Sarai Rohilla.

(2) Tarun Chunari aged 25 years s/o Biren Chunari r/o T-510/C-60, Baljeet Nagar, Delhi is a friend of Amarjeet.  He is an Electrician but due to poor economic conditions, he joined Amarjieet to commit crime.
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
