ONE ARRESTED WITH COUNTERFEIT INDIAN CURRENCY : COUNTERFEIT CURRENCY NOTES WORTH Rs 20,000/-  RECOVERED



With the arrest of Dharamjit, aged 30 years s/o Sant Ram Verma r/o Village Sarai Namu, PS Ronahi, District Faijabad, UP, North District police has busted a racket involved in circulating/using counterfeiting Indian currency notes as genuine.  Counterfeit currency notes worth Rs 20,000/- were recovered from his possession.

TEAM AND INCIDENT


A team consisting of Inspector Rajender Bhaita, SHO/Kotwali, SI Subhash Meena, HC Om Prakash and Ct. Lokesh was formed under the close supervision of Dr. Rajiv Sharma, ACP/ Kotwali, North District.

On 07.05.08, while patrolling in the area, the team above received information that one person is in possession of counterfeit Indian currency notes who is using/circulating the same in the market as genuine.  On receipt of this information a raiding party was constituted and a trap was laid near Shish Ganj Gurudwara where one Dharamjit above was apprehended while he was trying to use the counterfeit Indian currency note of 500 denominations for purchasing a purse from a vendor.  On his personal search counterfeit Indian currency notes worth Rs 20,000/- (Rs 500/- denomination each) were recovered from his possession.  A case of sale and possession of counterfeit currency notes was registered at PS Kotwali in this regard.

INTERROGATION AND INVESTIGATION 



The accused was subjected to sustained interrogation and he disclosed that he used to get these counterfeit currency notes from one D.P. Shukla of Gonda, UP.  He further disclosed that he came in contact with D.P. Shukla who met him at Railway Station, Gonda, UP and allured him to earn him easy money.  Since, he was in dire need of money and they exchanged their mobile numbers.  He later contacted D.P. Shukla at Gonda who gave him 50 counterfeit Indian currency notes of 500 denominations for use in the market as genuine.  Further, it was disclosed that out of the illegal earnings 70% share would go to D.P. Shukla and 30% to Dharamjit.   He used those counterfeit Indian currency notes in different parts of UP.  This was the second time that he got counterfeit Indian currency notes from D.P. Shukla which he had decided to use in old Delhi busy market area.

Further interrogation/investigation is in progress to unearth the complete racket and the source of the counterfeit currency.  More arrests are likely.
