Mystery of Robbery at Ashok Nagar, M.S. Park Solved-Accused Arrested.


With the arrest of (i) Sonu s/o Hari Shankeer r/o 382, Gali No. 15, Ashok Nagar, Shahdara, Delhi and (ii) Pawan Sharma s/o Mahesh Chand Sharma r/o B-255/13, Gali No. 7, Ashok Nagar, Shahdara, Delhi, North East Distt. Police has solved a mystery of robbery which took place at service road, LIG Flats, East of Loni Road, Delhi, on 6.10.08.  The looted mobile phone and cash also recovered.

Incident:


On 06.10.08, Sh. Gopal Singh s/o Sh. Nandari r/o D-I/129, Gali No. 3, Ashok Nagar, Delhi aged 40 years reported that at about 7.30 PM he was going to his house via Durga Puri Chowk.  When he reached service road opposite LIG Flats, East of Loni road two boys were already present there.  They stopped him and asked to hand over his belongings to them.  One of them caught him, when he opposed him than he asked to other boy aged about 20-21 years, thin built addressing as ‘SONU HIT HIM’.  On this, Sonu stabbed him on his chest, stomach and head and he fell down. That boy who caught him, took out Rs. 3000/- and one Nokia mobile phone from his pocket.  In the mean time another person who later identify as Rambir was coming from back side.  Sonu also stabbed him on his stomach and chest.  Both the accused person fleed away from the spot.  Both the injured was got admitted at GTB Hospital by PCR van, since the incident took place at LIG Flats, East of Loni, a case vide FIR NO. 336/08 dated 06.10.08 was registered at PS M.S. Park. 

Investigation & Interrogation:


A Police Team of PS M.S. Park was constituted, who made intensive efforts in search of alleged persons particularly named Sonu. Besides, the local intelligence was also collected through sources deployed in the area of Police Station and in the surrounding areas.  Head Constable Pramod Kumar No. 262/NE, nabbed one Sonu and found blood stained on his shirt.  


During sustained interrogation, accused Sonu disclosed that he alongwith his associate Pawan Sharma obstructed one person on 06.10.08 in front of LIG Flats for committing robbery.  When the victim objected to Pawan who caught the victim, he stabbed him.  At his instance, the looted/robbered mobile phone and 

cash has been recovered and on his instance co-accused Pawan Sharma s/o Mahesh Sharma also arrested.  .

1. One mobile phone Nokia Model 1600 No. 9990740870.

2. Cash Rs. 3000/-.
3. Blood stained shirt of accused Sonu which was worn by him at the time of incident.

Wanted criminals of robbery cum-murder case arrested, country made pistol with two live cartridges recovered.

With the arrest of (1)Akbar @ Bhola s/o Yaseen, aged 20 years r/o M-87 Welcome Delhi, (2) Qayyum @ Haddy s/oLateef, aged 21 years r/o G- 174 jhuggi G Block New Seelampur Delhi, North East District police has fully solved murder case. In another incident one accused namely Arif @ Bilau s/o Yusuf, aged 28 years r/o C-32 New Seelmpur Delhi, has been apprehended and  recovered a country made loaded pistol with one live cartridge from his possession.

Ist  Incident

On the night intervening 1/2-10-08 information regarding lying of one person in unconscious condition near Metro Station Seelampur was received at P.S Seelampur. Injured Fajuddin s/o Munna was got admitted in GTB Hospital by the PCR van who remained unfit for statement. During his treatment he expired on 7/10/08.  During investigation it came to know that Shyam Niwas s/o Suresh Kumar r/o A-27 Purani Kothi Welcome Delhi, Ravi s/o Pyare Lal r/o G Block jhuggi New Seelampur Delhi, Akbar @ Bhola s/o Yaseen r/o M-87 Welcome Delhi and Qayyum @ Haddy s/oLateef r/o G- 174 jhuggi G Block New Seelampur Delhi had looted the injured after assaulting him with a knife. During further investigation, accused Shyam Niwas and Ravi above were arrested in the case.  The remaining accused Akbar and Qayyum @ Haddy were evading their arrest.

