THREE NIGERIANS ARRESTED FOR CHEATING DELHI BASED BUSINESSMAN –

CHEATED AMOUNT OF RS.1 LAC ALONGWITH BLACK DOLLARS RECOVERED 

 


The South District Police has arrested three Nigerian Nationals for cheating a Delhi based Real Estate businessman and recovered Black Dollars which were handed over to the businessman in lieu of the Rs. 2 Lacs.

INCIDENT
 

          For the last 4-5 days, three Nigerian Nationals Denial, Godstime and Jude started visiting a Delhi based Real- Estate Businessman Aman Garg s/o Brij Mohan r/o Shakti Nagar Delhi and told him that they want to invest Rs.1 Crore (approx.) in real estate and insisted to pay the businessman in American Currency. The Businessman insisted for payment in Indian Currency.  On this, they told him that they have crores of American Dollars which they have brought to India by concealing the same from the authorities. They further told the businessman that due to this reason they had to convert the dollars into black colour and those black dollars can be again washed with the help of a chemical which they will have to procure from their Bombay Based agent for which they will require Rs. 2 Lacs. 


On 8-2-2010 they called Aman Garg to PVR Saket and showed him a briefcase full of black dollars. They washed 3-4 black dollars in front of Aman Garg which turned out to be original dollars in the denominations of 100 dollar. They insisted that Aman Garg should keep their black dollars as security in lieu of Rs. 2 Lacs which they need to purchase Chemical required to wash the Black Dollars. Aman Garg gave them Rs. 1 Lac and it was decided that Rs.1 Lac more would be given to them next day i.e. in the evening of 9-2-10 at the same place. The Briefcase containing Black Dollars was locked and sealed with tape and the same was handed over to the businessman.   Later  when  Aman  Garg  reached  home, he discussed the matter 

with family and friends and on suspicion he surfed internet and found various such incidents whereby people have been cheated in the similar ways with these black dollars. He broke open the briefcase and found that the packet inside the briefcase were only simple black papers which were cut & packed in the shape of dollars. Next morning, he reported the matter to Saket Police Station and handed over the briefcase having black dollars to the police. On his complaint, a case vide FIR No. 34/2010 dated 9-02-2010 u/s 420 IPC was registered at PS Saket and investigation taken-up.

TEAM & ARREST
 

 
Keeping the gravity of the case, immediately a police team consisting of Inspectors Dharmdev, Ramkumar, SIs Dalip Kumar, Praveen Kumar, Prasoon, 
Kailash,  HCs Kuldeep,  Devinder, Constables Jagpal  and Mast Ram under the supervision of Inspr. Pankaj Singh, SHO/Saket and Shri Mehar Singh, ACP/Hauz Khas was formed to conduct raids and apprehend the accused involved in this case.

 

          Sources were deployed in the area and a trap was laid in and around PVR Saket Complex and at around 4.45 p.m. all the three accused   Daniel, Goldstime and Jude were overpowered by the police team at the instance of complainant when they had come to take another Rs. 1 lac from the complainant. Rs.1 lac, which was earlier taken by them from the complainant, was also recovered from the possession of accused Denial. 

INTERROGATION


During sustained interrogation, the accused persons disclosed during that they had come to India in December 2009 and came in touch with one Davis, a Nigerian National who persuaded them for such cheatings. Davis is presently based in Bombay and they do not have any idea of his present where about. They further disclosed that Davis had provided them the recovered Black Dollars and guided them how to cheat people.

 GANG OF NOTORIOUS NEPALI HOUSE BURGLARS BUSTED 
Special Staff of West District busted a gang of notorious Nepali house burglars headed by Tek Singh @ Thaggu who were planning to commit a dacoity. All of them are night watchman. More than a dozen incidents of House Burglaries solved and case property recovered. All of them have previous criminal history.

