Whereas there have been incidents of explosion in the Cinema Houses in Delhi in the past causing loss of life and property.

And whereas I have reasons to believe that circumstances exist where carrying of concealed arms/fire arms/explosives etc. inside any place of public amusement etc. in the National Capital Territory of Delhi is likely to cause danger to human life, safety, disturbances of public tranquility or a riot.

Now, therefore, I, Yudhbir Singh Dadwal, Commissioner of Police, Delhi in exercise of the powers conferred upon me under Section 144   Criminal Procedure Code 1973 (No.2 of 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, Notification No.U-11036/3/1978 (i)-UTL, dated 
1-7-1978, do hereby prohibit the carrying of any Box, including Tiffin box, Bag, Hand bag and any other container capable of concealing any arm/fire-arm/explosive material inside any place of public amusement including Cinema Houses in the National Capital Territory of Delhi.

4.

This order shall come into force with effect from 12-10-2008 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. upto 10-12-2008 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

5.

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under section 188 of the Indian Penal Code; and

6.

As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte.  It shall be published for the information of the public through press and by affixing copies on the notice boards of the offices of all the Deputy Commissioner of Police, Addl. DCsP/ACsP, Tehsil Offices of the District, all Police Station concerned and the offices of the New Delhi Municipal Committee and Municipal Corporation of Delhi.

And whereas information has also been received that such activities may seriously endanger life and property of the citizens and maintenance of law and order in the Capital.

Now, therefore, I, Yudhbir Singh Dadwal, Commissioner of Police, Delhi, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me under Section 144 Criminal Procedure Code, 1973,  (No.2 of 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New Delhi`s Notification No.U-11036/3/1978 (i) UTL,     dated 1-7-1978, do hereby make this written order prohibiting the carrying of  `MASHAL` i.e. torch carrying live flames or live fire candles or live fire in any form in processions, rallies, functions, in the entire National Capital Territory of Delhi.

The order shall come into force with effect from 12-10-2008 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. upto 10-12-2008 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

5.

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

6.

As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is passed ex-parte.  It shall be published for the information of the public through the press and by affixing copies on the notice boards of all DCsP/Addl. DCsP/ACsP, Tehsil offices of the Districts, all Police Stations concerned and the offices of the NDMC and MCD.

With the arrest of three robbers namely Suraj Prakash, Amar Kumar alias Kala, Inderjeet alias Bhura, Special Operations Squad (SOS) Crime Branch has busted a gang of Inter State robbers who were involved in various cases of robberies, theft and auto theft in and around Delhi.


A secret information was received to SI Jai Kishan of SOS that a gang of robbers will assemble at Japanese Park, Rohini on 09.10.2008 at around 4 PM. Accordingly a team consisting of SI Jai Kishan, SI Sukhbir Malik, SI Narender Kumar, Ct. Sushil Kumar, Ct. Swaraj Singh, Ct. Sombir Singh and led by Insp. Ved Prakash under the overall supervision of Sh. Udai Vir Singh Rathi, ACP/SOS was constituted.


All the three persons were apprehended when they assembled to plan for their next crime.  They were identified as :

From the possession of the accused persons, two country made loaded weapons, one stolen motorcycle and chilly powder for throwing in the eyes of the victims was also recovered.

MODUS OPERANDI


During interrogation, accused persons disclosed that they used to rob their victims carrying cash by throwing chilly powder in their eyes.

He belongs to a good family of Garh Muketshwar.  His father is a teacher in a Govt. school.  He studied up to 10th class.  Due to family quarrel, he shifted to Bhopra Ghaziabad with his wife and children.  He started investing in stocks but he suffered heavy losses.  To over come his losses, he formed a gang of robbers & started robberies and theft.

Inderjeet alias Bhura


He also belongs to Garh Muketshwar.  He is relative of Suraj Prakash.  He is presently working in a firm at Ghaziabad, which installs mobile phone towers.

Amar Kumar alias Kala


He belongs to Ghaziabad.  He came out from jail around 2 months back after being arrested by Sahibabad Police in 18 cases of Auto Theft. He is known to Suraj through Inderjeet.
