A GANG OF ARMED ROBBERS  BUSTED AND A BLIND MURDER OF A YOUNG MAN AND THREE (3) ARMED ROBBERIES SOLVED. 

  

                       With the arrest of the following accused persons, the staff of PS Mahendra Park, North-West District solved a blind murder and three armed  robbery cases with the arrest of the following persons: 

  

1.                  Mukesh @ Jurra s/o Kishan lal r/o H-4/1565 Jahangir Puri, Delhi, aged 21 years, School drop out, un-employed. He is previously involved in the three criminal cases.

2.                  Sajan s/o Shyam lal r/o G-1624, Jhuggi near Dhobi Ghat, Jahangir Puri, Delhi, aged 20 years, School drop out  and un-employed. 

3.                  Karan @ Palak s/o Bishamber Dayal r/o C-142, Jahangir Puri, Delhi, aged 20years, Illiterate, Motor cycle mechanic. 

  

INTRODUCTION: 

  

1)                     On 1.12.09 at 12.10 AM an information was received at P.S. Mahendra Park, Delhi vide DD No. 2-A through wireless that “one person is lying near Sidhu Petrol Pump, Jahangir Puri, Delhi”. The call was entrusted to ASI Ram Kishan, who alongwith staff and SHO/M.Park reached on the spot and found a dead body of an unknown young male aged about 26/27 years. On personal search of the deceased one Railway ticket from Aligarh Junction to Delhi Junction dated 30.11.09 was recovered. On the inspection of the dead body, a stab injury was found on the right side of the chest and corresponding cut marks were also found at the wearing shirt and vest. Accordingly, a case vide FIR No. 76/09 dated 1.12.09 u/s 302/201 IPC was registered and investigation was taken up. 
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2)                  In the 2nd case, one Sh. Sanjay s/o Ashrafi Saini r/o Vill. Khera aged 

about 28 years stated that after alighting from Metro, he was going on the service road to catch a bus from GTK Depot  at about 8.00 PM on 14.12.09. 3-4 boys aged  between 20 to 22 years stopped him on the road and started beating him. One of these boys took out a knife and stabbed him on his neck, abdomen and hand and robbed Rs. 5000/- and other articles. In the meantime one cyclist, who was identified as Lal Babu r/o Jhuggi Jawahar Camp Kirti Nagar, Delhi aged about 50 years, tried to intervene but he was also stabbed in his  abdomen by these boys. Both these persons were admitted in BJRM Hospital in injured condition and being serious they were shifted to Trauma Centre. A case FIR No. 88/09 dated 16.12.09 u/s 394/397/34 IPC was registered and the investigation was taken up. 

  

3)         In 3rd incident, the above three accused persons robbed Sh. Vidhyadhar s/o Dhoon Prasad aged 42 years r/oH-4/B-406, Jahangir Puri on 11.11.09 at about 8.00 PM near Metro Station Jahangir Puri, GTK road and robbed of Rs. 90/- and one mobile NOKIA phone at knife point. An FIR u/s 392/397/34 IPC has been registered at P.S. Mahendra Park and accused persons have been arrested. 
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4)         In another case of robbery four below mentioned accused persons of Mukesh Jurra gang, robbed of Mr. Nitin kumar s/o Sanjay kumar r/o C-1770 Jahangir Puri aged about 17 years, his mobile phone, Rs. 1200/- cash and other articles at about 5.00 AM on 9.1.10. All  these accused persons arrested and looted property was recovered. A case FIR No. 10 dated 9.1.10 u/s 392/397/411/34 IPC was registered at P.S. Jahangir Puri, Delhi.

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INVESTIGATION: 

  

                        During the course of investigation, all out efforts to identify the dead body were made and sources were deployed to trace the  accused persons. On the basis  secret information, the above accused persons were apprehended and they  were put to thorough interrogation. On sustained interrogation, accused Mukesh @ Jurra disclosed that he alongwith his associates Karan @ Palak and robbed of a mobile and cash and stabbed a person near Jahangir Puri Metro Station Mandi  side infornt of Rajasthan Udyog Nagar. On the basis of his discloser Karan @ Palak and Sajan were also arrested. They correctly identified the place of incidence and further disclosed that on 14.12.09 they stabbed two persons and robbed of cash and other articles. They further disclosed that they also robbed off a person at knife point and took his mobile and cash in second week of November, 09 near Metro Station Jahangir Puri. 

  

                        

MODUS OPERANDI: 
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                        This gang of robbers is headed by Mukesh @ Jurra, who is already involved in three criminal cases. All these robbers used to target their victims on deserted roads and near Metro Stations, GTK, near Sabzi Mandi gate, outer ring road and flyovers and robbed them of their cash and belongings including mobile phones by inflicting injuries with the knife.  After looting the money they used to run away in a Maruti car and used to spend money on liquor and chickens and after that they used to spend money on prostitutes in G.B. road, red light area.  They all are unmarried, unemployed and school dropouts or have not studied at all.

TEAM:      
Special Staff of East District under the supervision of Inspr. Rohitash Kumar was making efforts to nab the gang of robbers who are active in East District.  Several traps were laid and sources were deployed by the Spl. Staff to apprehend this gang. Information was received that a desperate gang of snatchers is active in East Delhi. This information was further developed and after a few days painstaking efforts one of their hideouts was traced but they were not available.  
On 09.01.10 Spl. Staff/East got a specific information that some of the gang members who are involved in several robberies of East Distt., will come in the area of PS Farsh Bazaar, Delhi alongwith his gang members for committing robberies in the area of East Distt. On this information, a team under the supervision of Insp. Rohitash Kumar, Incharge Spl. Staff/East Distt. comprising of SI Vinay Yadav, S.I. Satender Khari, HC. Manoj Kumar and Ashok Rana was constituted and a raid was conducted. Three persons namely Yunus, Pradeep Kumar and one minor. They were arrested in  case FIR No. 03/10 dated 06.01.10 U/s 394/397/34 IPC PS Farsh Bazaar, Delhi.  
 
MODUS OPERENDI:

 

On sustained interrogation they revealed that they have committed many robberies in the area of East District Delhi. There modus operandi is that first they look for the probable target who is alone and wearing/carrying some valuables and when the general activities of the people ceases they attack the person from behind after making him scare  they snatched all the valuables from the person and even doesn’t hesitate to stab the person . On further interrogation, they confessed that they had committed a robbery in Farsh Bazaar area in which they snatched one Mobile Phone and stabbed the person.  In this regard a case FIR No. 03/10 U/s 394/397/34 IPC has been registered at PS Farsh Bazaar, Delhi. Two robbed mobile phones have been recovered from their possession. They have been arrested in the said case. Further interrogation is being carried out.
