· ONE ENGLISH PISTOL, ONE COUNTRY MADE PISTOL AND A DAGGER WERE RECOVERED  
· THREE CASES OF ROBBERY WORKED OUT

A team of Special Staff of North-West District has arrested one notorious motorcycle born robber namely 1) Virender @ Viru s/o Panna Lal r/o B/437 Gali No. 10 Karan Vihar Part-II Kirari Suleman Nagar, Delhi, 2) Daulat Ram @ Kalia s/o Ratan Singh r/o HNo. 927/T, Nehru Nagar, Prem Nagar, Anand Parvat Delhi and 3) Himmat s/o Bani Singh r/o Som Bazar, Karan Vihar Part-IV Kirari Suleman Nagar, Delhi in case FIR No. 1/10 dated 4.02.10 u/s 307/186/353/34 IPC & 25/27 Arms Act PS Rithala Metro Station, Delhi and DD No. 24 dated 10.2.10 u/s 41.1(D) Cr.P.C. PS Keshav Puram, Delhi subsequently and recovered one English pistol, one country made pistol and one dagger from their possession.  Four cases of robbery have been worked out with their arrest.  


On seeing the spurt of robbery cases in the area of North West Distt. especially with the business community, working in walled city area, a team headed by Inspr. Rajeev Shah of Special Staff was deployed to identify the gang who in these robberies under the supervision of Inspr. Sanjeev Tomar, I/C Special Staff and under the overall supervision of Sh. Krishan Kumar, ACP/Operations Cell/NWD.  The team identified a gang headed by Virender of Kirari known as Viru Gang.


On 3.2.10, the team received an information that members of Viru Gang armed with weapons headed by one Virender of Kirari, involved in a case of robbery case of PS Keshav Puram, will gather in Parking of Rohini East Metro Station, Delhi for the purpose of robbing a businessman. Immediately, three different teams comprising Inspr. Rajeev Shah, Inspr. Rajesh Vijay, SI Balbir Singh, ASI Suresh, HC Mukesh Kumar, HC Trilok Singh, HC Baljeet, HC Dinesh Kumar, HC Ranjan Singh, Ct. Shahir Khan, Ct. Anand Kumar, Ct. Surjeet, Ct. Anand Singh, Ct. Anand Pal, Ct. Rajesh Kumar, Ct. Attar Singh, Ct. Gajender and Ct. Krishan Kumar were dispatched and deployed at Parking Rohini East Metro Station. The members of the team took their positions in and around parking of Rohini East Metro Station around 6.30 PM. At about 7.15 PM, on getting the signal from the informer, the team encircled the five members of the Viru Gang and asked them to surrender after giving them their proper identification. But the two of the members took out their firearms and started firing on the Police party. The Police party in their self defense and in order to overpower the criminals retaliated, one of them who received injury on his thigh was overpowered by the Police team with a country made pistol in his hand but the four members managed to flee from the spot. On his search one dagger was also recovered from his pocket. On search of the spot, one English pistol being carried by accused Virender, in cocked position was also recovered from the spot. On interrogation he further stated that today, he alongwith his accomplice Virender @ Viru, Vinod, Himmat and Deepak had gathered in the parking of Rohini East Metro Station to rob a businessman of Chandni Chowk. The information was of gang leader Virender who has contacts in the walled city area.


During investigation it has come to notice that Daulat @ Kalia alongwith his associates namely Himmat, Deepak and Vinod have committed a robbery about two months back in the area of PS Rani Bagh, Delhi.  About 2-3 days back he alongwith Viredner, Himmat, Deepak, Surender and Vinod have committed a robbery in the area of PS Nangloi, Delhi.  Before committing this robbery they have chased their victim for about 5-6 hours.  There are about 8-10 members in the gang and all are in their twenties. The gang was operated by Virender @ Viru. All the strikes have been carried out on his informations. The list of members of the gang is enclosed. The booty of the loot was distributed among all the members, depending as per their roles in the incident.


On 10.1.10 Special Staff/NWD received a secret information that Himmat, a member of Viru gang, who is involved in robbery cases, would come near Sir Chhotu Ram Jat Dharamshala, Keshav Puram, Delhi to meet their associates.  Immediately a team comprising of ASI Suresh Chander, HC Baljeet, HC Mukesh Kumar, Ct. Anand was formed.  The Police team took their position near Dharamshala Keshav Puram and apprehended the said Himmat.  On sustained interrogation it was revealed that he was involved in a incident of Rohini East Metro Station in which he alongwith his associates tried to rob one person but in the mean time Police team reached there and he managed to flee from there.  Accordingly he was arrested vide DD No. 24 dated 10.2.10 u/s 41.1(D) Cr.P.C. PS Keshav Puram, Delhi.

