AUTO LIFTER ARRESTED : 8 MOTOR CYCLES RECOVERED
 
INTRODUCTION
 
            With the arrest of a person namely Rohtash @ Bunty, aged 25 years, s/o Daya Saran r/o Sangam Vihar, Delhi, the South District Police has solved 15 cases of motor cycle theft and also recovered 8 motor cycles of different makes such as Bajaj Pulsar, Hero Honda etc. from him.
 
INCIDENT & TEAM
 
            Keeping in view the increasing incidents of motorcycles theft in the area of SangamVihar and Kalkaji, a special police team was constituted in the Police Station Sangam Vihar to curb the growing incidents of motorcycle theft and nab the criminals behind such incidents.  The Police team of PS Sangam Vihar comprising of SI Suresh Kumar, HCs Taleem, Shiv Charan, Cts. Sarwan, Bharat Singh, Vijay and Vikram led by Inspr. Rakesh Dikshit, SHO/Sangam Vihar under the close supervision of Sh. V.P. Singh, ACP/Kalkaji, developed information and deployed sources to nab the auto lifters, active in the area of Sangam Vihar and Kalkaji.  The Police team was asked to analysis the cases of auto lifting, held recently in the area and also to analysis the timings and places from where the vehicles are lifted by the auto lifters.  During the analysis it is revealed that mostly motorcycles were lifted during the early morning hours between 4.00 a.m. to 5.00 a.m.  Keeping this fact in the investigation, special pickets were deployed at specific points during early morning hours.  On 6.12.07 at about 4.30 a.m. the Police team deployed the picket at Ratia Marg and saw a person riding on a motorcycle and when he was signaled to stop, he tried to escape from the spot by accelerating the speed of bike.  The alert police team chased the motorcycle and nabbed the person, trying to escape from the spot. On enquiry about the ownership papers of the motorcycle, he couldn’t produce any such paper and confessed that the motor cycle he was riding was stolen one from the area of Tigri Extension and disclosed his name as Rohtash @ Bunty.  
 
INTERROGATION & MODUS OPERANDI
 
            On sustained interrogation he disclosed that he alongwith his other associates namely Vikas and Jitender used to steal the motorcycles from the area of Sangam Vihar and Kalkaji.  He further revealed that so far he alongwith his associates had stolen 15 such motorcycles. They used to lift the motorcycles early in the morning.  It is also revealed during interrogation that they used to steal the bikes in pairs.  After lifting the motorcycles they used to take them to Ettawa, U.P., where they disposed off these stolen motorcycles through one Bhura in lieu of Rs. 15000 to 20000/- per motorcycle.   Bhura further sold these motorcycles to some small gangs of receivers of stolen motorcycle in the internal areas of Ettawa and other adjoining districts.  On his instance police team recovered 7 motorcycles, which they had hidden in a plot in the area of Sangam Vihar. 
 
            Accused Rohtash had previously been arrested about 1 ½ years back in a case of auto lifting by the local Police and at that time 7 motorcycles were recovered from his possession. 
 
            Efforts are afoot to arrest his associates and receivers of stolen vehicles. More recoveries are likely to affect in this case.

GANG OF NOTORIOUS AUTO LIFTERS BUSTED & FOUR RECEIVERS OF STOLEN VEHICLES ARRESTED :  

EIGHT VEHICLES RECOVERD


With the arrest of (1) Dilshad aged 25 years s/o Babu r/o Kasba Muradnagar, Kaji Pura, Ravli Road, Distt. Ghaziabad, UP; (2) Sageer aged 48 years s/o Shaheed r/o Khajuri Pushta Road, Kasim Vihar, Loni, Ghaziabad, UP; (3) Manoj aged 30 years s/o Yashpal r/o Vill. Devli, Distt. Ghaziabad, UP and (4) Narender @ Munender aged 28 years s/o Peetam r/o Vill. Laxman Gari, Distt. Buland Shahar, UP, North East District police has worked out three cases of M.V. thefts.  Three cars and five motorcycles have been recovered from their possession.   

TEAM AND THE INCIDENT



A team consisting of Inspr. Ishwar Singh, SHO/Seema Puri, ASI Shahid Khan, HC Jagdish Singh, HC Sunil Kumar, Ct. Vinod Kumar and Ct. Sukhbir Singh was constituted under the supervision of Shri Rajesh Dev, ACP/Seema Puri/North-East District, Delhi.



On 10.12.07 at about 1:30 PM, a secret information was received by Ct. Sukhbir of PS Seema Puri that some persons would pass through Old Seema Puri in a stolen car without number plate.  On receipt of this information, a raiding party consisting of above mentioned police personnel was immediately constituted and vehicle checking was started behind Red Cross Hospital, Near Apsara Border.  At about 2:05 PM, a Maruti Zen car without number plate was seen coming from Apsara Border side.  On the pointing of informer, the police party indicated to stop the car but instead of stopping the car, the driver increased the speed of the car.  The police party managed to get the car stopped in which two persons were seated.  They were asked to show the documents of the car but they could not produce any document.  On interrogation, they confessed to have stolen the car from the area of PS Anand Vihar, Delhi about 2 months ago.  After verification from PS Anand Vihar, a case was registered at P.S. Seema Puri, Delhi and investigation was taken up.  

INTERROGATION



During interrogation, the identity of the accused persons was revealed as Dilshad and Sageer.  They disclosed that they worked as receivers of Stolen Vehicles committed by one Rahees who is a desperate auto-lifter and till now, he had stolen a number of vehicles from Delhi as well as U.P.  After getting stolen vehicle, they kept the vehicles with themselves for some time and thereafter, they sold the vehicles in different areas of U.P.  In the present case, they had stolen the car from the area of PS Anand Vihar about 2 months ago and now they were going to sell it.  On their instance, one Maruti-800 car stolen from the area of PS Sadar Bazar, one Bajaj Boxer motorcycle stolen from the area of PS Dilshad Garden and two other motorcycles were also recovered from their possession.



They further disclosed that one Manoj and Narender @ Munender also worked as receivers of stolen vehicles for Rahees.  On their pointing out, Manoj and Narender were also arrested and one Tata Indica car and two Bajaj Pulsar motorcycles were also recovered.


 
Further investigation/interrogation is in progress and efforts are being made to arrest the main auto-lifter Rahees and to recover more stolen vehicles.

He ran a battery shop in Loni Ghaziabad and for some time, he engaged in the sale purchase of stolen vehicles.  He is previously involved in three cases of MV Thefts of U.P.
(3) Manoj s/o Yashpal r/o Vill. Devli, Distt. Ghaziabad, UP is 30 years old.  He has studied upto 12th standard.  Earlier he worked as a Home Guard Constable in Delhi but due to low income, he left his job and started dealing in the sale purchase of stolen vehicles.  He is previously involved in six cases of MV Thefts of U.P.
(4) Narender @ Munender aged 28 years s/o Peetam r/o Vill. Laxman Gari, Distt. Buland Shahar, UP.  He has studied upto 8th standard.  Earlier, he worked as a driver at Bulandshahar but he was not satisfied with his income.  So, he started dealing in the sale purchase of stolen vehicles.  He is previously involved in three cases of MV Thefts of U.P.
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
