· FOUR CASES OF CAR JACKING, ATTEMPT TO MURDER AND MV THEFT WORKED OUT.

· ONE STOLEN SANTRO CAR WITH FAKE NUMBER PLATE AND ONE SOPHISTICATED 7.65mm PISTOL WITH 4 LIVE CARTRIDGES RECOVERED FROM HIS POSSESSION.  

                           SOS Crime Branch of Delhi Police has apprehended  a notorious car-jacker namely Bachan Singh @ Behra (Age 20 years) s/o Ramesh Chand r/o Vill Mahmedpur PS Deeg Distt Bharatpur Rajasthan and living at present at Qtr No 526 Type-I Block-B  New Tihar Jail  House Complex Hari Nagar Delhi.  One stolen Santro Car No. DL-8CN-0766 and one sophisticated pistol of 7.65mm and 4 live cartridges from his possession.  He had been declared a Proclaimed Offender in a robbery case of Dwarka and carried a reward of Rs. 20,000/- for his arrest. 

THE TEAM


A team led by Insp. Raj Pal Dabas, SI Virender Singh ,  ASI Virender Tyagi , HC Rajinder, HC Hanuman , HC Rajbir, HC Kartar, HC Ravinder , HC Harvinder , HC Mahabir , Ct Sanjay, Ct Manoj , Ct Ashok  and Ct Suresh  under the over all supervision of Sh. Udaiveer Singh Rathi ACP/SOS is responsible for this arrest.

RECOVERY  

1. One stolen Santro Car bearing fake number plate No DL-8SS-7104 stolen from PS- Begum Pur Delhi vide FIR No. 36/09 U/S 379 IPC dated 14.11.2009.

2.  One sophisticated 7.65mm pistol and 4 live cartridges.

On 11.1.10, HC Raj Bir Singh of SOS/Crime Branch received an information   that notorious carjacker Bachan Singh would be coming to Netaji Subhash Institute of Technology, Dwarka, Delhi  with his associates for committing some crime. On the basis of the information a trap was laid near NSIT gate Dwarka at about 8 pm and Bachan Singh was apprehended with a loaded pistol of 7.65 mm. A Santro Car No. DL-8CN-0766 with fake number plate DL-8SS-7104 was also recovered from his possession. Two of his associates succeeded in escaping from the spot under the cover of darkness. In this regard , a case vide FIR No 4 /10 u/s 25 A. Act & 411 PC was got registered in PS Crime Branch Delhi. 

INCIDENTS/CASES WORKED-OUT 

1. 
Case FIR No 196/09 dated 7.6.09 u/s 394,397,34 IPC & 25,27 A.Act PS    Palam Vill Delhi
In the intervening night of 6/7-7.09 one Sukhpal r/o Uttam Nagar, who worked as a driver in a showroom at Samai Pur Badli, was on his way from Gurgaon to the Samaipur Badli show room to deliver a brand new Alto car. As soon as he reached the intersection of Sectors 1 & 7 Dwarka, two boys came up to him and asked for a lift till Dabri but he refused. The duo then forcefully entered the car but the driver offered stiff resistance. The assailants fired at him injuring his left arm and chest and took away the Maruti Alto car.

Keeping in mind the daring nature of the crime, a team of SOS had started working on the case and in October 2009, the SOS team arrested Basharat Ali r/o Uttam Nagar Delhi, Sanjay Raddi r/o Janak Puri Delhi and Yunus Saifi r/o Vikas Nagar, Uttam Nagar Delhi and recovered the robbed car. They had disclosed that Bachan Singh was their gang leader. From then, the search for Bachan Singh was on.  Since he was avoiding arrest, he was declared a Proclaimed Offender and a reward of Rs. 20,000/- was also announced for his arrest.  After the recent directions of the Hon’ble Delhi Court regarding Proclaimed Offenders, the Crime Branch had started fresh efforts to apprehend Bachan Singh which have borne fruit with his arrest on 11.1.2010.

2 .  FIR No 51/09 dated 11.11.09 u/s 307 IPC PS Dwarka North Delhi

On 11.11.09 one Vinay Natiyal was in his Cheverolet Optra car. At about 8 pm, when he reached near the petrol pump in Sector-4 Dwarka, Bachan Singh along with his associates Leela, Guddu  and Bittoo tried to deprive the victim of his car but Vinay Natiyal put up some stiff resistance. The assailants fired at him and injured his right shoulder.

