GRUESOME KIDNAPPING-cum-MURDER CASE OF 16 YEARS YOUNG BOY SOLVED

FOUR PERSONS INCLUDING A LADY ARRESTED.

                
With the arrest of (1) Usha, age 40 years W/o Harkesh Singh R/o Loni ,U.,P. (2) Ravinder @ Raju, age 30 years, R/O Palwal Haryana (3) Sanjay @ Bhura @ Gudda, age 20 years R/o Kumhar Colony Sewa Sadan, Loni, U.P. & (4) Karambir age 28 years, R/o Shahdara, Delhi the Special Staff of SOUTH-WEST DISTRICT has solved a kidnapping-cum-murder case of a 16 years   boy  of Gokulpuri.


One Sh. Omkar had informed that his son Tarun @ Golu has been missing since 20.05.05 from his residence in Gokul Puri and a missing report has also been lodged to this effect in the concerned Police Station. As the boy had not been traced, he was apprehending that some mishaps may have occurred. A special team was  constituted under the close supervision of Shri Dinesh Kumar Gupta, ACP/Operation Cell, South-West Distt. comprising of Inspr. Vijay Singh Chandel,  ASI Hari Kishan, W/HC Sunita, HC Rajender Singh, HC Rambir Singh, HC Raj Kumar, HC Sheel Kumar, Consts.  Vijay Singh, Subhash Chand & Naveen Kumar to trace the missing boy. During enquiry, it was revealed that the boy was last seen with his erstwhile neighbours who had left their residence sometime ago and shifted to one unknown place.



Information was developed and Sanjay @ Bhura & Karambir were apprehended from Brahampuri, Dabri where they had come in search of rented house and on their instance Usha & Ravinder @ Raju were apprehended from Kailashpuri Chowk. 

                 On interrogation it was revealed that Omkar and Usha’s family were neighbours at Gokul Puri. Usha’s son Bittoo was a friend of complainant’s son Tej Prakash @ Kalu.  Bittoo was murdered in the year 2005 and Tej Prakash was the eye-witness in that case.  Tej Prakash had later turned hostile and refused to identify the main accused during the Test Identification Parade. Since then Usha’s family blamed Tej Prakash for having been mixed up in the murder of their son. Therefore to take revenge, they tried to lure Tej Prakash but he did fall in their trap. Tej Prakash’s younger brother being only 16 years old was an easy target.


In order to take revenge Usha contacted Ravinder and Karamveer who are also related to her. On 19.5.05 Sanjay @ Guddu & Padam @ Bunty lured the deceased from his house and took him on a Motor Cycle to an isolated place in village Mandola, Police Station Loni, U.P.  Later Karamveer, Usha and Ravinder also reached there in Ravinder@ Raju’s TSR where they first stabbed him. To ascertain his death, they further strangulated him with Usha’s chunni. After that they removed all his clothes except his underwear to make identification difficult.  The body was found by UP Police. The photographs of the  body have been identified by Sh. Onkar Sharma, father of the deceased. Further investigations are on.

· DESPERATE AND DREADED CRIMINAL GOPAL SINGH @ FAUZI ARRESTED BY THE CRIME BRANCH FROM KASHMIRI GATE BUS TERMINAL.
· THE ACCUSED HAD JUMPED FROM THE RUNNING TRAIN FROM THE CUSTODY OF RAJASTHAN POLICE WHILE SHIFTING TO AJMER JAIL.
The Anti Auto Theft Squad of the Crime Branch has arrested a desperate and dreaded criminal Gopal Singh (45 years) s/o Hamvir Singh r/o Quarter No. 147, CRPF Colony, Tehsil & PS Phagwada, District Kapoorthala, Punjab from the Kashmiri Gate Bus Terminal. The accused was absconding from the police custody of Rajasthan and was wanted in sensational dacoity and murder cases. 
      
On 11.10.2007 at about 08:30 AM, a secret information was received in the Anti Auto Theft Squad of the Crime Branch that a dreaded criminal Gopal Singh @ Fauzi who is absconding from the custody of Rajasthan Police and wanted in a series of sensational cases would come to Kashmiri Gate Bus Terminal. The information was further developed and a team under the close supervision of Shri Jasvir Malik, ACP/AATS was constituted that was led by Insp. Rajbir Sharma and comprising of SI Virender Kumar, HC Nanak Chand, HC Ram Maher, HC Shishpal, HC Ramesh Chand, Ct. Govind, Ct. Brij Kishore and Ct. Rajeev Sahrawat. The team immediately approached to Kashmiri Gate Bust Terminal and at about 03:30 PM the accused Gopal Singh @ Fauzi was successfully arrested by the team of Crime Branch in a bloodless smooth operation.

The accused Gopal Singh @ Fauzi was put under sustained interrogation by the team of Crime Branch and some sensational and startling facts of the story came to light. The accused Gopal Singh @ Fauzi disclosed that he basically hails from Rajasthan and was born in Village Pali Marwad, District Pali, Rajasthan. He studied upto 8th class. In the age of 16 years, he joined the Indian Army. During his service in military, he was too desperate that once he had also opened fire on his commanding officer of Major rank during routine a Military Drill. He further disclosed that in the year 1983-84, when he was posted in Mizoram, he murdered a public person. Subsequently, he was Court Marshalled by the Indian Army and sentenced for 3 months in Military Jail. 


Thereafter, he came back to his native village Pali and joined the gang of desperate, dreaded and rewarded dacoit Vikram Singh and started committing docoities and robberies in the gang.


In the year 1987, Gopal Singh @ Fauzi along with Vikram Singh and other associates committed a sensational Dacoity-cum-Double Murder in Rajasthan which was later popular as Charpatia Kand. A case vide FIR No. 13/87, dated 11.02.1987 u/s 395/396/397/460/120-B/201/413 IPC is registered at PS Marwad Junction, Rajasthan in this regard. His other arrested accused persons are still in jail.   


After Charpatia Kand, Gopal Sharma went to Aligarh, UP and started committing dacoities and robberies. In the year 1988, he was arrested by the police of PS Kher, UP. Subsequently, he was sent to Pali Jail, Rajasthan. In Pali Jail, Gopal Singh @ Fauzi spread his terror and planned to murder another prisoner Md. Shariff. For this, he was also booked in an attempt to murder case. Due to his terror in Pali Jail, he was ordered to shift in Central Jail, Ajmer, Rajasthan. During his shifting from Pali Jail to Central Jail Ajmer, he jumped from the Jayanti Janta Express Train along with hand cuffs. A case vide FIR No. 126/94 u/s 223/224 IPC was registered at PS GRP Ajmer in this regard. He was still absconding in this case. 


After absconding from the custody of Rajasthan Police, he went to Phagwada, Punjab and came in contact with a dry fruit merchant who has his own schools. Gopal Singh @ Fauzi got his confidence and started driving his car. Thereafter, he arranged two mini buses and open a Tour and Travel Office in Phagwada, Punjab. 


On 11.10.2007, when the came to Delhi, he was successfully arrested by the Crime Branch. The polices of Rajasthan and UP have taken a sigh of relief on the arrest of the dreaded criminal.          
The accused is being produced before the Hon’ble Court for further legal action. The Rajasthan Police have been informed regarding his arrest.
