Acting on this information, a team consisting of SI Rajpal Singh, HCs Rajbir Singh, Suresh Kumar, Raj Kumar, Constables Anand Pal, Kaushal, Rajesh Kumar, Raj Kumar & Surender took position at the expected point. At about 2:50 PM two persons standing at the bus stand near Kaya Maya Hospital, Mehrauli- Badarpur road, Delhi were apprehended on suspicion. 


On frisking one mobile phone was recovered from the possession of Rahul and three mobile phones were recovered from the possession of Ajay. The recovered mobile phones were found to be snatched in various incidents across Delhi. The above said accused were arrested and interrogated regarding their criminal activities.  The accused persons revealed that they have been indulging in criminal activities for the past 7 years. Their criminal activities range from Arms Act cases to robberies/snatching.Ajay is involved in the following three cases:-

INCIDENT AND TEAM 
 
Sh Gulshan Lamba, owner of M/S Lamba Cranes, WHS Kirti Nagar received two threatening letters on 29.9.08 & 30.9.08 purported to be written by one dacoit Khatial Singh Yadav demanding Rs. 20,00,000/- ransom else a bomb would be blasted in his office to kill him & others. Sh. Gulshan Lamba reported the matter to police and a case FIR No. 224/08 u/s 387 IPC was registered at PS Kirti Nagar. Thereafter, on 5.10.08 his crane operator Santosh Kumar s/o Kali Cliaran r/o Hathras age 23 years went with a crane to carry out some pulling work near PVR Naraina Vihar in the morning. He went missing from there and Gu1shan Lamba & others tried to establish contact with him on his mobile phone but he remained incommunicado. A missing report was lodged at PS Naraina in the evening.  His father Sh. Kali Charan is working in this company since last 21 years.  
A team consisting of Insp. Kulbhushan Sharma SHO/Kirti Nagar, Insp. C.L.Meena Insp. Investigation, ASI Krishan Kumar (Special Staff), HC Satender Kumar No. 588/W, HC Surender Singh .No. 485/W'and Const. Parmod Kumar No. 1286/W (Special Staff) was formed under the close supervision of Sh. K.L.Meena ACP/Rajouri Garden to work out this case
MODUS OPERANDI AND INTERROGATION.
In a bid to earn fast bucks and to impress newly wedded wife, Santosh Kumar, a high school drop out and working as crane operator with Lamba Cranes planned a novel way to extort money from his employer but ultimately landed into police net. As per planning he himself wrote two threatening letters demanding Rs. 20,00,000/-. Then he staged self kidnapping and later on informed Sh. Gulshan Lamba from his mobile phone that he has been kidnapped by dacoit Khatial Singh Yadav and is locked in a dark room somewhere and his kidnappers are demanding Rs. 20,00,000/- for his release.

On this information police swung into action and started tracking his movement and presence. He continued dialogue with Sh. Gulshan Lamba by changing his voice and poses himself as dacoit  Khatial Singh Yadav. He played the twin role of Santosh and his so called kidnapper dacoit Khatial Singh Yadav. During interrogation, he disclosed that he used to put his handkerchief on phone while posing as dacoit Khatial Singh Yadav to bluff Gulshan Lamba & police. He got this idea from films as he is fond of seeing movies. On 9.10.08, he contacted Gulshan l.amba on phone and asked to reach Soro, near Kasganj, U.P. with ransom money. Police party laid a trap there but he did not turn up. Then on 12.10.08 he again called Sh. Gulshan Lamba and asked him to come with money at Budha Garden, Ridge Road, Delhi. At this information a police team along with Sh. Gulshan Lamba immediately reached there and police party took their position at strategic points and laid a trap. He again called and asked to keep money near the main gate of Budha Garden, Ridge Road.  As per planning, Sh. Gulshan Lamba kept his bag at designated place.  After 10 minutes, Santosh came there and picked the bag and police party immediately nabbed him red handed.  During sustained interrogation, he confessed of his crime.  


Further investigation is in progress. Staff involved in the good work is being rewarded suitably.

PRESS RELEASE

In South East District, the police of  Jaitpur apprehended two persons namely Birpal of Faridabad and Dalbir Singh of village - Jaitpur for smuggling of liquor meant for sale in Haryana and for manufacturing illicit liquor through distillation process respectively in two different raids conducted in the area.  

On receipt of two different informations regarding smuggling of liquor and manufacturing of illicit liquor, SHO/ Jaitpur, Insp. Jagdish Yadav conducted two different raids at two different places and huge recoveries were effected. 

In the first raid conducted on the intervening night of 10/11-10-2008, one Birpal S/o Suraj Bhan, R/o D-134, Dabua Colony, Faridabad was intercepted while carrying 13 numbers of cartoons containing 156 numbers of bottles meant for sale in Haryana in his Maruti Esteem Car No. DL-6CC-0457.

