RECOVERY OF PULSAR BLACK M/CYCLE & SNATCHED BAG AFFECTED

 

With the arrest of (1) Neeraj, aged 20 years r/o Palam Colony and (2) Sunil @ Sonu, age 18 years r/o Dwarka, South-West Distt. has succeeded to nab two dreaded snatchers while they snatched one bag in the area of Sector-6, Dwarka. A case vide FIR No. 1177/07 dated 13.12.07 u/s 356/379/34 IPC has been registered in PS Dwarka, Delhi in this regard.



Due to some incidents of snatchings in the area, the staff deployed in the Beats and pickets were briefed and sensitized to remain more vigilant and cautious while patrolling in the area.  On 12.12.07 one Sunita Arora d/o Satnarayan Arora r/o Palam, New Delhi was going on foot to her house and three youngsters, who were following her, had snatched her bag which was containing Rs. 5,000/- and other articles. The lady raised an alarm on hearing which alert Beat Constables of the area viz., Ct. Naresh, 972/SW and Ct. Bimlesh, 1632/SW, who were on motorcycle patrolling, chased them. The accused tried to flee but due to their nervousness their motorcycle No. DL-9SQ-7487 Black pulsar collided with footpath and the beat constable nabbed the accused Neeraj and Sunil. Their third associate identified as Sanjay r/o Goyla Dairy, Najafgarh succeeded to escape from the spot while his motorcycle was seized. Special teams have been constituted to apprehend the remaining accused.

VEHICLES



In order to ensure smooth and safe flow of traffic in the city, besides regulation and control of traffic, Delhi Traffic Police also enforces traffic laws to bring about discipline on roads.  



The officers of the rank of ASI and above of Delhi Traffic Police have powers to prosecute the violators at the spot and also compound the traffic violations.  In case the violator chooses to go to the court or in case of non-compoundable traffic violations, challans are sent to the courts.



The senior officers of Delhi Police, Head Constables and Constables of Traffic Police while performing duties on roads note down the registration numbers of vehicles noticed committing traffic violations. Thereafter notices are sent to the Registered Owners of the vehicles either to compound them at the Traffic Compounding Centres or traffic challans of such vehicles are sent to the courts of Spl. Metropolitan Magistrates of Traffic Police. Thus, the pendency of the challans and notice challans increases in the courts.  



Arrears Committee of the Supreme Court of India headed by Hon’ble Mr. Justice S.B. Sinha, Judge, Supreme Court of India gave directions vide order dated 26.6.2007  to hold “Traffic Lok Adalat” and Delhi Legal Services Authority in association with Delhi Traffic Police organized first time in India “Mega Traffic Lok Adalat” on 8th and 9th September, 2007 in all the four court complexes and five courts of Special MMs.  
Delhi Traffic Police provided publicity materials, computers, manpower, infrastructure, SMS and internet facilities during the week long campaign and on two days i.e. 8th and 9th September, 2007, a total of  43202 challans were settled.



On 9th December, 2007, the second “Mega Lok Adalat” was held wherein 12,881 challans were settled.



The Hon’ble Mr. Justice S.B. Sinha, Judge Supreme Court of India was delighted with the success of the first “Mega Traffic Lok Adalat”  and according to the Lordship’s directions, Delhi Legal Services Authority in collaboration with Delhi Traffic Police has decided to organize  next “Mega Traffic Lok Adalat” on 16th December, 2007 to provide another opportunity to the traffic violators to settle pending notices & challans for private as well as commercial vehicles.



Notices issued by the Delhi Traffic Police can be settled in any of the following court complexes where the Metropolitan Magistrates have been specially deputed to preside over the Lok Adalat.:-

(i) Tis Hazari 

(ii) Karkardooma

(iii) Patiala House 

(iv) Rohini 


          At all four major complexes, the arrangements are being made by CMM and respective Addl.Chief Metropolitan Magistrates. Delhi Traffic Police has also made extensive arrangements to cope up with large number of visitors to get their challans disposed of. One ACP has been nominated as Nodal Officer for every court complex.


          Wide publicity is being given to Lok Adalat by way of boards and banners, SMS Service, FM Radio, Television and Advertisements etc. The facilitation counters would be opened at all major four court complexes. Every facilitation counter will have a set of a  computer.  These facilitation counters will help the violators in getting the settlement proforma printed for the Lok Adalat.

TO KNOW YOUR PENDING TRAFFIC NOTICE


          The facility has also been provided to the people to know about the pending notice/challans with the use of SMS.  The procedure is very simple. One has to send a SMS to 50100 from any of the mobile phones with a format N<space><vehicle Regn. Number without space> The SMS is to be sent  to 50100 and in reply he would get another SMS giving the information about pending challans if any, against that particular vehicle. This way, one can know about the number of notice / challans against a particular vehicle. The person may get the details of the pending notice from the official website of Delhi Traffic Police URL of website is www.delhitrafficpolice.nic.in  On this website, one has to press the option showing the pending notice on the home page itself. The user has to key in number of vehicle which will show in reply the details of all violations pertaining to that particular vehicle.  The facility has also been provided on the website by which one can print the settlement proforma from the internet for the use of Lok Adalat.


