DREADED AUTO-LIFTER  ARRESTED :  FOUR VEHICLES RECOVERD


With the arrest of a dreaded auto-lifter Parveen @ Sonu aged 23 years s/o Sumer Singh r/o 1/4192, Bhagwan Pur Khera, Shahdara, Delhi, North-East District police has worked out six cases of M.V. theft.  Four motorcycles and papers of one scooter & one motorcycle were recovered.   

TEAM AND THE INCIDENT



A team consisting of Inspr. Pankaj Sharma, SI Satender Mohan, SI Parmod Anand, ASI Subhash Chand, HC Lal Singh, HC Jitender, Ct. Neeraj, Ct. Nand Kishor, Ct. Rajiv, Ct. Harender and Ct. Satender was constituted under the close supervision of Shri L.R. Meena, ACP/Operations, North-East District, Delhi.



Due to increasing incidents of M.V. Thefts in North East District, a team consisting of above mentioned police officers was constituted and vehicle checking is being conducted at the vulnerable points.  On 14.05.08 in the afternoon, the police team was performing area patrolling at Loni Road, Shahdara.  Meanwhile, Ct. Harender of AATS received a secret information that a person would come from Durga Puri side and moved towards Loni on a stolen motorcycle.  The police team immediately started vehicle checking at Picnic Hut, Shahdara.  At about 4:20 PM, a motorcycle Hero Honda Passion was seen coming from Durga Puri side on which a person was riding without helmet.  At the instance of informer, he was stopped and asked to produce the documents of the motorcycle but he could neither produce any documents nor give satisfactory reply which created suspicion.  On sustained questioning, he told that he had stolen the motorcycle from the area of police station Gandhi Nagar.  On verification, it was found that the said motorcycle has been stolen from the area of P.S. Gandhi Nagar, Delhi on 13.05.08.  Subsequently, a case was registered at P.S. Shahdara in this regard and investigation was taken up.

INTERROGATION



The identity of the accused persons was revealed as Parveen @ Sonu r/o Bhagwan Pur Khera, Shahdara, Delhi.  On sustained interrogation, he disclosed that he used to steal the vehicles particularly motorcycles from different areas of East Delhi and thereafter he sold the vehicle to his associate Fareed at Meerut.  He had already sold two vehicles one motorcycle and one scooter to Fareed.  On the day of incident, he was going to sell the motorcycle to his associate Fareed but before he could execute his plan, he was apprehended by the police.  

At his instance, another three motorcycles including one Bajaj Pulsar motorcycle, one Hero Honda CBZ motorcycle and one Hero Honda Splender motorcycle have been recovered which were stolen from the area of police stations Shahdara and M.S. Park.  Besides, the papers of another two vehicles including one motorcycle and one scooter stolen from the area of PS Shahdara which he had already sold to his associate Fareed, have also been recovered.


 
Further investigation / interrogation is in progress and efforts are being made to apprehend his associate Fareed and to recover more stolen vehicles.

BLIND MURDER CASE SOLVED BY STAFF OF PS ROHINI

INTRODUCTION

With the arrest of three accused persons namely (i) Sher Bahadur (ii) Rakesh Kumar and (iii) Pappu, Outer Distt. Police have solved a blind gruesome murder of Ex. Engineer and a ‘Tantric’ and has recovered one pistol, one live cartridge, two empty cartridges and one Yamaha Libero silver color motor cycle used in the commission of crime.

INCIDENT, TEAM & INVESTIGATION
On 12.03.2008 at 8.04 p.m. information was received at P.S. Rohini through PCR that a person has been shot in a park near Central School Sec 8, Rohini. On reaching the spot it was revealed that the injured had been removed to Baba Sahab Ambedkar Hospital while two empty cartridges, one hawai chappal and blood stains were found on the walking strip of the park. Sh. Vijay Kumar Sharma s/o Sh. Ganpat Ram Sharma R/o Railway Road Gannaur, Distt Sonipat, Haryana who was presently residing on rent at B-4/298 Sec 8 Rohini, Delhi was found brought dead at hospital with several gun shot injuries on his person. A case FIR No 144/08 dated 12.03.2008 u/s 302 IPC was registered at P.S. Rohini in this regard and investigation was taken up by Insp. Vijender Pal Sharma S.H.O. P.S. Rohini.

