A MYSTERY OF BLIND MURDER CASE SOLVED:-ACCUSED ARRESTED.



With the arrest of accused Mohammad Sadik s/o Janab Ahmed of Gokal Puri, Age 24 years, North-East district.  Police has solved the mystery of a Blind Murder case which was registered vide FIR No. 309/08 u/s 302 IPC PS Shahadra on dated 09.10.08.

Team:


A team consisting of Inspr. M.A. Khan SHO/Shadara, Inspr. K.K. Upadhyaya Addl. SHO/Shadhara, Inspr. Ombir Singh, SI Jai Bhaagwan, HC Devender Singh, Ct. Deepak and Ct. Pawan was constituted under the close supervision of Sh. Bir Singh ACP/Shadhara, Delhi to solve the blind murder case.  

Incident:


On dated 09.10.08 an information was received in PS Shahdara vide DD No. 13A regarding a dead body of a male with slit neck behind ambedkar College Ganda Nala Kardam Puri Road, Shahdara, Delhi.  Hence, the present case was registered and the dead body was preserved in GTB Hospital mortuary.  The sustained efforts including hue and cry notice.  Publication of details request in news papers, publicity through local cable operators were made to get the dead body identified.  Ultimately on 11.10.08, the dead body was identified by Nasim Ahmed (brother-in-law of deceased) as of Mustak Ahmed s/o Mohd. Sattar of Bhajan Pura, Delhi.  The PM was got conducted on 13.10.08.

Investigation & Interrogation:


Keeping in view of the seriousness of blind murder a police team consisting of above mentioned police officers was constituted under close supervision of ACP Shahdara which made intensive and sustained efforts firstly for the identification of unknown dead body and then the police team investigated about the conduct of deceased and the persons related to deceased.  During investigation it came to notice that a young boy namely Sadiq who is not directly related to the family of deceased, is taking keen interest in this case.  When he was interrogated thoroughly it was found that Sadiq is having illicit relation with the wife of deceased Mustak.  Firstly, Sadiq denied regarding commission of offence but on sustained scientific interrogation he broke down and told that he was having affairs with the wife of deceased Mustak and he wanted to marry his wife.  Many times he requested the deceased to divorce his wife so that he could have married his wife he supported the family of deceased financially in order to gain the easy access to the house of deceased.  On the date of incident when he decided to eliminated the deceased who was the obstruction for his love, he persuaded the deceased to go to Loni side for some enjoyment and ultimately at about 7.30 PM he took a butcher knife from his shop and accompanied the deceased up to Loni Gol Chakkar in a TSR.  They purchased two quarters of Whisky from a wine shop.  The accused offered Whisky to the deceased at the remote place near Ambedkar College.  When the deceased was completely under the influence of liquor the accused took him to the road between the wall of Ambedkar College and ganda nala which is usually not used by the public during night.  There the accused again asked the deceased to divorce his wife and on his refusal he took out the knife and slit his neck. Then he left the body and left away.  On his disclosure, the accused Sadiq has been arrested and at his pointing out the weapon of offence, the empty Quarter of wine and the clothes of accused have been recovered. 

Recovery:

1. Weapon of offence (Churri).

2. Clothes of accused worned at the time of commission of crime.

3. Empty Quarter bottle of wine used before the commission of Crime. 

Profile:


Sadiq s/o Janab Ahmed, age 24 years r/o H.No. B-7, Gali No. 1 Chand Bagh, Gokal Puri Delhi is Butcher by profession.  He is illiterate having 3 brothers & 4 sisters.  Due to love affairs and to eliminate the obstruction in achieving his beloved he committed murder.
