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One convicted for attempted to commit rape a minor girl :-  Sh. Narottam Kaushal, ASJ/Rohini Court, Delhi held one Mahesh Kumar R/o Uttam Nagar guilty of attempting to commit  rape of a minor girl.  He has been sentenced 5 years rigorous imprisonment along with fine of Rs. 5,000/-, in default of payment of fine he shall under go simple imprisonment of six months.


The culprit was apprehended on the complaint of prosecutrix’s mother Smt. Begum who reported that the accused, who happened to be neighbour, had attempted to rape her daughter in her house while she and her husband were away.  

Rape accused arrested :-  Gokul Puri police arrested one Satish, 21 years R/o Gokul Pur Gaon, who was wanted in a rape case,  yesterday.  According to DCP/North-East, the accused was alleged to have sexually assaulted a woman, aged 46 years, on 21.9.2007.  The victim was a street vendor and lived as a tenant at Gokul Pur.

On 16.10.2007 Sh. Anil Kumar Jain s/o Late Pritam Sain Jain r/o D-10, Polo Road, Police Line Kingsway Camp, Delhi reported that he runs a readymade garments   shop in Shiv Gali, Subhash Road, Gandhi Nagar, Delhi.  15-20 days ago he received a phone call on his mobile phone.  The caller deposed that he was Rajesh Tyagi, J.E. of Delhi Jal Board and stated that Mr. Anil Kumar Jain had not deposited the sewer charges in respect of his shop and would have to pay the penalty.  Mr. Anil Kumar Jain told him that he was at his home and asked the caller to come to his shop on any working day.  On 16.10.2007 at about 3.00 P.M. one person came on his shop, posed himself as Rajesh Tyagi, J.E. of Delhi Jal Board and asked to deposit Rs.1700/- as road cutting charges, development charges @  Rs. 160/- per square meter and Rs.6000/- as penalty.  Mr. Anil Kumar Jain promised to pay the same.    Mr. Rajesh Tyagi lured him that if he pays Rs.1700/- on paper and Rs.2000/- extra he would manage the things otherwise he would write against him.    The behaviour of the person raised doubts in the mind of Mr. Anil Kumar Jain hence,  he called Mr. Purshottam, a social worker on his shop who usually visits Delhi Jal Board office.  Mr. Purshottam talked to the suspect and asked him to show his identity card.    When he failed to produce the same, local police was called and the suspect namely Navratan Singh @ Ratan Singh s/o Dal Chand r/o Village Badnora, Post Office Malagarh, Thana Salempur, District Bullandshahar, U.P.  was apprehended.

With the arrest of accused Siddharth Jaitley (age 26 yrs) s/o Anil Jaitley  r/o Old Rajinder Nagar Delhi, the police of North-West Distt.  has solved a ghastly crime of  kidnapping for ransom and murder of a 10-years old boy.  The accused person, a business and family acquaintance  has been arrested within 36 hours of commission of crime and the body of the kidnapped child namely Vipul Kansal (age 10 years) recovered from a secluded place near G.T. Karnal Road in the area of P.S. Murthal District Sonepat Haryana.

BRIEF FACTS :-  



 On 15.10.2007 one Sh. Parvinder Kansal s/o Sh. Vasudev Kansal r/o 1333, Neel Kanth Society, Sector 13 Rohini Delhi reported that at around 2.45 p.m his son namely Vipul Kansal (age 10 yrs.) a student of IVth standard, G.D. Goenka Public School Rohini Delhi while entering the main gate of the society after alighting from the school bus, was suspected to be kidnapped by some unknown persons. That a ransom call of Rs. 1.5 Crores was received by his wife from the kidnappers, in lieu of the safe release of the boy.  On his complaint, a case vide FIR No. 742/07 dt.15.10.07 u/s 364A/34 IPC was registered at P.S. Prashant Vihar, Delhi immediately.  

Investigation:-
Considering the gravity of the crime, a dedicated team was formed comprising of ACP/Ops. N/W Distt., Sh. Chanderhas, ACP/ Shalimar Bagh Sh. Ravinder Grewal & ACP/ Ashok Vihar, Sh. Rajinder Singh,  SHO/Prashant Vihar, Insp. Special Staff/NWD, Insp./ AATS/NWD and their staff.  During investigation it was revealed that the kidnapper made repeated ransom calls on 15.10.2007.  In the initial few calls he made the victim to also speak to his family.  During the calls made by the kidnapper, he negotiated the ransom amount and then postponed the matter of delivery of ransom amount for 16.10.2007.  On 16.10.2007, the kidnapper negotiated the amount of ransom and mode of delivery repeatedly.  Considering the ransom aspects and the conditions put forth by the kidnapper, several teams of police officers in plain clothes were kept in readiness.  Finally the place of delivery was fixed at Ranjit Singh Flyover. Once there, the accused dictated the family members of the child to throw the bag containing ransom amount of Rs.33 lakss from the top of Ranjit Singh Flyover.   It was noticed that the accused came in a Honda City Car bearing with registration No.UP-32B-2594 and lifted the bag containing the ransom amount.   The teams followed him from a safe distance with a view to get safe release of the kidnapped child.  After receiving the amount, accused conveyed the family that the child would reach his home within an hour safely.   However the child did not return even after waiting for four hours.  

Considering no other option the police teams raided the house of the accused and succeeded in apprehending him. The police party also recovered the Honda City car, mobile phones along with the entire ransom amount at his instance.  On sustained questioning, the accused confessed that he was under severe financial stress for quite some time.  His family was under huge debt from the market and was under tension. He knew complainant’s family as their shops were adjacent at Bhagirath Place earlier and their business has prospered a lot over the years. He hatched a conspiracy and consequent to the plan, followed the routine of the child a couple of times earlier.  On the day of incident he parked his Honda City car No. UP-32-B-2594 near the main gate of Neel Kanth Society Sector 13 Rohini Delhi in such a way that the dickey of the car faced the trees and shrubs.  While the child got down from the school bus the accused called and asked him to fetch some important files of his father from the dickey of the car.  The unsuspecting innocent child believing the version of his uncle, started locating the file in the dickey of the car.  The accused sensing the opportunity pushed the child inside the dickey, closed it and sped away from the spot.  During interrogation initially the accused misled the police team about the boy that he had released him.  On sustained interrogation and cross questioning, he finally broke down and disclosed that he had taken the kidnapped boy towards his godown in the dickey of his car and after making the child to converse with his parents, he again put him inside the dickey.  While he was taking the child at Samai Pur Badli, he realized that the child had fainted. Out of fear he strangulated the child and disposed off the body in a secluded place near G.T.Karnal Road in the area of P.S. Murthal, District Sonepat, Haryana within first few hours of kidnapping.  At the instance of the accused the body of the kidnapped child has been recovered by the police of North West District. He has been arrested in the case and being produced before the court.

He is a commerce graduate from Delhi University. He is into in his family business of wholesale drugs supply.  Their business has incurred losses and was under great financial constraint and in order to sustain his business, the idea to kidnap the child of his business acquaintance came in his mind to.
