A GANG OF DESPERATE DACOITS ARRESTED: 02 CASES WORKED OUT

With the arrest of eight persons, namely 1) Anil Kumar s/o Tripurender Chaudhari, 2) Mohd Iqbal Ansari s/o Mohd Mubarak 3) Mohd Arif @ Shokeen S/o Abdul Rasheed 4) Sahil @ Sajre Alam  @ Alam s/o Mohd Mukhtiar, 5) Rohit Kumar @ Chanchal s/o Thakur Prasad 6) Bijender @ Sukha s/o Parag Narain, 7) Raj Kumar @ Raju s/o Amar Chand Soni and 8) Pappu s/o Vasudev Outer District Special staff has busted a gang of desperate robbers operating in the factories of Outer District, Delhi and has worked out  a sensational case of murder of a labourer in a Brass factory at Village Prahald Pur Bangar, Delhi.

BRIEF FACTS


A team of Special Staff, Outer District was pressed into action after the increasing incidents of Robbery and burglary in the remote areas of Outer Distrrict. A team was formed by Shri B. K. Singh Addl DCP, Outer District, under the leadership of Insp Amar Deep Sehgal comprising of SI Jasmohinder, SI Sanjay Gade, SI Puran Pant, SI Joginder Singh, HC Yogesh Kumar, HC Rishi Ram, HC Rohtash, HC Suresh, HC Attar Singh, Ct Hari Chand, Ct Gajender, Ct 

Pawan, Ct Rajesh, Ct Anoop Singh and Ct Devraj. On 16.10.08 at about 08.30 PM, information was received in the Special Staff Office that a gang of dacoits would assemble near Delhi College of Engineering on Bawana Road at Village Shahabad Daulat Pur with deadly weapons in order to commit dacoity in a metal factory in Prahalad Pur, Delhi. Acting on the information, a raid was conducted on the instance of the informer and above mentioned eight persons was apprehended while they were planning to commit dacoity. During the cursory search four country made firearms, 4 live cartridges, Iron rod, Knife, House Breaking Tools and a bag containing rope and Electricity wire were recovered from their possession. A mobile phone which was stolen by the gang on 11.09.08 while committing lurking house trespass in one of the factories of Village Prahalad Pur Bangar was also recovered from the possession of one of them. Case was registered and investigation was taken up.   
Interrogation and investigation:


During interrogation all the accused persons disclosed that they are a part of a gang, which used to commit robbery and lurking house trespass in the factories of Village Prahalad Pur, Shahabad Dariy, Samai Pur Badli and other remote areas of Outer District. They further disclosed that in order to commit crime they used to keep weapons with them and they do not even hesitate to 

open fire at the chowkidar or persons objecting them. Accused persons namely Anil Kumar, Mohd Arif, Pappu, Raj Kumar @ Raju, Sahil @ Sajre Alam and Rohit Kumar @ Chanchal further disclosed that they killed one person in the brass factory while committing house trespass in Village Prahalad Pur Bangar on the night of 11.09.08. Accused Anil Kumar disclosed that he opened fire on one of the workers working in the premises while one of them started shouting chor-chor.
Profile:

1) Anil Kumar s/o Tripurender Chaudhari r/o Village Murli, PS Bhogaon, District Saharsa, Bihar aged 20 years is illiterate and unmarried. He came to Delhi only 2 years back and started working in factory in Shahabad Dariy. In order to earn easy money he fell in the company of Iqbal Ansari and started committing crime. In a short period of time he became the leader of the gang. He is involved in a case of Arms Act previously and remained in the jail for 6 months. He killed the labourer in the factory on 11.09.08.

2) Mohd Iqbal Ansari s/o Mohd Mubarak r/o Village Tangar, PS Chanoh, District Ranchi, Jharkhand aged 20 years is illiterate and unmarried. He came to Delhi 4 years back and started working in factory as labour. He soon fell in bad company of Ravi and his associates. He started committing crime and was in jail in a case of PS Kashmere Gate.

