INTER-STATE AUTO LIFTER CUM ROBBER GANG BUSTED AFTER BRIEF ENCOUNTER: SIX MOTORCYLCES, FIRE ARMS AND FORGED 

DOUCMENTS RECOVERED . 

INTRODUCTION

With the arrest of two persons namely i) Ravinder Singh @ Ravi @ Buddha S/o Sh. Chattar Singh and ii) Sandeep Rathi @ Bholu, s/o Satbir Singh, both r/o  Bahadurgarh, Haryana, the Crime Branch has busted an inter-state racket of robbers cum auto lifters, who used to prepare forged documents of the vehicles.  The Police team has also recovered 6 stolen motorcycles, 1 high quality pistol of .32 bore and 3 .32 bore live cartridges.  

INCIDENT, TEAM & INVESTIGATION : 

In the recent past there was a spurt in the cases of armed robberies and murders in the capital. In view of this the Anti Robbery Cell, Crime Branch was assigned the task of finding out the gangs involved in such crime in the recent past.  A special team was constituted consisting of SIs Kuldeep Singh, Rajpat, HCs Pramod, Raj Kumar, Sunil Kumar, Rajbir Singh Laxman, Suresh, Cts. Surender Anand and Rajesh led by Inspr. Akashay Kumar under the close supervision of Sh. Sanjay Tyagi, ACP/Anti Robbery.

The team fanned out to different placed of Districts Bahadurgarh, Jhajhar and Sonipat in Haryana.  In the meanwhile the team received a secret information that notorious ‘Dheelu’ gang of Bahadurgarh, Haryana is actively involved in these crimes in Delhi. The information was further developed and on 18.5.08 another information was received to the Police team that two young boys of Dheelu gang namely Ravinder Singh @ Ravi @ Buddha and Sandeep Rathi @ Bholu will come from Surajkund side and will go towards Mehrauli to commit some crime in Delhi and they will be carrying firearms as well.  Immediately a trap was laid near Dr. Karni Singh Shooting Range Road, Tuglakabad, Delhi.  At about 4.50 p.m. a motorcycle was noticed by the team which was coming from Surajkund.  The motorcycle was signaled to stop but instead of slowing down the speed of the motorcycle the  duo tried   to escape from the spot leaving the motorcycle on the spot.  The pillion rider who was identified as Ravinder opened fire upon the police party which luckily didn’t hurt anyone.  The duo were overpowered by the police team, giving them no chance of escape.  On their personal search the police team recovered one .32 bore with three live cartridges from accused Ravinder.  Empty cover of the bullet which was fired by the accused Ravinder on the Police party was also recovered.  On verification the motorcycle it original number was found to be DL-7S-AU09112 while a fake No. HR-10J-4070 was affixed on it.  They have also prepared a forged R/C of the motorcycle which is reportedly stolen vide FIR No. 1110/07, PS Rohini, Delhi.

INTERROGATION

During the course of sustained interrogation they duo disclosed that they had been member of Dheelu gang and are involved in several cases of auto lifting and car jacking. They further disclosed that Jai Bhagwan @ Dheelu resident of Village Nilothi, Bahadurgarh is the kingpin of the gang.  He used to prepare the forged documents through his further conduits and also dispose the stolen vehicles. On their instance the Police team also recovered 5 more stolen motorcycles.  15 cases have been solved from the arrest of the accused persons. 


A case vide FIR No. 270/08 at PS Sangam Vihar, Delhi has been registered against them.  Sandeep @ Bholu is also found involved in a rape case. 


Further investigation is underway.

10 Gm Cocaine & 400 Gm  OF HEROIN  SEIZED –  Four (4) ARRESTED



Delhi Police Narcotics Branch, in three separate cases, arrested four drug traffickers, including two women,  and recovered 10 Gm Cocaine and 400 Gm of heroin from their possession. 



Secret information was received that two Nigerian drug traffickers are going to supply Cocaine in the area of South Delhi. Sh. Mahender Singh, ACP/Narcotics Branch and Inspector M.C. Katoch, S.H.O./P.S. Narcotics Branch deployed S.I. Satish Rana to develop the information and to strike at the right point of time. The surveillance brought results and it was learnt that two persons, namely Issac and Prince, will be coming to McDonald, near Satyam Cinema, Nehru Place Delhi to deliver a consignment of Cocaine. Immediately a raiding team under the supervision of S.I. Satish Rana was despatched to the spot and a trap was laid there. At about 6.20 PM the duo appeared at the spot. On positive identification by the informer the Narcotics Staff apprehended them.  During their search 5 gms of Cocaine was recovered from each of them (Total 10 Gm). The contraband was seized and a case FIR No. 54/08, u/s 21/29 NDPS Act, P.S. Narcotics Branch was got registered and the accused were arrested. 
The address and other details of the accused are as under: - 

Uzoigwe Okechukwu Isaac S/o Uzaicwqe r/o H.No.7, Olisa Street Okpanku, Alambra Nigeria presently residing in Mumbai, Aged 23 Years. 

