THHEE DESPERATE  BURGLARS ARRESTED: FOUR CASES WORKED OUT


With the arrest of three persons, namely 1.) Mohit @ Chikna s/o Ashok Kumar, 2). Manoj Kumar s/o Ram Pratap, 3). Anil @ Pilia s/o Shiv Shankar; Outer District Special staff has busted a gang of  Burglars operating IN Rohini and adjoining areas and has worked out as many as four cases of Night Burglaries and recovered the Stolen articles. 

BRIEF FACTS


On 17.10.07, at about 07.00 PM, secret information was received by the special staff of Outer District that three persons, who are having stolen property with them, would be passing from sector- 5, Rohini, near Rithala Metro Station. On receiving the tip. A raiding party comprising of HC Rishi Ram, HC Yogesh Kumar, CT Surender and Ct Rajesh of Special Staff was constituted under the supervision of ACP Operation /Outer District ,Sh.P.S. Rana and the raiding party apprehended three persons namely Mohit, Manoj & Anil @ Pillia with stolen property in their possession . On interrogation, it was found that they had been earlier also arrested in different cases at various police stations. All the three were arrested vide DD No. 35 u/s 41.1(d) Cr.PC dated 17.10.2007, PP Vijay Vihar, PS Rohini, Delhi.  

MODUS OPRANDI:  Accused persons used to roam in the residential localities during day period in search for  houses which are locked for days which indicates that  house owner is not present and house is locked for days . They would see  dust on corridor main doors, locks. During night they use to enter in the house by break opening the lock or window, ventilation etc. ,whichever mode they find easy. After entering  the house they use to ransack the house and took away cash, jewellery, electronics items, costly clothes . They  use to keep specially designed iron rod, hooks nails for purpose of break opening the locks ,iron grills etc . 

PROFILE :-   All the three persons are residents of Jhuggi Lawrence Road ,Near Railway Phatak ,Keshav Puram . They are school dropouts. Parents are daily wage laborers. They use to roam in street aimlessly while parents went o work. During this they got this idea of making easy money and formed a gang  breaking tools and started committing Burglaries . They were previously also arrested in cases of House theft .

Vivek Vihar and case FIR No.345/2005 dated 17.8.2007 u/s 392/397/398/34 IPC, P.S. Vivek Vihar have been solved.
