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Three arrested for criminal breach of trust:-   Bara Hindu Rao police arrested three persons involved in misappropriation of 315 Kgs of steel utensils. According to DCP North office, complainant Nanak Chand, who runs a utensil shop in Darya Ganj, had loaded these utensils in the rickshaw-cart of one Niranjan Rai to be delivered at Rly booking office Pul Mithai station. These utensils were to be sent to Patiala. When the goods didn’t reach the destination the concerned party made enquiries. The complainant suspected Niranjan and lodged a complainant. After painstaking efforts it was found that Niranjan Rai & his associates identified as Pappu, and Illyas, had misappropriated the utensils instead of delivering at Rly station. The trio stand arrested. The misappropriated utensils have also been recovered at their instance. Investigation is in progress.

Proclaimed Offender arrested: - Chandni Chowk police arrested one Habib, 45 year R/o Shastri Park yesterday afternoon.  According to DCP/North office, he was declared as P.O. in an Arms Act case of P.S. Lahori Gate registered in the year 2004.  He was nabbed near the out gate of Town Hall in Chandni Chowk.

A team of officers of Special Cell led by Inspr. Manoj Dixit and Inspr. S.K. Giri under the supervision of Sh Sanjeev Kumar Yadav, ACP has apprehended a member of desperate interstate gang led by one Vinod Rana after a brief encounter. Arms and ammunition  have been recovered from his possession. A reward of Rs. 5000/- was declared on the arrest accused by MP Police.

An input was received in the Special Cell that  gang led by Vinod Rana is trying to spread its tentacles/bases in Delhi. The gang is involved in over 35 cases  of Kidnapping ,Murder  and extortion. A reward of Rs. 25,000/- had been declared by Madhya Pradesh Police for his apprehension. Sources were deployed to develop this information and on 19.05.08, specific information was received through one of the source that Vinod Rana along-with his associate, would come on a motor cycle to Gandhi Nagar to commit some crime and would pass through Kailash Nagar Pusta near Shamshan Ghat, Geeta Colony. A trap was laid on the Kailash Nagar Pusta at about 3:30 PM and two persons were spotted on a motor cycle and asked to stop but instead the gangsters started firing on police team. Police team also fired in self defence and to apprehend the gangster. One of them who was later identified as Rajneesh Singh Sengar @ Lal Singh @ Lal R/o Gwalior MP was overpowered while the other one managed to escape under the cover of fire. One  country made pistol along with one live cartridge was recovered from abovementioned accused and a case was registered under relevant sections of law  at PS Special Cell, Lodhi Colony, New Delhi. 

 
Some of the sensational involvements of Rajneesh Singh  Sengar @ Lal Singh @ Lal are  as under-


1. In the Month of December, 2004 Rajneesh Singh alongwith his associates on the directions of Vinod Rana killed Mahavir Khatik of Tinku Tomar Gang and threw his body in the area of PS Gohadh, Gwalior, M.P.  In this case his associates were arrested by police while he is absconding. 

2. In the month of May-June, 2006 he alongwith his associates murdered Malkhan Singh, an MLA of Aligarh.

3.  Vinod Rana’s  associate Manoj Rana @ Sonu was in Army and was posted in Akhnoor, J&K. Sonu took his friend from Jabalpur to Akhnoor and murdered him. He defaced his body, used his uniform and ID card to given impression that  Sonu has been killed. Manoj Rana then took official weapon Insas and ammunition and joined the gang of Vinod Rana. Manoj @ Sonu was murdered by Vinod Rana , Rajneesh and others as the latter developed illicit relations with Vinod Rana’s niece   and disposed his body in the area of PS Dhopur, Rajasthan.   

4. In the month of May, 2007 he alongwith Vinod Rana and others fired at Tinchu Gupta, a glass merchant as he refused to pay the extortion money. The gang wanted to spread terror amongst the businessmen of Murar, Gwalior.

5. In the month of March, 2008 he alongwith Vinod Rana and other were planning to commit dacotiy in Baherapur area in Gwalior when the police team raided there. He alongwith Vinod Rana managed to slip away after firing at police team.

6.  His role in the kidnapping of a Vice President of a Multi national drug manufacturing company from Gwalior , M.P. is being examined
     Further interrogation is in progress.