On 7/10/08 SI Fateh Singh along with Ct Kushal Pal and Ct Narender received an information that an accused of robbery cum murder case namely Akbar @ Bhola s/o Yaseen r/o M-87 Tikona Park Welcome Delhi was present at his house. On this information SI Fateh Singh along with Constables conducted a raid immediately at the above said premises and arrested Akbar. Thereafter, at the instance of accused Akbar, another wanted co-accused Qayyum @ Haddy was arrested from T point Seelampur Delhi.  During the course of investigation, both the accused persons disclosed that they assaulted a pedestrian with knife and looted his two bags containing clothes, creams powder etc near Gurudwara New Seelampur.  At the instance of accused Qayyum @ Haddy, weapon of offence ‘knife’ and looted property have been recovered from his house. 

II  Incident

On 7/10/08, Ct Jasbir Singh and Ct Irfan of P.S Seelampur Delhi were on patrolling duty in the area of P.S Seelampur. They apprehended a person whose identity was established as Arif @ Bilau s/o Yusuf r/o C-32 New Seelampur Delhi. On his personal search, one loaded country made pistol and a live cartridge were recovered. A case vide FIR No 410/08 u/s 25 A.Act was registered at P.S Seelampur, Delhi. During the course of investigation accused Arif @ Bilau had disclosed that he was present there in order to commit a robbery at gun point.  On verification, he was found to be involved in various cases of Arms Act, robbery etc. registered at P.S Seelampur, Delhi.

ABDUCTION FOR RANSOM PLAN FOILED: 2 ACCUSED ARRESTED. 
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INTRODUCTION 

With the arrest of two persons namely i) Vimal, aged 25 years and ii) Satpal, aged 20 years, both resident of 230, Wazirpur Village, Delhi, the North-West Distt. has foiled a plan of abduction for ransom and threat to life.  The Police team has also recovered 2 mobile phones and 5 mobile chips used in the commission of crime 
  

INCIDENT & TEAM 
On 5.10.2008 complainant Sh. Sarpal S/o Late Sh. Ramdev Sarpal, r/o Ashok Vihar, Delhi reported in the Police Station Ashok Vihar that on 24.9.2008 he got a call on his mobile phone from an unknown person who told him that they are from Uttar Pradesh and had taken ‘Supari’ of Rs. 15 lacs to abduct his son and caller also informed them the correct date of birth of his son.  The unknown callers again called him and asked about his reply. Again on 5.10.2008 they received an anonymous letter at their residence in which it was informed that they have got Rs. 15 lacs of ‘Supari’ and if he will not pay Rs. 25 lacs to them they will kill his son. 
  

On receipt of above complaint a Police team consisting of SIs Harun Ahmed, Ramesh, Cts. Satyender, Surender, led by Inspr. Om Prakash, SHO/Ashok Vihar, Inspr. Anand Lakra, Inspr. (Investigation), Ashok Vihar under the close supervision of Sh. R.C. Saini, ACP/Ashok Vihar, Delhi.  
  

INVESTIGATION 

The Police team carried out the investigation and during the investigation it is revealed that suspect criminals used to call the complainant from a PCO booth and after this they were using a mobile phone to threat the family.  The Police team deployed its sources and developed the information. It was revealed that the suspects would assemble at Khiman Singh Park in the area of Ashok Vihar on 7.10.2008 at 5.00 p.m. The Police team conducted a raid and arrested accused Vimal and Satpal from above said park. 
  

INTERROGATION : 
            During the course of sustained interrogation of the accused it is revealed that Vimal used to work as lundryman/dhobi infront of complainant’s house.  Accused Vimal got the mobile phone number and land line number of the complaints through a school identity card of his son, which was kept in a pocket of a shirt sent to him for ironing. After getting these contact numbers he fetched a plan to abduct his son with his maternal uncle Satpal. As per the plan he left the place, where he was working so that nobody can suspect him in this case.  He borrowed a mobile chip from his friend Sandeep residing at Wazirpur Village and used this chip for making threat calls to the complainant.

            Two mobile phones and 5 mobile chips used in the commission of crime.

· Friendship Club in Azadpur Busted.

· Seven persons including five women arrested by Crime Branch
· They ran a Friendship Club and duped ‘clients’ in the name of providing willing ‘female friends’.

· They targeted men in Delhi, Gujarat, Maharashtra and Andhra Pradesh. 

· Used mobile phones and Bank Accounts by submitting fake documents.