INFORMATION & OPERATION:  
It has come to notice that incidents of burglaries have increased a lot in the area of west district. Team of special staff was asked to collect intelligence about such gang. On this specialized team of special staff west district deployed their sources and it has come to notice that a gang of Nepali watchman I actively committing these burglaries by break opens the door or shutter with house breaking implements. On 09/02/2010 specific information was received to Insp. Rajkumar, Spl. Staff west district that the gang will assemble at 10-10.30 pm at a park near Antriksh Apartments, H-3 Block,road No. 235, Vikaspuri, Delhi for committing Dacoity in Sai Jewelers, DDA Lal market, H Block Vikaspuri. The gang members also possess fire arms other then house breaking implements. On the basis of this information a raiding party under the supervision of ACP Shri Sumer Singh Yadav consisting of Insp. Rajkumar, SI Manoj Kumar, SI Charan Singh, ASI Nirakar, ASI Balvinder Singh, ASI Birpal, HC Ved Parkash, HC Sanjay Bhati, HC Sunil, HC Jaibhagwan, Ct. Suresh, Ct Shasi, Ct. Vinod & Ct. Devender   was constituted and deployed near Antriksh Appartment Vacant land, opp. Sewage pumping plant on Road No. 235, H-Block Vikaspuri, Delhi. On the instance of secret informer found five gang members who were planning to rob off the jewelers shop. All of them with a common intention planned to break open the shutter of the shop and if the guard or any other person attempts to resist their act they will either shoot them or use force and tie him with the rope. One more live cartridge was recovered from him, two button operated knives were recovered from the search of Tek Bahadur Thapa and Kishan respectively, One dagger was recovered from Mohan and one iron rod and plastic rope recovered from Kamal@ Kalki Singh.On interrogation they disclosed about commission of various burglaries and told that they were planning to commit a dacoity at Sai jewelers in Lal market, H block, Vikaspuri. All the five were arrested in case FIR No. 33/10 u/s 399/402 IPC r/w 25 Arms Act PS VIkaspuri, Delhi.

DISCLOSURE & MODUS OPERANDI: 
During interrogation the gang leader Tek Singh @ Thaggu disclosed that all the gang member’s hail from the same district in Nepal and has come to India for earning their source of livelihood. Tek Singh@Thaggu started working as a security guard in Banglore. He met Kishan Singh and Tek Bahadur Thapa who were also working as gaurds. They all were very much inspired by the lavish lifestyle of local people of Banglore. They also dreamed of to become rich one day. Tek Singh being intelligent took to short cut way to become rich and convinced his friends to commit house burglaries. They started committing petty house burglaries and fled away to Delhi. They started living with their relatives in Delhi. They used to target the abandoned houses during their duty hours in night and then commit burglary by break opening the lock. They particularly take hard cash and jewellery because it is very easy for them to dispose off the jewellery in Nepal. Also they get twice the amount in Nepal. They were firstly arrested in PS Malviya Nagar, Delhi. Thereafter coming out from jail they met Kamal @ Kalki Singh who is also a noted burgalar and Mohan Singh. All the five became gang members and started committing crime. In year 2007 again Tek singh @ Thaggu and Tek Bahadur were again arrested in PS Bindapur. They came out from jail in year 2009. Since then the gang was again re-constituted under the leadership of Thaggu and they full-flaggedly started committing house burglaries, Showroom thefts and shops. The gang disclosed about more then a dozen of such incidents. The gang is also wanted in a house burglary of PS Rajouri Garden where in they have stolen jewellery worth 80 lakhs. They have disclosed that they distributed the booty and have disposed of it in Nepal. Some of them have even purchased land in there home district and some of them have made dwellings houses. All the gang members disclosed that they all belong to economical weak back ground and took to commit crime to fulfill their requirements. When they started earning good amount of money to the way of crime they took it as their profession. They used iron rods and master keys to break open the locks and doors of abandoned houses during day and night hours. They generally steal cash and jewellery. They also disclosed about a burglary in a temple in Paschim Vihar where in they have stolen the coveted Ashtdhatu idol of Lord Krishna. The parts of the idol were recovered from their possession. Efforts are being made to recover more of the case property.
Staff involved in the good work is being rewarded suitably.