Profile of the accused Virender @ Viru (Gang leader) 
Virender @ Viru was born in V.P.O. Khan Pur Distt. Samasti Pur Bihar and later on shifted to Delhi with his family.  He studied upto class 12th in a Govt. school in Nithrari, Delhi.  Thereafter he worked in Airtel, Noida for about one year and later works as Toll collection agent at Jaipur Highway.  He started his business of cycle repair shop at Najafgarh road, where he came in contact with Prahlad and Bablu and started committing crime to earn quick money.  He was first arrested in mobile snatching case of PS Paschim Vihar, Delhi and remained in jail for about 4 months where he came in contact with other criminals.  After coming out from jail he again committing snatching, robbery with his associates Prahlad, Bablu etc.  He is involved in a number of cases of snatching, robbery and arms act.  He came out of jail in the month of June 2009 and formed his own gang with Jaswant a desperate robber, Daulat Ram @ Kalia B.C. of PS Anand Parvat and budding criminals Himmat, Deepak, rahul and Vinod etc.  Virender used to keep fire arms with him and provides the same to his associates before any crime.   
Profile of the accused Daulat
Daulat @ Kalia s/o Ratan Singh r/o HNo. 927/T, Nehru Nagar, Prem Nagar, Delhi belongs to a poor family. He is a B.C. of PS Anand Parvat, Delhi.  He had studied upto 5th standard in a school in village Hasan Garh Distt. Rohtak (HR). Thereafter, he came to Delhi and started residing with his father in a Halwai shop in Anand Parvat area. He was first arrested in a case of hurt in the year 1991. Thereafter he was involved in a number of cases of robbery and dacoity and became a BC of PS Anand Parvat. Later on, he was arrested in a murder case and was released from jail in June 2009 after completing his sentence. He has prepared a plan to kill Ram Singh s/o Khushi Ram, whom he had murdered with his accomplice Salim @ Langda, Vishnu and Mahender Sansi. He joined Viru gang to gain their faith so that this gang will help him in his desire to kill Ram Singh. 

Profile of the accused Himmat

Himmat studied upto 3rd standard and belongs to a poor family.  Previously he lives in Village Rano, Shikar Pur Bulandshahar (UP).  His father runs a Kabari shop in Loni area.   Later they shifted to Karan Vihar Kirari, Nangloi, Delhi about 12-13 years back, he started working wtth his father in his business.  About one year back he got married and started living separately with his wife.  He came in contact with Virender and Vinod about six months back and started committing crime.

RACKET OF FAKE MEDICAL REGISTRATION CERTIFICATE BUSTED

With the arrest of  (1) Dr Harbhajan Singh Munjal s/o Sardar Darshan Singh Munjal r/o SP-23, Maurya Enclave, Pitam Pura, New Delhi (2) Smt Darshan Kaur w/o Dr Harbhajan Singh Munjal r/o SP-23, Maurya Enclave, Pitam Pura, New Delhi, North District police has busted a racket of making fake certificates of Delhi Medical Council.

INCIDENT & TEAM

On 02/09/2009,  Dr Girish Tyagi, Secretary, Delhi Medical Council gave a complaint that Mr Harbhajan Singh, Administrator, Dr Munjal’s Clinic & Maternity Centre, Shastri Nagar, Delhi had sent a letter seeking verification of registration of doctors employed with Dr Munjal’s Clinic & Maternity Centre.  On verification of records available with Delhi Medical Council it was found that one individual Dr Darshan Kaur d/o Dr Pritam Singh was not registered with Delhi Medical Council and her Delhi Medical Council registration certificate was found to be fake.  On this complaint a case vide FIR No. 232/09 u/s 420468/471 IPC was registered at PS Sarai Rohilla and investigation was taken up.  Since the matter pertain to forging of documents by qualified professional doctor, a team consisting of Insp. Jai Bhagwan, SHO/Sarai Rohilla, Insp Naresh Chander, ASI Ram Dhare, Ct Ram Chander and L/Ct Punit was constituted under the close supervision of Sh Balwan Singh, ACP/Sarai Rohilla.

INVESTIGATION


During investigation Dr Harbhajan Singh Munjal was contacted who stated that one lady Doctor namely Dr Darshan Singh appeared before him for employment and produced a copy of certificate of registration. As a matter of precaution, he (Dr Harbhajan Singh Munjal) sent the copy of her certificate of registration to Delhi Medical Council along with eight other doctors working at his hospital for checking their genuineness. Dr Harbhajan Singh further told that that lady never returned back at his clinic. The investigating team enquired from the local chemist shops and the employees of the Munjal clinic but none of them confirmed the existence of lady doctor Darshan Kaur. Since Dr Harbhajan Singh Munjal was a weak and sick person, being a case of Ranal Failure and used to go for dialysis twice a week, he could not be interrogated with properly.