3. FIR No 472/09 dated 16.11.09 PS Dwarka  South Delhi

On 16.11.09 Bachan Singh along with his associates Leela  and Guddu  both r/o Najafgarh Delhi robbed a Honda City car  No HR-26 AW-6638 at gun-point from a family sitting in the car during the day time opposite Indraprastha School Sector-10 Dwarka. This incident was reported widely in the media and the gang abandoned the car in the area of PS Nangloi two days later to avoid getting caught. 

4. FIR No 36/09 dated 14.11.09 u/s 379 IPC PS Begum Pur  Delhi

Bachan Singh along with his associate Guddu stole a Santro car from Sector – 22 Rohini Delhi.  This Santro car has been recovered from Bachan Singh.  

PROFILE 

Accused Bachan Singh was born in village Mehmadpur Distt Bharatpur Rajasthan and he studied upto the 7th class in his native village. His brother Mukesh works as sweeper in Central Jail Tihar. Bachan Singh came to Delhi in search of employment and started living with his brother in the Jail Complex. He started the illegal sale of liquor and later kidnapped a girl from the Gulabi Bagh area in 2008 for which he remained in jail for some time.  After coming out from jail, he formed a gang and started committing car robberies and motor-vehicle theft since he found this to be a more lucrative option.

   Further investigations are on.

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Sensational Blind Murder Case Solved within 24 hours 
 

The Police of PS-Mayur Vihar, Delhi have arrested two accused namely (1) Shishpal @ Shishu, s/o Late Sh. Budhvir r/o 28/271, Trilokpuri, Delhi, age 24 year, (2) Amit @ Sanjay s/o Sh. Mahipal Singh r/o 21/134, Trilokpuri, Delhi, age 24 year, and solved a sensational case of murder within 24 hours of the incident. 

 

Incident:-
On 10/01/10 a call about stabbing opposite PS-Mayur Vihar was received at PS Mayur Vihar. Injured was identified as one  Ram Chandran @ Ramu s/o Palani r/o Jhuggi 22 Block, Trilokpuri who was also a BC of PS-Mayur Vihar. He was declared dead at LBS Hospital. On the statement of eye-witness, a case FIR No. 8/10, dated 10/01/10, U/S-302/34 IPC, PS-Mayur Vihar, was registered and a team comprising of Insp. Arvind Sagar Negi, Insp. Subodh Kumar, SI Dharmpal, HC Subash, Ct. Rajkumar and Ct. Prasant was  made under the supervision of ACP, Kalyanpuri, Delhi.

 

Investigation:- 
During the investigation, deceased Ramu was found involved in 11 cases of PS-Mayur Vihar under Arms Act, Excise Act, and Hurt case.It was also revealed that during the month November, a case FIR No.345/09, U/S356/379/411 IPC PS-Mayur Vihar was got registered by one Amit s/o Mahipal r/o 21/134, Trilokpuri, Delhi against Ramu. Laxmi, with whom the deceased had been staying, disclosed that on 10/01/10 at about 8.00PM three persons had visited the jhugi of Ramu at 22 Block, Trilokpuri, Delhi  inquire about Ramu, one of whom had introduced himself as Amit. The description of these persons given by Laxmi matched with the description of assailant given by the eye-witness. During the investigation, it was also revealed that on the date of incident Amit was seen with Shishpal and Roshan. Roshan who is also a BC of PS Mayur Vihar  was found involved in 5 cases previously. On this information, Police Party conducted raid at the residences and other possible hideouts of above suspects which went futile they were on the run. With sustained efforts and dedication, Police arrested two accused (1) Shishpal (2) Amit on 11/01/10 that is within 24 hours of the incident from TSR Stand, Near Gurudwara, 36 Block, Trilokpur, Delhi. 

 

 

Interrogation:-
On interrogation , both the accused confessed their involvement in the crime along with one Roshan s/o Puran Mashi r/o 35/477 Trilokpuri, Delhi. Ramu who was a BC of PS-Mayur Vihar used to threaten and extort money from the accused Amit which prompted them to commit the crime.