 In another raid conducted on the intervening night of 11/12-10-2008, one Dalbir Singh S/o Kartar Singh R/o Village -Jaitpur age-52 years was apprehended while manufacturing illicit liquor in the NTPC jungle, Jaitpur through distillation process. A huge recovery of 505.7 liters of illicit liquor in 17 numbers of plastic canes along with raw materials used for distillation process were seized. Accused Dalbir Singh was involved in similar kind of activities in the year 2004& 2006. He was produced in the court and was remanded in judicial custody. Both the accused persons were booked in two different cases under Excise Act.

MYSTERY OF ROBBERY AT G.T ROAD, SHAHDARA FLY OVER  DELHI, SOLVED.

With the arrest of (1) Hori Lal s/o Diwali Lal r/o Village aged about 21 years,R/O  Kharah, P.S Jalala Bad Shahjahanpur, U.P (2) Sonu @ Chhotu s/o Naresh aged about 21years r/o Samrat Chowk P.S Gadda Chowki Distt. Kanchanpur Nepal, North-East Distt. Police solved Robbery cases and recovered  Looted property.

INCIDENT:


On 12.10.08  one Sh. Babu Lal s/o Radhay Shyam r/o Vill. Jarodha P.O Rewa PS Sangram Pur, Distt. Sultan Pur U.P, aged about 28 years reported that he is working in a Jeans factory at Dharmsala building, Sahid Nagar Sahibabad U.P. owned by Sh. Sanjay Dwivedi. He along with Riksha Puller Babu Lal Pal s/o Beche Lal Pal loaded 3 bundles of Jeans pant( containing 100 Jeans pant in each bundle) from Mobin Febricator, Shastri Park Delhi and going to their work shop, Saheed Nagar, via G.T Road. At about 8.30 P.M when they reached at Shahdara flyover, opposite Mansarowar Park, suddenly a TSR stopped in front of them. Three boys came out from the TSR and stopped their Riksha. They asked them to leave the Riksha Rehari alongwith Jeans pant and to run away. When they opposed,  then one boy whose name disclosed as Hori Lal later on  put out a knife and snatched his mobile phone No. 9213 433934 TATA Indicom  on the point of knife and handed over the same to his other associate. They also took out one bundle of Jeans Pant (containing 100 pieces) and put it in their TSR and asked  his associates   to run away. They also took away to  Babu Lal Pal in their TSR. Hori  Lal and his associate Sonu @ Chhotu also beaten him and robbed his Riksha Rehari having  bundles of Jeans Pant ( containing 200 pant in each bundle). When he made Hue & Cry, some Police personnel reached the spot and apprehended accused persons Hori Lal and Sonu @ Chhotu alongwith looted case property. 

INVESTIGATION & INTERROGATION:


ASI Pawan Singh, HC Ram pal  No. 375/NE, HC Pramod Kumar No 262/NE, Const. Ravi Pal No 939/NE and Const. Virender No. 649/NE who were present in the are on patrolling , apprehended both the robbers and recovered  looted case property. 


During sustained interrogation, accused  Hori Lal and Sonu @ Chhotu have disclosed that they have looted loaded Jeans Rehari alongwith their two associates namely Mobin s/o Mohd. Asraf r/o sadat Pur PS Rehar , Distt. Bijnor U.P presently

residing at Indira Puri, Loni , Ghaziabad UP and Kamal s/o Umesh Prakash r/o E- 436, Gali No.7, Azad Gali Jagjeet Nagar Shahdara, Delhi who took away Mobile Phone, one bundle of Jeans ( 100 Jeans Pant  piece) and Babu Lal Pal in TSR.  They have also disclosed in previous such cases..

The police officer present on the picket apprehended these two persons with the help of passengers.  These two persons identified as Mohd. Sabir and Gohar mentioned above.  One complainant  Sh. Imran s/o Mohd. Khaliluddin r/o C-1051, Mani Market Gali No. 17 Khajuri Khas, Delhi stated that he was present in the RTV bus.  These two alleged persons boarded in the bus from Jafrabad.  These two persons took out their knives and started robbing the passenger.  They looted the mobile phones, cash etc. of the passengers.  These accused persons also threatened the passengers to kill and asked to keep mum.   When the bus reached near Kabari Puliya and seeing the police they started shouting.  Two daggers, looted properties as five mobile phones, wrist watches and cash of Rs. 950/- have been recovered from both of them.  On the statement of Sh. Imran, a case vide FIR No. 415/08 u/s 392/411/34 IPC and 27 Arms Act was registered at P.S. Seelampur, Delhi.  During the course of interrogation, both the accused persons disclosed about their involvement in previous cases.

i) the holding of any public meeting;

ii) assembly of five or more persons;

iii) carrying of fire-arms, banners, placards, lathis, spears, swords, sticks, brickbats etc.;

iv) Shouting of slogans;

v) making of speeches etc.;

vi) Processions and demonstrations; and

vii) picketing or dharnas in any public place 

     within the area specified in the schedule and site plan appended to this order without a        written permission.

The order shall come into force with effect from 13-10-2008 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. upto 11-12-2008 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.