          It is further clarified that notice of any area can be paid at any of the court complexes. People need not to go to the concerned court but challans of Notice Branch can be settled at the nearest court complex irrespective of their residence address. However, the data of Delhi Traffic Police pertaining to the notices which are still pending with Traffic Police, have been updated upto 13th   December, 2007.



It is a golden opportunity for getting the pending challans settled in Mega Lok Adalat to be held on 16th December,,2007 at all Court complexes.

With the arrest of (1) Monu, aged 20 years r/o Palam Colony (2) Raj Kumar aged 23 years r/o Dabri (3)  Amit @ Titoo, age 21 years r/o Dabri (4) Nivesh Kumar, aged 19 years r/o Binda Pur and (5) Somvir @ Sonu age 22 yrs. r/o Dabri,  South-West Distt. has succeeded in  nabbing five dacoits while they were making preparations for dacoity to loot one Petrol Pump of Sector-17, Dwarka. A case vide FIR No.1178/07 dated 13.12.07 u/s 399/411 IPC & 25/54/59 A. Act has been registered in PS Dwarka, Delhi. A recovery of Two buttondar knives, one Rope, one stick, one Esteem Car No. DL-2C- R-5356 has been effected. 



Due to some incidents of snatchings in the area, the staff deployed in the Beats and pickets were briefed and sensitized to remain more vigilant and cautious while performing patrolling in the area. On a secret information a police team led by SI Sunil Kumar under the supervision of Inspr. Ravinder Kumar, SHO/Dwarka apprehended the dacoits at DDA Park near Bodhik Sampada, Sector-14, Dwarka while they were making preparations to loot a petrol pump and also seized one stolen  Esteem Car No. DL-2C-R-5356 reported vide FIR No. 1133/07 u/s 379-IPC PS Dwarka.  

 

During interrogation it was revealed that the Esteem Car was stolen from Dwarka with a plan to loot the petrol pump. It was also came to notice that this gang was operating in buses in the area of Delhi and was involved in pick pocketing as well as other street crimes.

DESPERATE ROBBERS WITH ARMS ARRESTED : ROBBED CASH Rs. 2.45 LACS RECOVERED. 

INTRODUCTION 

With the arrest of 4 persons namely I) Trilok Singh, aged 30 years S/o Ramesh Singh, ii) Deepak Singh, aged 21 years S/o Bhairo Singh, both r/o District Champawat, Uttrakhand, iii) Diwan Singh, aged 32 years S/o Man Bahadur Singh, r/o Tanakpur, Uttrakhand and iv) Mohd. Adil, aged 21 years, S/o Mohd. Habib, r/o Abul Fazal Enclave, Sarita Vihar, Delhi, the South District Police has busted a gang of desperate robbers and averted a robbery in the area of Sarita Vihar. The Police team also recovered robbed amount Rs. 2.45 lacs robbed from Model Town, Delhi a week ago and 3 knives and 2 motorcycles, used in commission of crime. 

INCIDENT & TEAM
A secret information was received in the AATS/SD that on the evening of 13.12.07at about 4.00 p.m. 4-5 robbers would assemble at a vacant plot near Shaheen Bagh, Kalandi Kunj with the intention to plan a robbery in the area of Sarita Vihar with arms. It was also learnt from the informer that the robbers are already involved in a robbery case at Model Town, which they have committed last week. Seeing the gravity of the information immediately a Police team of AATS/SD was constituted. The Police team consisting of SI Jeet Singh, HCs Waseek, Vinod, Abdul Hakim, Cts. Abdul Rehman, Anil and Shailender led by Inspr. Vijay Singh, I/C AATS/SD under close supervision of Sh. R.C. Saini, ACP/Operations/SD. The Police team gathered more information about the gang and laid a trap near the above said place. At about 5.00 p.m. the police team apprehended above said accused, while one person, whose name later disclosed by the accused as Dhani Chand, r/o Nepal, managed to escape from the spot. On their personal search the police team recovered 3 knives, one each from the possession of Trilok Singh, Deepak Singh and Diwan Singh. 2 motorcycles (1 CBZ & 1 Suzuki Sumurai) were also recovered from their possession, which they had used for the commission of crime. Accordingly the accused were arrested under Arms Act and preparation of dacoity. 