During the course of investigation it revealed that the deceased was an Engineer in Bhakhra Beas Management Board who had retired recently. The deceased was also performing as a ‘Tantric’ and had constructed a temple at Swaroop Nagar. Due to his ‘Tantric’ skills, the deceased was popular as Guruji amongst his fellow beings and people of the locality. He had recently shifted to rented accommodation at Sec 8 Rohini along with his second wife and children. A matrimonial case was pending trial at Panipat Distt. Courts between him and his first wife. 

 
A team from P.S. Rohini was constituted consisting of HC. Baljeet Singh, HC.Ramesh Kumar, HC. Jitender, Ct Sunil, Ct. Pardeep and Ct. Amit led by  Insp.Vijender Pal Sharma  S.H.O. Rohini under the overall supervision of ACP Rohini Vikram Porwal. The team made enquiries at spot as well as in the surrounding areas motivated by latest scheme ‘Eyes and Ears’ launched by worthy C.P. Delhi and gathered vital information that three persons had run away on a motor cycle after committing the crime. On the basis of information and call details of all the suspects were analyzed and it was noticed that location of one Sher Bahadur, who was a frequent visitor at the house of deceased, was near the place of occurrence at the time of incident. During the investigation it also revealed that Sher Bahadur was a tenant of the deceased at Swaroop Nagar and he developed relationship with the second wife of the deceased who was half the age of the deceased. This led an altercation between the deceased and Sher Bahadur and the deceased forced him to vacate the premises. After some time Sher Bahadur came back to the deceased and felt sorry and tried to show that their relations have become normal.

 
Accused Sher Bahadur was a daily wages employee in Malaria Deptt. at Bhalswa Jahangirpuri. His parents used to reside at Nathu Pura, Burari and he had taken a room on rent at Bhalswa. On the basis of his mobile phone calls and local intelligence a trap was laid at Bhalswa and the accused was arrested on 14.05.2008 from his rented room. Arrest of the accused Sher Bahadur further led to the arrest of his accomplice Rakesh Kumar aged 26 years s/o Shanti Swaroop r/o C-520 Nathu Pura,Delhi -84 and Pappu  aged 20 years s/o Ram Kumar r/o vill Katar Pur P.S. Chand Pur Distt Bijnaur U.P. Rakesh Kumar is the  brother of accused Sher Bahadur while Pappu is a driver of his brother Lal Bahadur who is engaged in a business of  providing generator for marriage functions. The country made pistol which was used in the crime along with a live cartridge was recovered at the instance of accused Sher Bahadur while two empty cartridges were recovered at the instance of accused Pappu which were collected by him from the spot while running away.

INTERROGATION

               During the course of sustained interrogation accused Sher Bahadur disclosed that he developed relationship with the second wife of deceased while residing on rent at Swaroop Nagar. There was an altercation between him and the deceased because of this about a year back. He was forced to move out of the premises by the deceased but he could not forget her. He came back to the deceased and felt sorry and when their relations became normal he started visiting house of deceased and asked his wife to run away with him but she refused. The deceased had a lot of property and money so he hatched a plan with his brother and Pappu to eliminate the deceased so that he could get lady and money. The accused lured Pappu that he would get Rudrax chain worth 2.5 lacs worn by the deceased after the crime. He also misled his brother Rakesh Kumar that the deceased had threatened him to kill as well as he has developed relations with their sister with the help of his ‘Tantric’ skills. Due to feeling of insecurity, property gain and his lust for the wife of the deceased accuse Sher Bahadur committed this gruesome murder with the help of his associates.

v) making of speeches etc.;

vi) processions and demonstrations; and

vii) picketing or dharnas in any public place 

within the area specified in the schedule and site plan appended to this order without a written permission.