3) Mohd Arif @ Shokeen s/o Abdul Rashid r/o Village Nurpur, PS Noorpur, District Bijnore, UP aged 20 years is residing in Village Pooth Khurd for last many years. He is 4 th standard pass and unmarried. He wanted to  earn easy money so he joined the gang of Mohd Iqbal and started committing crime. He used to keep country made firearm along with him while committing crime.

4) Rohit Kumar @ Chanchal s/o Thakur Prasad r/o Village Ambedkar Nagar, PS Ajeet Nagar, District Aurayia, UP aged 21 years is studying in BA from his native place. He came to Delhi 3 months back to earn his livelihood but fell in bad company in the area of Shahabad Dairy to earn more and more money.

5) Raj Kumar @ Raju s/o Amar Chand Soni r/o Village Babuan, PS Daikulia, District Basti, UP is 20 years old and unmarried. He is in Delhi for last 12 years. In order to earn money he started living with the gang and joined hands of crime.

6) Pappu s/o Vasudev r/o Village Kunda, PS Maisi, District Saharsa, Bihar aged 21 years is the most silent but desperate member of the gang. He is in Delhi for last 2 years. He is illiterate and unmarried. He used to work in factories but joined hands of crime to earn more and more money.

7) Sahil @ Sajre Alam @ Alam s/o Mohd Mukhtar r/o Village Jagat Pur, PS Farenda, District Maharaj Ganj, UP aged 20 years came to Delhi some 6 years back. He is the most desperate member of the gang. He used to keep firearm alongwith him during action. He is illiterate and unmarried.

8) Bijender @ Sukha s/o Pryag Narain r/o Village Ambedkar Nagar, PS Ajeet Mal, District Aurayia, UP aged 22 years is married but illiterate. He always keep rope with him in order to tie chowkidar or any other person present in the factory.

ROBBERS  APPREHENDED;  ROBBED ARTICLES RECOVERED.

INTRODUCTION:-     With the arrest of two persons namely Jamil @ Balwa aged 19years S/o Samsuddin, R/o H.No.602, J.J. Colony, Shakur Pur, Delhi and Om Prakash aged 19 years S/o Ganga Sagar, R/o H.No.257, J.J. Colony, Shakur Pur, Delhi, the staff of Police Station Saraswati Vihar, North West District has solved a case of robbery.

INCIDENT
  
     On 13.10.08 at about 9.30 pm, complainant Sh Rajeev Kumar S/o Budh Singh, R/o        H.No.602, Sec-9, R.K. Puram, New Delhi, working as ECG technician in the prestigious AIIMS hospital was standing on the main road near Britannia flyover waiting for an auto rickshaw to go to his in-laws home at Mukharjee Nagar. Four young boys in the age group of 18 to 20 years came there, out of them one strangled the complainant by putting his belt around the neck of the complainant, the other one took out a knife and robbed the purse of the complainant containing Rs. 900/- and some documents. The third person took out the mobile phone of the complainant from the pocket of the shirt of the complainant and ran away. The complainant reported the whole incident to the police men patrolling in the area on the motorcycle. One of the robbers was apprehended by the police with the help of complainant while he was running after committing robbery. A button actuated knife and robbed purse of the complainant with Rs. 900/- and documents were recovered from the apprehended robber Jamil @ Balwa. The Second robber Om Prakash who had strangled the complainant with his belt was also arrested with two mobile phones which they had looted/robbed from Punjabi Bagh area. A case vide FIR No. 645/08 dated 13.10.08 u/s 392/307/411/34 IPC and 25/27 Arms Act was registered in this regard at PS-Saraswati Vihar, Delhi.

INTERROGATION & MODUS OPERNDI

During the course of interrogation Jamil @ Balwa and Om Prakash admitted that they along with their two associates Sajid and Chhotu of H-Block, J.J. Colony Shakurpur, Delhi had robbed the complainant Rajeev. Arrested accused Jamil @ Balwa has previous criminal record in PS-Saraswati Vihar.