He had come to India in February-2008 for a period of 1 month but he remained in India after the expiry of Visa to carry out his illegal activities in collusion with his associates. He has also been booked under 14 Foreigners Act for his illegal stay in India.

Ezeigbo Madubuchi Prince S/o Bzeigbo Madubuchi R/o H.No.24, Enugu Street, Alambra, Nigeria aged 22 years.

Presently residing in H.No. 1/51, Nirankari Colony, Mukherji Nagar Delhi..

He had come in India in December-2007 on a business Visa and wasresiding in a rented room in the area of Nirankari Colony. He was carrying on his illegal activities in the garb of a garments dealer. 

Investigations revealed that main king-pin of this Cocaine racket is one Morris who is based in Mumbai and supplying Cocaine through his associates all over India. All the three Prince, Isaac and Morris hail from the same place in Nigeria. Further investigation is continuing to apprehend Morris.

2nd Case:

In another case one Veena @ Seema @ Sheela w/o Late Ramesh Kumar r/o 2114/1-A, Prem Nagar, Patel Nagar, Delhi aged 38 years has been arrested by Metro Police at Welcome Metro Station and 300 gms of heroin was recovered from her possession which she had concealed under her clothes. The recovery of contraband was effected during her search by lady police at the entrance of the Metro Station. A case vide FIR No. 28/08 u/s 21 NDPS Act, PS Shastri Park, Metro was registered and investigation of the case has been transferred to Narcotics Branch.

The interrogation of the Veena revealed that she has earlier been arrested in a Narcotics case vide FIR No. 306/89 PS Patel Nagar. The interrogation of Veena is continuing which may reveal some more facts regarding the case.

3th Case:

In yet another case one Miraz @ Gudia w/o Late Mohd. Sharif, r/o Kot Mohalla, Bareilly aged 37 years has been arrested by Narcotics Branch near Sheila Cinema in Paharganj when she had come to deliver 100 Gms of Heroin. A trap had been laid on the basis of prior information that a resident of Bareilly would be coming to deliver heroin by Shramjivi Express and a team led by SI Satyawan apprehended Miraz on the pointing out by the informer as she was waiting to deliver the contraband. A case vide FIR No. 53/08 has been registered u/s 21 NDPS Act.

She has a prior record of being arrested for her involvement in Case FIR No. 2/03 of PS Narcotics in which she had been apprehended with 750 Gms of heroin. During the trial, she had been granted bail by the court but she had jumped bail and was declared a Proclaimed Offended in that case. During her interrogation she has revealed that she has been procuring the contraband from Rajasthan/Madhya Pradesh border and the sources have been identified as residents of Mandsaur. Further investigation is being carried out.

Action is also being taken against the landlord of the house where Prince was staying for not getting the tenant verified. The Narcotics Department on behalf of Delhi Police takes this opportunity to make an appeal to all landlords who may have let out their premises, especially to foreigners, to provide tenant information to their respective police stations, in order to avoid action against themselves.

BROTHER IN LAW OF DECEASED GIRL ARRESTED

On 13.5.2008 at 10.:15 AM  a call regarding two dead bodies one male and other female were lying  in Najafgarh drain near Sector-16B was received  in police post Dwarka.  At the spot two bodies i.e. one of male and 2nd of female were found lying.  The body of male was seen in gunny bag from the side of mouth up to knee and the female body was covered with a separate gunny bag.  Both the bodies were in decomposed condition and offensive smell was coming out of the bodies.  The bodies could not be identified as no eyewitness was available around the seen place. A case FIR No. 300/08 u/s 302/201/34 IPC was registered. 