                           HIGH TECH SATTA RACKET ON IPL  T-20 BUSTED
 

Special Staff East District has busted a high tech cricket satta racket which was being run from House No. A-5, Gali No. 1, Old Arjun Nagar, Krishna Nagar, East District, Delhi during the Kolkata Knight Riders Vs. Rajasthan Royals match on 20.05.2008.  The police team has arrested two persons namely:-

1. Anil Gupta @ Anni s/o Tara Chand Gupta r/o A-5, Gali No. 1, Old Arjun Nagar, Krishna Nagar , Delhi. 

2. Sanjay Sharma s/o Madan Lal r/o E-108, Jhilmil Colony, Vivek Vihar, Delhi.

 

The Team recovered 24 Mobile Phones, One Lap Top with Hard Disk Recorder, Two voice recorders, One Colour T.V., and Registers. A case vide FIR No.200/08 dated 20.5.08 U/s 3, 4, 5, 9 Gambling Act, 1955 was registered at PS Krishna Nagar, Delhi in this regard.    

INCIDENT

 
On 20.05.08, a secret information was received to ASI Manoj Kumar of Spl. Staff, East District that some persons are accepting bets on Indian Premier League 2008 Series match between Kolkata Knight Riders and Rajasthan Royals  match at House No. A-5, Gali No. 1, Old Arjun Nagar,. Krishna Nagar, East District, Delhi On receipt of this information, a team was constituted under the supervision of Insp. Rajesh Kumar Incharge Spl. Staff, East Distt. Delhi comprising of S.I. Vinay Yadav, ASI Sukhbir Singh and ASI Manoj Kumar. The team without wasting time raided the premises at 9:20 PM on 20.05.2008  and apprehended above said two persons. They were caught engaged in attending telephone calls of their clients on mobile phones and maintaining the satta amounts into their pads and  simultaneously entering the data in their laptop through special software designed particularly for IPL Matches.   They were also watching the match on television and informing their clients accordingly.

MODUS OPERANDI

 
Anil Gupta along with Sanjay Sharma was running the Satta Racket with the Hi-Tech gadgets. They were receiving the phone calls of the clients and were recording the conversation in their Laptop with Hard Disk Recorder as well as feeding the data in their laptop through special software designed particularly for IPL Matches. They used to keep changing their operation base frequently thus avoiding detection. They used mobile phones to   operate   satta   on   cricket matches and used to record the conversation in Laptop, so that client cannot take benefit of doubt and backout later on.  Accordingly, they maintain data in their lap-top so that the amounts can be tallied lateron with figures in their notepads. At the time of raid, betting of worth one crore rupees had already taken place.  By going through data feeded in the laptop of previous 39 matches of IPL, it is revealed that betting of Rs. 30 Crore was taken place in the last month.

ORDER


Whereas a large number of commercial places/shops have come up in Delhi which are popularly known as Cyber Cafés and a large number of people visit them to use the facilities available in such places including e-mail facility.

2.
And whereas it has come to notice that certain criminal anti- social elements/ terrorists are using these facilities to mislead the security/ investigating agencies, create panic in the public, endanger the security of VVIPs and Govt. Institutions, help in the terrorist activities directly affecting the security of the State.  

3

And whereas it is necessary to take speedy measures in this behalf to prevent danger to human life or safety, to thwart/ prevent terrorist activities, which may affect the security of the State and disturbance of public order and tranquility.

4. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by Section 144 Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, New  Delhi`s Notification No.U-11036/3/1978 (i)-UTL, 1.7.1978.  I, Yudhbir Singh Dadwal, Commissioner of Police, Delhi do hereby make this written order for strict compliance by the owners of such Cyber Cafés in the entire GNCT of Delhi: -

a. prohibiting the use of Cyber Café by unknown person and whose identity has not been established by the owner of the Café;

b. maintaining a register for identity of the visitor/user;

c. make an entry in the handwriting of the visitor/user mentioning name, address, telephone number and identity proof.  The visitor/user shall also sign the register kept for this purpose;

d. the identity of the visitor/user shall be  established through identity card, voter card, ration card, driving licence, passport and  photo credit card  (any one of them);

e. activity server log should be preserved in main server and its record should be preserved for atleast six months;

f. if any activity of the visitor is of a suspicious nature the owner of Cyber Café will immediately inform the police station; and

g. record be maintained about the specific computer used by the person.

5.

This order shall come into force with effect from 26.05.2008 and shall remain in force for a period of 60 days i.e. upto 24.07.2008 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

6.

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

7.

As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte.  It shall be published for the information of public through Press and by affixing copies on the notice boards of the offices of all Districts DCsP, Addl. DCsP, ACsP, Tehsil offices, all Police Stations concerned and the offices of the NDMC and MCD.