The Crime Branch has busted a ‘Friendship Club’ running from an office in Azadpur, Delhi. The Club called itself the “89 International Friendship Club” and “Hi Friendship Club” and took out extensive advertisements in newspapers in Delhi, Gujarat, Maharashtra and Andhra Pradesh. The targeted customers were men who were duped by the club on the pretext of providing ‘willing female friends’.

Seven persons have been arrested in this regard.

1. Sanit Kumar alias Rajiv Ranjan (24) r/o Bhajanpura Delhi – He is the owner of the club. He is a graduate from Agra University. He started this racket in January 2008. Initially he ran the club from another office in Netaji Subhash Place but since the past five months the club is being run from an office in Amba Towers, Azadpur, Delhi.

2. Mohd Zaheen (28) r/o Bhagirathi Vihar Delhi – Tele-caller

3. Priya * (19) r/o Sadh Nagar Palam Colony Delhi – Tele-caller

4. Megha* (23) r/o Azadpur Delhi – Tele-caller

5. Priti* (22) r/o Narela Delhi – Tele-caller

6. Seema* (23) r/o Gorakhpur UP, presently staying as Paying Guest in Delhi – Tele-caller
7. Aditi* (19) r/o Swaroop Nagar Delhi – Tele-caller
 * - changed names.

A complaint was received in Special Investigation Team of Crime Branch that one Rajiv Ranjan was running a Friendship Club by the name of “89 International Friendship Club” somewhere in Azadpur, Delhi. Rajiv Ranjan had taken Rs. 4,000/- from the complainant and had promised him contact number of a college girl as a willing friend. After taking the money, he was given two telephone numbers saying that the numbers belonged to college girls of Delhi University. Initially, two different girls took his telephone calls but soon his calls started getting rejected. Then the numbers became inoperative. His efforts to meet Rajiv Ranjan went futile. 


Acting on the complaint, SI. Surender started conducting enquiries and found that Rajiv Ranjan was operating from a first floor office in Amba Tower, Azadpur, Delhi. Further efforts were made and it was found that Rajiv Ranjan along with six others, including five women, operated from Office No. 119 1st floor Amba Tower Azadpur, Delhi. A team led by SI. Surender including SI. Rajesh, HC. Rajender, HC. Kanwarpal, Ct. Atul, Ct. Neeraj and WCt. Laxmi was constituted to conduct a raid.


On 6.10.08 at about 02:00 pm the Crime Branch team raided the office of “89 International Friendship Club” and apprehended the above mentioned seven persons. 

Two PAN cards and three Debit Cards of ICICI bank were recovered from Rajiv Ranjan’s possession. It was found that his real name is Sanit Kumar. Six mobile telephones and registers kept by the Club were also seized. It was found that the Club operated 4 accounts in ICICI Bank to run the racket. All the telephone numbers and the bank accounts had been taken on fake names and addresses. It was found that the gang operated another Friendship Club by the name of “Hi Friendship Club”. 

Initial investigation has revealed that Sanit Kumar has been running a profitable racket. The office being used was rented. He paid a rent of Rs. 12,000/- per month for using the office. He has been running friendship clubs since January this year. The total membership of the clubs is about 2,400 persons till date. Active members as on date are more than 300. Sanit spent about Rs. 3.75 lakhs to Rs. 4 lakhs every month on advertisements alone. He paid a salary of Rs. 7,000/- per month to all his telecallers. In the month of September alone one bank account shows deposits of more than Rs. 12 lakhs. This account shows a total credited sum of Rs. 19 lakhs. Another account being used shows a credited sum of Rs. 13.6 lakhs till date. The third account shows a credited sum of Rs. 1.36 lakhs. Details of the fourth account shows a total credited sum of Rs. 26.60 lakhs.

The total gross earning by the club till now is more than 60 lakhs rupees.

Modus Operandi

The club owner would first take an office on rent in a commercial area.  Bank accounts would be opened based on fake documents.  Similarly, mobile & SIM cards would be obtained based on fake identities/addresses.  Young girls would be recruited as telecallers and they would be briefed how to lure prospective members.