During sustained investigation it came into notice that the lady doctor Darshan Kaur was some close relative of Dr Harbhajan Singh. Dr Harbhajan Singh Munjal was again interrogated and he introduced his wife as G.K Munjal i.e. Guddi Kaur Munjal. During sustained interrogation it came into notice that the name of the wife of Dr Harbhajan Singh Munjal was D. K. Munjal i.e. Darshan Kaur Munjal and not G. K. Munjal. Both the husband and wife have been arrested in the case for criminal conspiracy and cheating.

INTERROGATION

 
During interrogation, Dr Harbhajan Singh told that the fake registration certificate was got prepared by one Guptaji who used to visit his clinic.  Guptaji had assured that the certificate was genuine and had all the records at DMC which can be verified at any stage.  Dr Harbhajan Singh needed that certificate urgently for setting up of Munjal Clinic for children. Dr Harbhajan Singh Munjal sent the certificate to DMC for verification. Since no record existed at DMC the forgery was caught. During course of investigation, it has surfaced that wife of Dr Harbhajan Singh Munjal was popularly known as Dr D. K. Munjal and used to work at Dr Munjal’s Clinic and Maternity Centre.  Further investigation of the case is in progress.

PROFILE OF ACCUSED

THREE MEMBERS OF A BURGLAR GANG ARRESTED: 33 CASES SOLVED: ARMS, AMMUNITION AND HOUSE BREAKING IMPLEMENTS RECOVERED.

With the arrest of three accused, the South District police has busted a gang of burglars actively involved in about 33 incidents of burglaries reported in recent past in various parts of Delhi.  With their arrest one pistol, two live cartridges, two knives, one Pulsar motorcycle, house breaking implements etc. have so far been recovered.

INCIDENT:


There were incidents of day burglaries in various parts of Delhi in which criminals burgled the houses by breaking locks and latches of the door in daytime and escaped with cash and jewellery.  In all these incidents similar modus-operandi appeared to have been used and disposal of property and movements of criminals could not be located in Delhi despite best efforts put in by various police teams. 

	An information was received that a group of criminals hailing from 2 -3 particular villages in Badaun District, UP put up for a fortnight in Delhi under garb of petty jobs of welders and labourers and escaped back to their hometown after committing several incidents.


             An information was received that a group of criminals hailing from 2 -3 particular villages in Badaun District, UP put up for a fortnight in Delhi under garb of petty jobs of welders and labourers and escaped back to their hometown after committing several incidents.  They committed incidents in all nook and corner of the city and these criminals were coming in 2-3 different groups consisting more than 20 persons.  In order to prevent this trend of crime and to nab the criminals involved various police teams in Delhi swung into action.

TEAM, INVESTIGATION AND ARREST:
              
A  team of Police Station Lodhi Colony consisting of SI Paramjeet Singh, ASI Anand Prakash, HCs Randhawa, Suresh, Consts. Asgar Ali, Sachin, and Kaushlendra under the close supervision of Inspr. Rajender Singh, SHO/Lodhi Colony and Sh. Mehar Singh, ACP was formed to identify and apprehend these criminals.  The team visited various spots of burglaries and also deployed secret sources to develop intelligence to prevent such influx of criminal elements in Delhi who stay in Delhi for a fortnight time, commit crime and go back to their hometown with cash and jewellery.  The intelligence network generated specific information that two-three members of this large gang headed by Ram Prakash and Bittoo would pass through the area of Lodhi Colony on a Pulsar motorcycle.  A trap was laid near Post Office Lodhi Colony at service lane Lodhi Road and three persons having weapons and implements of house breaking in their possession were intercepted while riding on a red Color motorbike around 2.25 PM dated 10.2.10,.  Accordingly, a case under Arms Act vide FIR No. 24 was registered at Police Station Lodhi Colony and all the three accused persons were arrested. 
INTERROGATION & MODUS-OPERANDI:
             
On sustained interrogation, the arrested persons disclosed that they had committed 33 incidents of day burglaries in the areas of Janak Puri, Rajender Nagar, Paschim Vihar, Punjabi Bagh, Preet Vihar, Sangam Vihar, Yamuna Vihar and Rajouri Garden and disposed off all the stolen jewellery to various Receivers of stolen property having their jewellery shops in town Rajpura, Barwala in Badaun city, U.P.

              
The arrested criminals are the members of “Shakila Gang” but they had loose confederation with other gangs namely Ram Prakash, Bittoo and Madan Gava.   They all hail from village Gava in Badaun and even interchange their membership amongst various such gangs depending upon their stay in Delhi.  