INTERROGATION 

During the sustained interrogation the accused revealed that they had committed a robbery in the area of Model Town-II on 9.12.2007, in the evening, in which they have robbed a bag containing cash Rs. 5 lacs. This amount was the whole day sale of a department store situated in the market of Model Town-II, owned by one Fateh Singh. They robbed him while he was about to sit in his car after closing the store with the bag, full of cash of whole day sale. It is also disclosed by them that the accused Deepak was having a firearm (country made pistol), which was feel down nearby the spot, while he was chased by the son of the complainant Fateh Singh. They further disclosed that after looting the bag they all distributed the looted booty among them and started living in a rented room, in the area of Sarita Vihar. Later during investigation the Police team also recovered the part of above said looted cash on their instance. The remaining looted cash has been taken away by the absconded accuse Dhani Chand. On their instance police team recovered Rs. 1 lacs from the possession of accused Trilok Singh, Rs. 55,000/- from the possession of accused Deepak Singh, Rs. 50,000/- from the possession of accused Diwan Singh and Rs. 40,000/- from the possession of accused Mohd. Adil. It is also came to notice that two brothers of accused Trilok Singh are already in Haridwar jail in a road robbery case, in which they have robbed about Rs. 80 lacs. 

PROFILE 

Accused Trilok Singh has done P.G. Diploma Course in Computer Applications from Khatima, Uttrakhand. They all are hails from the same vicinity of Uttrakhand except Mohd. Adil. Absconding accused Dhani Chand is ex-police constable of Nepal Police. Due to his bad habits of drugs he was expelled from the Nepal Police force. His residence is near about 1 ½ Kms. From India border, which is very close to the area of above said arrested accused. Dhani Chand came to the contacts of accused Trilok Singh and others to due to his habits of consuming of Corex, which is not available in Nepal. After some time they all shifted to Delhi and started working in different places of Delhi. Adil and Diwan used to work in subzi mandi Okhla, from where they met with each other. Adil managed the rented room for all of them in the area of Jasola Village, Sarita Vihar. They all have committed the above said Model Town robbery on the information and clue provided by absconding accused Dhani Chand.

AUTO LIFTER USED TO LIFT THE MOTORCYCLES DURING BREAK IN SERVICE, ARRESTED : 3 MOTOR CYCLES RECOVERED
INTRODUCTION
With the arrest of a person namely Rohtash Pandey, aged 25 years, s/o Bhuvenshwar Pandey r/o Molarband, Badarpur, Delhi, the South District Police has arrested a motor cycle lifter and also recovered 3 motor cycles of different makes such as TVS Apachi, Yamaha Libro and Yamaha RX-100 from him. 

INCIDENT & TEAM
Keeping in view the increasing incidents of motorcycles theft in the area of SangamVihar and Badarpur, a special police team was constituted in the Police Station Sangam Vihar to curb the growing incidents of motorcycle theft and nab the criminals behind such incidents. The Police team of PP Pul Pahladpur, Sangam Vihar comprising of SI Nirbhay Kumar, HC Ravinder, Cts. Kuldeep, Anand, Sanjay led by Inspr. Rakesh Dikshit, SHO/Sangam Vihar under the close supervision of Sh. V.P. Singh, ACP/Kalkaji, developed information and deployed sources to nab the auto lifters, active in the area of Sangam Vihar and Kalkaji. The Police team was asked to analysis the cases of auto lifting, held recently in the area. More information was gathered by the police team regarding the auto lifter active On 13.12.07 at about 6.30 a.m. the Police team received an information that a auto lifter would come in the area with a stolen motorcycle. The Police team deployed the special picket at Suraj Kund road intensified the checking and at about 8.00 P.M. a motorcyclist while approaching towards the police picket was signaled to stop, he tried to escape from the spot by accelerating the speed of bike. But the alert police team chased the motorcycle and nabbed the person, trying to escape from the spot. On enquiry about the ownership papers of the motorcycle TVS Apachi, he couldn’t produce any such paper and confessed that the motor cycle he was riding was stolen one from the area of Badarpur and disclosed his name as Rohtash Pandey. Accordingly he was arrested under vehicle theft sections of law. 

INTERROGATION & MODUS OPERANDI
On sustained interrogation he disclosed that he is working in a company at Okhla Phase-II. The company used to give him one month break after every six months of service. As he remained totally unemployed during this period of break, he used to steal the motorcycles from different parts of Badarpur and Sangam Vihar, for his livlihood. On his instance Police team also recovered two more stolen motorcycles (Yamaha Libero and Yamaha RX-100), which he had kept in the area of Molarband and wanted to sell them to the receiver of stolen vehicles. He further disclosed that before selling the stolen motorcycle he used to change the chassis No. and registration No. of the vehicle and then sold to one receiver in the area of Okhla. 

Efforts are afoot to apprehend the receiver of stolen motorcycles and more recoveries are likely to affect in this case.