 
  Since Delhi has a porous border, it has often been observed that criminals from nearby states throw the bodies in the outskirts/drains/rivers to avoid their identification. In this case also the main challenge was to identify the dead bodies which were in decomposed condition.  A team was constituted under the supervision of ACP/Dwarka and sincere efforts were made to identify the dead bodies.  During the search of decomposed dead bodies a love letter and some telephone numbers were recovered.  The investigation focused on these clues and inter-alia bodies were identified as of Rajkumar s/o Brij Pal r/o Village-Kotana P.S. Barot Distt. -Bagpat (about 22 years) and (2) Geeta D/O Murari Lal r/o Village Kotana P.S. Barot Distt. Bagpat (about 20 years).  Investigation was carried out from Village-Kotana, Bagpat, U.P. and it was revealed that Rajkumar and Geeta belong to the same caste and same Gottre and they loved each other. They eloped from their village about 3 months ago for the purpose of marriage as their families objected to their wedding.  Due to that the relatives of the Geeta were infuriated and they were in search of them.  At last they apprehended them at Meerut and brought them to Geeta’s brother in laws house at Dwarka Vihar Najafgarh, Delhi. Sanjay (Geeta’s brother in law) and Devender (Geeta’s uncle) tortured and pressurized them to live separately, but both of them refused. At last Sanjay and Devender Killed them on 10/11 night and threw their dead bodies near Najafgarh Drain.  Accused Sanjay has been arrested and Devender is still absconding.  The investigation of the case is in progress.

BADARPUR BLIND MURDER CASE SOLVED:

 ACCUSED ARRESTED



Delhi Police, South District has arrested one accused namely Rajiv; age 26 years S/o Madan Pal r/o Ganga Ganj Gharani P.S. Gosai Ganj, Distt. Kannauj, U.P. on 18.05.2008 involved in the murder of his cousin namely Harnath s/o Nekram r/o H. No. 310, Dhandan Mohalla, Kumahron wali Gali, Badarpur, Delhi reported vide FIR No. 261/08, dated 15.05.2008 u/s 302 IPC PS Badarpur.
INCIDENT 



On 15.05.2008, a PCR Call vide D.D. No. 30A was received at PS Badarpur informing about a foul smell coming out of a room in house No.   H. No. 310, Dhandan Mohalla, Kumahron wali Gali, Badarpur, Delhi.  The call was marked to SI Mukesh Kumar, who alongwith the staff reached at the spot.  The room was found locked from out side and a foul smell was coming out of the room.  The lock of the room was broken opened and it was found that a decomposed body of a 35 year old male with head injury on his back side, covered with a blanket was lying in the room.  The deceased was identified as Harnath s/o Nekram.  A case vide FIR No. 261/08, dated 15.05.2008 u/s 302 IPC PS Badarpur was registered and investigation taken up by a team under the supervison of Sh. Bhisam Singh, ACP/Sarita Vihar, headed by Inspr. V.P. Dahiya, SHO/Badarpur assisted by SI Mukesh Kumar, SI Hira Lal, ASI Jitender, HCs Rajbir, Satish and Cts. Sanjay & Akhilesh.

INVESTIGATION



During the investigation it was learnt that the deceased was selling helmets on pavements in Mohan Cooperative Industrial Area, Badarpur and had been living alongwith his wife and children.  The wife of the deceased and the children had gone to their native place in summer vacation.  It was also learnt that one Rajeev who is cousin of the deceased and was residing in the neighbourhood, who was frequent visitor to the house of the deceased and was not traceable since last 2/3 days.  The native address of the deceased was obtained and a police team was despatched to Kannauj.  Raids were conducted at Delhi and Kannauj at the possible hideout of the prime suspect.  On 18.05.2008, the suspect was apprehended from his native place.



On sustained interrogation, accused Rajeev disclosed that  about 5/6 months ago the deceased, his cousin had hired a bus for running it on contract.  He was employed as conductor on the bus.  He had been frequently visiting the house of the deceased and developed illicit relationship with his wife.  The accused had also tattooed the name of the wife of the deceased on his right hand which was objected to by the deceased.  The deceased scolded the accused and also told him to immediately vacate his rented accommodation in his neighbourhood.  The deceased also withheld the salary of the accused which had amounted to around Rs. 7-8 thousand.  Due to unemployment, the accused left Delhi for his native place.



On 13.05.2008, the accused who had recently come back from his native place in search of job came to the deceased.  He also demanded his dues from the deceased which led to a verbal duel between the two.  The accused gave multiple blows to the head of the victim which resulted in skull fracture.  After assuring that he is dead, the accused covered the body of the deceased with a blanket, locked the door and left for his native place.         


Further investigation is in progress.

FOUR AUTO LIFTERS ARRESTED  

TEN  VEHICLES RECOVERED 



Staff of Operation Cell/West District Police has busted an interstate gang of autolifters and illicit liquor smugglers who were using the stolen luxury cars in this business. They have been arrested vide case FIR No. 208 dated 18.5.08 u/s 78/61/1/14 Excise Act & 41.1(d) CrPC, P.S. Paschim Vihar, Delhi.