 Next, advertisements would be issued inviting people to become members of the club.  Membership was free for lady clients.  The Clubs advertised in local newspapers in Delhi, Gujarat, Maharashtra and Andhra Pradesh. Interested persons would call the numbers given in the advertisement which were attended by girls hired by the club. The girls promised to give contact numbers of women willing to be friends to the clients. The girls would also give a Bank account number to the caller for depositing the registration fee. Three categories of women contacts were offered:

1. College girls and Housewives.

2. Teachers, doctors and other professionals.

3. Models and Airhostesses.

The Registration Fee proposed by the Club managers for college girls and housewives was Rs. 4,000/-, for teachers, doctors and other professionals it was Rs. 5000/- and for models and airhostesses, the fee was Rs. 6,000/-. This registration was valid for one month only.

What actually took place was that after receiving the money, one of the five women entertained the customers on the telephone for some time. All efforts were made to squeeze out more money from the callers. After the caller became insistent on meeting the promised girl, his calls started getting rejected. Sometimes, the caller was asked to pay an additional amount of Rs. 25,000/- to meet the ‘girl’. However, once the money was received, the promise was never kept.


A case, vide FIR No. 3/08 dated 6.10.08 u/s 420 IPC PS Crime Branch has been registered in this regard.  Further investigation is in progress.

With the arrest of one Hazi Anees  S/o Habib Ahamad R/o 176/3, Main Road Kardam  Puri Extn., Shahdara, Delhi, aged 69 yrs, Special Operation Squad, Crime Branch, Delhi Police has busted a racket of fake currency operating in Delhi and neighbouring states. Fake Indian Currency Notes of the denomination of Rs. 500/- to the tune of Rs.3,00,000/- have been recovered .

THE OPERATION 

 On 05/10/08 ASI Devender Singh of SOS/Crime Branch received a secret information that one Hazi Anees R/o Kardam Puri is involved in the racket of fake currency. On this information a team A team led by Inspector K.P. Singh and consisting of SI P.C.Yadav, SI Rajender Singh, ASI Devender Singh, ASI Ravinder Singh, HC Mehak Singh, HC Dharmender Ct. Devender, Ct Vikal Singh, Ct Kusum Pal  & Ct. Narender  was formed under the overall supervision of Sh. Udai Vir Singh Rathi, ACP/SOS, Crime Branch was constituted to work on the information.  After gaining some concrete clues Hazi Anees  S/o Habib Ahamad R/o 176/3, Main Road Kardam  Puri Extn., Shahdara, Delhi was apprehended from Kardam Puri, Delhi. Fake Indian Currency Notes to the tune of Rs.3 lakhs have been recovered from him.  These fake notes are of very high quality and are difficult to distinguish from genuine currency notes. 

PROFILE


Subject was born 69 yrs back in a rich family, in a town namely Kairana, Disttt.Muzaffar Nagar (UP). His father was a wholesale supplier of fruits and vegetables.  He was first arrested at PS- IGI Airport for smuggling of gold from Dubai 25 yrs back.  He was then elected Chairman of the Municipal Committee, Kairana in the year 1992. He remained Chairman from 1992 to 1996. Thereafter he came in to contact of one Aneesh alias Lambu r/o Kairana who was involved in supply of illegal arms.  Through Anees, he came into contact of one Christofer of Switzerland and Hasanpadar of Turky who used to supply illegal arms. Christofer and Hasanpadar used to bring the illegal arms from Pakistan via road in a modified Tempo Traveler cum Tourist Bus. In the year 1996 both Kristofer and Hasanpadar were arrested by Spl.Cell of Delhi Police along with a consignment of 272 pistols which were to be supplied to Anees and Aneesh alias Lambu. Both were arrested vide case FIR No.64/96, U/s 120B,121,121A,122,124A IPC & 25 Arms Act PS- Lodhi Colony, Delhi. Anees was also arrested in the said case.  He was next arrested under NSA by UP Police in the year 1997. Thereafter he left for Delhi and settled at Kardam Puri Delhi. In Delhi also he was arrested U/s 308 IPC at PS- Shahdara in the year 2004. 


During interrogation, Hazi Anees disclosed that fake Indian currency is being printed at Quetta, Pakistan and from there, it is being brought across the border by passengers of the Samjhauta Express.


Hazi Anees claims to have visited Pakistan 8 times and Dubai 2 times. Hazi Anees’s son namely Amzad was also arrested by police of P.S. Shakar Pur for the possession of fake currency.

Further investigations are going on.