              
As per their modus-operandi two members of the gang would recce the area on a cycle with welding implements and would identify the locked houses so that other members of the gang could join them and commit crime.  While riding on cycle the rider would keep on checking right side houses whereas pillion rider would keep on checking left side of the houses without stopping their cycle and once the locked house is targeted they would take another round of the targeted house from rear lane and after satisfying themselves would call the rest of the members to commit crime with the help of two house breaking implements called ‘Taparia’( iron rod designed  to suit them) and ‘Sui’( long screw driver).
PROFILE    

          Shakeel Ahmed, the leader of Shakila Gang, alongwith his other arrested associates had been putting up at temporary jhuggi cluster situated near to Gate No. 3 Tihar Jail and had been working as a Welder for the last 15 days at Tihar Jail.  He had earlier been arrested two years ago in a case of Arms Act and Theft and spent many months in jail.  

              The other member of the gang namely Anil Giri has also been arrested several times in Gaziabad and Aligarh and has been involved in various cases of robberies and house thefts.  He remained in jail for about two years in Aligarh and Dasna. 

               Usmaan has also been involved in a case of house theft and auto thefts in Kapashera area in Delhi in 2007and spent long  time in jail. 


                Ram Parkash and his brother Bittoo remained the guides of the members of gang when they first came first to Delhi and started committing burglaries.  Over a period of time they joined hands with other young boys of their village and pooled all of them in the same crime.  The gang later split in various groups. They would reach Delhi in the garb of 

	Some gang leaders who had been very active in past even succeeded in building good houses and earned enough wealth which motivated other youth of the same village to follow their path and indulged in crime.


Welders, Chole Bhature Wala, Cycle repair wala, labourers etc. and stayed back in small rented accommodation provided by the leader of the gang and committed crime during their stay around the close locality and would go back with the booty.  The leader would dispose off the stolen jewellery to some notorious jewellers in Badaun and distribute the cash amongst the members.  Some gang leaders who had been very active in past even succeeded in building good houses and earned enough wealth which motivated other youth of the same village to follow their path and indulged in crime.  It has also been learnt that other branches of these gangs are committing crime in other parts of India.  The gangs of Noori, Vicky, Wasim etc. are bound for Bombay-Poona side route.  Most of the members of various gangs hailing from Gava have so far been identified and information has been given to concerned police station in Badaun, UP regarding notorious receivers of stolen jewellery and their other criminal involvements in Delhi.  All the police stations in Delhi where the arrested criminals have reportedly disclosed to have committed crime, have also been informed so that further raids could be conducted in Badaun to effect the recovery of stolen jewellery.

DESPERATE GANG OF BURGLARS NABBED : TEN CASES SOLVED 
 
 


With the arrest of (1) Anul aged 27 years s/o Lal Sharif r/o A-239, New Seema Puri, Delhi; (2) Mohd. Tuhin @ Twin aged 24 years s/o Shahjahan r/o H.No. 106, Block-A, Khajuri Khas, Delhi and (3) Ranjeet aged 24 years s/o Vishwanath r/o Vagabond Kacchi Khajuri, Delhi, the staff of Central District police has solved ten cases of burglary/house theft of different police stations of Central District.  Six mobile phones, one gas cylinder, one wrist watch and some clothes have been recovered from their possession.
 
TEAM & THE INVESTIGATION 
In the recent past, there was a spurt in the cases of burglary as well as house theft in Central District particularly in Police Station Pahar Ganj.  A specialized team consisting of Inspr. Om Parkash Singh SHO/Pahar Ganj, Inspr. Maninder Singh, SI Vinay Kumar, HC Shiv Dutt, Ct. Raj Kumar, Ct. Kuldeep and Ct. Sanjeev was constituted under the supervision of Shri S. Saravanan, ACP/Karol Bagh.  All these cases were analysed and it was found that the incidents have been committed in the locked house which revealed that similar gang is involved in these incidents.  In some of these cases, mobile phones have also been stolen. Modes of scientific investigation were used and after painstaking efforts, the police team managed to zero in on one Mohd. Tuhin @ Twin r/o Khajuri Khas, Delhi.  His whereabouts were verified and he was apprehended near New Delhi Railway Station.
 
INTERROGATION
He was subjected to sustained interrogation in which he disclosed that he worked for gang leader Anul and they had committed a number of burglaries and house thefts in different areas of Central District.  They used to carry iron rods and screw drivers and identify the locked houses.  Thereafter, they scaled through pipes etc. and entered the houses either through stairs or after breaking the locks and committed the burglaries/thefts.
 
At his instance, the gang leader Anul and other accomplice Ranjeet were also apprehended and some of the burglary articles including six mobiles phones were recovered.  All of them have admitted to have committed the burglaries and house theft in the areas of Pahar Ganj and surrounding areas.  On the basis of their disclosure, ten cases of burglaries/house theft including eight cases of PS Pahar Ganj, one case of PS Nabi Karim and one case of PS Rajinder Nagar have been solved.
 
Further investigation is under progress and efforts are being made to arrest their accomplices and more recovery is likely to be recovered.