1. Avtar Singh @ Vicky (24 years) s/o Tarsem Singh r/o F-200, Vishnu Garden behind Bhatla Sahib Gurudwara, Delhi.

2. Ravinder Singh @ Ravi (24 years) s/o Mewa Singh r/o Gali Kulfiwali, Madrasi Colony, Dharam Puri, Tilak Nagar, Delhi.

3. Kewal Singh @ Tillu (35 years) s/o Ashok Kumar r/o Gali No.4, Arya Nagar, Balore Road, Bahadur Garh, Haryana.

4. Gaurav Joshi (28 years) s/o Narender Prasad Joshi r/o House behind SDM Court, Upper Chamoli, Distt Chamoli, Uttranchal.

INCIDENT



On 18.5.08, a secret information was received by Ct. Saji E.J. and Ct. Satbir Singh, Special Staff of West District that notorious auto lifters and liquor smugglers would carry huge quantity of liquor in a stolen Qualis car bearing No. DL-3CR-3863 from Gurgaon to Rani Khet (Uttranchal) today and will pass via outer Ring Road from Janak Puri towards GTK Bypass between 3.30 PM to 5.00 PM. This information was conveyed to Sh. Subey Singh, ACP /Operation Cell. On this a team under the overall supervision of Sh. Sube Singh Yadav, ACP/Operation Cell headed by Inspr. Hari Ram Malik, Inspr. Anti-Santching Cell comprising of SI Dilip Kaushik, Head Constable Dilbag Singh, Ct. Satbir Singh, Ct. Shaji E.J., Ct. Surjeet Singh and Ct. Giri Raj Singh. The team laid a trap at outer Ring Road near ‘Pick N Drive’ Petrol Pump Paschim Vihar. At about 4.00 PM, Qualis No. DL-3CR-3863 coming from Janak Puri side was stopped for checking but the driver & three persons inside the car tried to speed away. The staff present apprehended them. On search of the vehicle, 1160 bottles of illicit liquor ‘STAR ONE’ Brand XXX Rum was recovered from the vehicle. On asking to produce the papers of vehicle, they failed to do so. On enquiry, the actual number of vehicle was found to be DL-9CG-1681 and reportedly stolen from the area of P.S. Sarojni Nagar vide FIR No. 484/07 u/s 379 IPC. Hence, the case was registered vide FIR No. 208/08 u/s 78/61/1/14 Excise Act, Police Station Paschim Vihar.



On sustained interrogation they disclosed that they have stolen 9 more vehicles including 2 Wagon-R, 2 Maruti-800 cars, one Indigo, one Varuna, 2 motorcycles and one TSR from the different areas of Delhi & Gurgaon and these vehicles have been recovered at their instance.  They further disclosed that one person by name Gurdev @ Bunty  who is brother of Avtar Singh @ Vicky is also involved with them in committing these offences.  Gurdev @ Bunty is previously involved in 7 cases of auto lifting and is absconding at present.

PROFILE

Kewal Singh @ Tillu (Haryana) is previously involved in two cases of auto lifting one at Police Station Rohini and one at P.S. City Bahadur Garh. Similarly, Avtar Singh @ Vicky is also found involved in two cases of auto lifting in Rajasthan. Accused Ravi is found involved in two cases of auto lifting one at P.S. Prashad Nagar and one at PS Tilak Nagar. The members of this gang are stealing the vehicles by using drill machine and they used to transport illicit liquor from Gurgaon to Utranchal (Nanital, Ranikhet, Chaomli etc.) in these vehicles with fake number plates. In case vehicle with liquor is checked at any police picket or Naka, they used to abandon the vehicle and run away.   Since the vehicle used to be stolen one, it becomes difficult for police to locate them and apprehend them.

MYSTERY OF KIDNAPPING – CUM – BRUTAL MURDER OF A LITTLE GIRL SOLVED – ONE ARRESTED



With the arrest of Smt. Parveen aged 30 years w/o Mohd. Arif @ Guddu r/o Jhuggi E-44/B-236, New Seema Puri, Delhi, North East District police has solved a kidnapping-cum-brutal murder of a little girl aged 6 years.

Team & Incident


A team consisting of Inspr. H.S.P Singh SHO/Seema Puri, Inspr. Law & Order S.P. Rawat, SI Rakesh Kumar, ASI Shahid Khan, ASI Krishan Pal, W/ASI Pushpa and Ct. Sukhbir was constituted under the supervision of Shri Rajesh Dev, ACP/Seema Puri, Delhi.



On 15.05.08, one Aziz s/o Sakur r/o Jhuggi E-44/A-94, F Block, New Seema Puri reported that he is engaged in the packing of motor parts at Jama Masjid.  His daughter Shabana aged 6 years was missing since the night of 13.05.08.  He suspected that someone had kidnapped her.  Subsequently, a case of kidnapping was registered at PS Seema Puri, Delhi and investigation was taken up. 

Investigation & Interrogation.

During investigation, a police team consisting of above mentioned officers was constituted under the supervision of Shri Rajesh Dev, ACP/Seema Puri. Hue and cry notice was issued and wide publicity was made in the surrounding areas.  On the very next day, i.e. 16.05.08, a PCR call was received through complainant that his daughter Shabana has been murdered at Kabristan, F-Block Jhuggi, New Seema Puri.  The police team immediately rushed to the spot and found that the dead body of a little girl which was partially dumped in the soil.  The dead body was seen by some boys who were playing cricket in the kabristan.  The dead body was identified by the complainant Aziz as of his daughter who had reportedly been kidnapped in the night of 13.05.08.  There was no injury mark on the dead body but it was without underwear which created suspicious of her rape.

The postmortem of the deceased girl was conducted at GTB Hospital.  As per report of autopsy surgeon, it was revealed that no rape has been committed with the girl and there were some foreign material surrounding the lungs. It gave the clue that someone had tried to divert the investigation of police and some deep conspiracy might involve in this case.  The deep interrogation was conducted with the relatives of thee deceased.  During cross-question of elder sister of deceased, it was revealed that her first mother Parveen had told not to be so emotional about her kidnapping and wait for her end.  

Thereafter, Parven was put on sustained interrogation.  Initially, she did not disclose anything but soon she broke out and disclosed that she was married with Aziz in the year 1992 and there were four children including two daughters and two sons from this wedlock.  In the year 1996, she took divorce and got married with one Mohd. Arif @ Guddu.  Mohd. Arif was involved in some criminal cases of PS Seema Puri and about 6 months ago, he went to judicial custody and thereafter, Parveen came back to her mother’s house at New Seema Puri and again tried to develop relations with her first husband Aziz.  Aziz had already got married with one Nahida in the year 2001 and there was one daughter Shabana from this wedlock but in the year 2005, Nahida expired due to illness and since then, Aziz was living with his children.  Parveen always remained annoyed with her step daughter Shabana and usually beat her on which Aziz scolded her and about 15 days ago, he told her that he would bequeath all his property to Shabana.  So, Parveen decided to eliminate Shabana as she could not tolerate that property to be got her step daughter.  

On the night of 13.05.08, she accompanied Shabana to Kabristan, New Seema Puri while she was playing near Nurur Islam Madarsa Masjid, Jhuggi F-Block New Seema Puri.  Then, she put some soil on her mouth and pressed her mouth with her hand due to which Shabana suffocated and died. Then, she put out her panty and placed it under her body so that on recovery of her dead body, anybody suspects of her murder after rape.  Then, she partly dumped the dead body and covered the remaining body with a cardboard. 

On her disclosure, she has been arrested in this case.

ORDER


Whereas the area known as Patiala House Court Complex, New Delhi in the area of Police Station Tilak Marg, together with its surrounding roads including court complex, Judicial lockup, Prosecution Branch Offices, Lawyers chambers are busy places due to functioning of the various Courts, movements of litigants and Advocates.

2.

And whereas reports have been received indicating that such conditions now exist that unrestricted holding of public meetings, processions/demonstrations etc. in the above area is likely to cause obstruction and inconvenience in the smooth functioning of the Hon’ble Courts and disturbance to the litigants and Advocates.

3

And whereas it is necessary to take speedy measures in the safety and smooth functioning of courts.

4. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by Section 144 Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New  Delhi`s Notification No.U-11036/3/1978 (i)-UTL, 1.7.1978.  I, Yudhbir Singh Dadwal, Commissioner of Police, Delhi do hereby make this written order prohibiting:-

i) the holding of any public meeting;

ii) assembly of five or more persons;

iii) carrying of fire-arms, banners, placards, lathis, spears, swords, sticks, brickbats etc.;

iv) shouting of slogans;

v) making of speeches etc.;

vi) processions and demonstrations; and

vii) picketing or dharnas in any public place 

within the area specified in the schedule and site plan appended to this order without a written permission.

5.

This order shall come into force with effect from 21-05-2008 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. upto 19.07.2008 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

6.

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

7.
