A Software Engineer masquerading as loan Agent arrested


AF& C Section of Economic Offences Wing, Crime Branch of Delhi Police has arrested Vivek Bhat (40 yrs) of I.P. Extn, Delhi who had duped Rs. 23 lacs, from one Mr. Vinay R.C. Iyer on the pretext of arranging loan amount Rs. 32 crores from one Australian Company. 

        The complainant Mr. Vinay R.C. Iyer, CEO, A & A Capital was introduced to one Vivek Bhat s/o JL Bhat r/o H-254, Rama Krishna Vihar, Society, IP Extn., Patparganj, Delhi for arranging funds to the tune of US$ 7.8 million (Rs. 32 crores). He was introduced as the agent of one Australian Company called Interworld PTY Ltd. A agreement was signed between the two, as per which Vivek Bhatt was to arrange the funds by 17.11.07 and the complainant paid Rs. 23 Lacs as advance to Vivek Bhatt vide two cheques. Vivek Bhatt also sent a master contract purportedly signed between A&A Capital the complainant company and Inter World PTY Ltd., Adelaide, Australia alongwith the e-mail.  


Despite several reminders, the payment never came but Vivek Bhatt kept on representing that the payment will come. To substantiate his claim he gave a swift advice to the complainant, which when presented in the bank by the complainant was found to be a fake document. To further deceive the complainant, Vivek Bhatt issued a cheque of Rs. 22 crores drawn on Dena Bank, Okhla, New Delhi, which was also dishonoured on presentation. The complainant therefore, were cheated of Rs. 23 Lacs in the name of arranging a loan of Rs. 32 crores. The Bank transaction has proved that Rs. 23 lacs were transferred from the account of complainant company A & A Capital to the account of the company of Vivek Bhat. 


The Australian company Inter World PTY Ltd. has also categorically stated that they have no representative /agent in India, they have not authorized Vivek Bhatt or anyone else to solicit business on their behalf and that the master loan agreement, loan approval letter, apology letter, which the Vivek Bhatt forwarded to A&A Capital are fake and forged and have not been issued by Inter World PTY Ltd. 

           The accused Vivek Bhat is a Software Engineer by profession and was arrested from IGI airport. During his interrogation his E mails and other relevant documents have been seized which proves the connivance of other co accused. The investigation of the case is in progress. Presently accused Vivek Bhat is in judicial custody.

MANIPURI YOUTH MUDER CASE SOLVED. TWO ACCUSED ARRESTED 


South-West District has solved a sensational case FIR No. 106/08 u/s 302 IPC, P.S. Jaffarpur Kalan, New Delhi in which unidentified dead body of a Manipuri youth was found near the pond of Village-Mundhela Kalan, New Delhi on 4.10.2008. Two accused Satender @ Tinu r/o Village-Jharoda Kalan, New Delhi, aged about 24-25 years and Devender @ Shooter r/o Village-Gawalda, P.S. - Israna Distt. Panipat, Haryana aged about 28 years have been arrested and the case worked out.


On 4.10.08 an information was received from PCR that a dead body was lying near the pond of village-Mundhela Kalan.  On spot inspection the head of the body was found smashed and a cartridge of fired bullet, both side covers of pistol butt and some hair were found nearby the body.  At some distance one magazine of 9MM pistol and two pairs of chapples were found near the road. The case was clueless and there was no clue about the identity of deceased and killers.  Considering seriousness of the case a team under the supervision of ACP/ Najafgarh was formed and sustained efforts were made to work out the case.  Since the place of occurrence was adjoing to Haryana border, it was apprehended that the killer must have come from Haryana side. On making enquiries from neighbouring police stations of Bahadurgarh and Jhajjar, it was revealed that on 3.10.2008 a double murder was committed in village-Chappar, Distt.-Jhajjar, Haryana in which fire arms were used.  In that case one of the accused Satender @ Tinu had provided vehicle and ammunition for the killings and he was arrested in the murder case of P.S. Jhajjar.  Though the present case had no apparent linkage with that case yet Satender @ Tinu was thoroughly interrogated in this case and initially he did not reveal any thing about this case.  However on checking of the recovered weapon it was found that the 9 MM pistol seized from his was without magazine and both sides of butt covers.  On checking particulars of the pistol the number matched with the number of magazine recovered at the spot and the butt covers found on the spot also fitted with the recovered pistol.  Thereafter joint interrogation was made by P.S. Jhajjar and P.S. Jaffarpur Kalan team and on sustained interrogation the accused Satender @ Tinu broke down and confessed the murder of Village-Mundhela Kalan. He disclosed that the deceased was O. Juge Singh @ Wongba Khummen and belongs to Kanglai Yawol Kanna Lup (K.Y.K.L.) organization of Manipur which is a Meitei terrorist group. He further revealed that he is doing business of teak wood and purchases teak wood from Assam and Manipur and supplies the same in Tamil Nadu.  Last year his truck was caught by members of KYKL and O. Juge Singh had extorted Rs. 8 Lacs from him for release of his truck. Since then he bore a grudge against him.

In the first week of September-2008 Satender @ Tinu contacted by one R.K. of K.Y.K.L. Manipur who introduced himself as deputy of O. Juge Singh and asked him to eliminate O. Juge Singh so that he could take his place in the organization.  R.K. offered him Rs. 10 lacs for this job to which he agreed.  He received Rs. 6 Lacs from R.K. and was to be paid the balance after the crime.  After negotiating the deal with R.K., Satender @ Tinu contacted one Narender of Village-Chappar, Distt. Jhajjar, Haryana, who had met him in Rohtak Jail while he was there in dacoity case. He hired Narender for this job, who further associated Pradeep @ Balli and Devender @ Shooter. However Narender had an old enimity with his neighbour in his village and wanted to kill them before doing the work of Satender @ Tinu. So Satender @ Tinu provided them his Santro Car and two weapons.  After committing double murder on 3.10.2008 in village Chappar,  Narender and his associates Pradeep @ Balli and Devender @ Shooter came to village Jharodha Kalan and stayed in the house of Satender @ Tinu.  On the same night Satender @ Tinu got a message from R.K. that O. Juge Singh was staying at Mukherjee Nagar. Accused Satender @ Tinu and R.K. met near Batra Cinema and went to the house where Juge Singh was staying. They picked up the deceased O. Juge Singh posing themselves as crime branch officials and brought them to the fields of Village Mundhela Kalan.  They ordered O. Juge Singh to get down from the car.  Sensing some trouble and apprehending danger to his life, O. Juge Singh ran towards the ponds, where he was overpowered and killed.  


Devender @ Shooter was arrested on the disclosure of accused  Satender @ Tinu and he is involved in several cases.  Efforts are being made to arrest absconding accused persons Narender, Pradeep @ Balli and R.K. of Manipur.  


Further investigation is on.

INCIDENT & TEAM


Mr. Pradeep Gupta reported that someone has burgled his company office running in the name and style of OM TRADING regarding advertising at T A-180/1, first floor, Tuglakabad Ext. New Delhi in the intervening night of 16-17/1 0108 and stolen 4 computer, 5 monitor, 5 Computer Processing Unit, 4 Close Circuit Camera, 1 Printer, 1 Baterry and one Scanner. On this complaint, A case vide FIR No. 23/08 U/S 457/380 IPC PS. Govindpuri was registered. A team of Police Personnel comprising Insp Mahender Singh, ASI Hazari Lal Ct Bhola No.2333/S0, Ved Singh No.1392/SD headed by Insp. Veer Singh, SHO / Govindpuri under the supervision of ACP/Kalkaji Sh. Rakesh Pawaria was prepared to solve the burglary. 

INVESTIGATION: Ct. Ved Singh got a tiff off about the criminals from the source developed under the Scheme of Eye and Ear Policy. On this secret information, a raid was conducted at the hide out place of criminals and apprehended the three suspected who admitted their involvement on interrogation and all the stolen articles were recovered from the receiver of stolen property namely Vikram Vaid @ Vikky on the instance of accused person. on sustained interrogation , he revealed the name of the Burglars and corroborated the version of accused persons. The company owner installed motion and sound sensitive CCTV cameras in his premises as a preventive measure to stop theft or burglary. On interrogation, the accused person disclosed that they are well aware about the new technology of CCTV security system and during committing theft when they realized that they have been caught in camera. Hence, they also stole the hidden cameras to destroy the evidence. The trio are expert in committing theft of computers and its accessories and further disclosed that they had also committed computers theft from the police station Kalkaji jurisdiction two times.

SENSATIONAL MURDER CASE OF SATYA DEV RATHI OF P.S. NANGLOI SOLVED.   FIVE ACCUSED PERSONS INCLUDING A LADY ARRESTED.   3 KNIVES, 2 MOBILE PHONES, BLOOD STAINED CLOTHES OF ACCUSED RECOVERED 



With the arrest of 5 accused persons namely (1) Arun Kumar Singh (2)  Krishna (3) Guddu  (4) Prithivi and (5) Smt. Rani, staff of PS  Nangloi, West Distt. have solved a sensational murder case of Satya Dev Rathi S/o Sh. Balbir Singh, Aged 50 years registered vide FIR No. 610/08 , dated 18.10.2008 U/s 302 IPC , P.S. Nangloi, Delhi and recovered weapon of offence 3 knives, 2 mobile phones and blood stained clothes of accused persons from their possession.

INCIDENT AND TEAM  :


On 18.10.2008, at about 7.45 AM a call was received at P.P. Tikri Border P.S. Nangloi that a male dead body is lying in field of “Arhar” on Tikri Nizam Pur Road, Nangloi Delhi.  Staff from P.S. Nangloi immediately reached the spot and found a male dead body aged about 50 years in naked condition.  The pant, underwear and shoes were lying near the dead body and the dead body bore multiple injuries caused by sharp edged weapon on neck, face and head.  A waste cotton Dhoti piece was also lying under the dead body.  The dead body was later on identified as of Satya Dev Rathi S/o Sh. Balbir Rathi R/o Village Sankhol, P.S. Bahadur Garh Sadar, Distt. Jhajjar, Haryana.  The deceased was working in a factory known as K.N. Enterplast Pvt. Ltd. Plot No. 2205, 2206, MIE, Bahadurgarh, Haryana as Supervisor and he was also retired from Indian Air-force.  On this a case vide FIR No. 610/2008, dated 18.10.2008 U/s 302 IPC was registered at P.S. Nangloi and investigation was taken up by Inspr. Samay Singh, SHO/ P.S. Nangloi, Delhi.  

 
A team consisting of Inspr. Samay Singh, SHO/P.S. Nangloi, SI Om Parkash, I/C P.P. Tikri Border, HC Ram Niwas, HC Hattu Ram, HC Vijay Kumar, and Const. Satish was formed under the close supervision of Sh. Tej Pal Nagar, ACP/Vikas Puri.   The team inspected the scene of crime minutely and found that the deceased was taken to the field by somebody known to him.  Enquiries were conducted at the factory in Bahadurgarh where it came to notice that the deceased left factory around 5.30 P.M. on 17.10.2007. During enquiry at the factory, it also came to notice that the deceased had removed few employees in the near past for the various reasons.  All such ex-employees were interrogated and above mentioned five accused were caught.

INTERROGATION:

During sustained interrogation all the above five suspects broke down and confessed the crime.  They were arrested in the above said case. On their interrogation, it is revealed that Arun Kumar Singh  who was working in this factory  had developed affairs with Smt. Rani, another employee in the factory.  The deceased Rathi removed Arun Kumar Singh as he was not able to perform his duties peroperly and was seen more busy with Smt. Rani.  Arun Kumar Singh also wanted to marry with Smt. Rani.  Sh. Rathi had also removed Krishna, Guddu and Pritihivi from the factory as they were found working after consuming liquor in the factory.  All these persons blamed Sh. Rathi for their removal from the factory.  They hatched a conspiracy to take revenge and kill Sh. Rathi.  It is also revealed that Sh. Satya Dev Rathi was also having inclination towards Smt. Rani subsequently.  Arun Kumar Singh took Smt. Rani into confidence for eliminating Mr. Rathi.  As per plan, Smt. Rani called Shri Satya Dev Rathi on 18.10.2008 on the day of “KARVACHOTH”  in the evening  near the old Godown of Mr. Kuldeep Singh Dalal in Village Tikri Kalan.  Subsequently, Satya Dev Rathi took Smt. Rani in the field and put off his clothes.  The other four accused persons hiding nearby immediately attacked on Rathi.  They stabbed him brutally with a knife on the face, neck and head and absconded from the spot after leaving him there. Shri Satya Dev Rathi  died on the spot and subsequently, his body was found in the morning.  Weapon of offence three knives, blood stained clothes of accused persons and 2 mobile phones of Arun Kumar Singh and Smt .Rani used in the crime have been recovered from their possession. 


Further investigation is in progress. Staff involved in the good work is being rewarded suitably.

Since a third accused Anil @ Kale was also wanted, police teams were formed and fanned out to suspected hideouts.  One of the police teams constituted got further success when it arrested the absconding accused Anil Kumar @ Kale s/o Ajit Singh r/o East Mehram Nagar, N. Delhi on the intervening night of 20/21 Oct.   With the arrest of the third accused, the case is now completely solved.

Anil was arrested from Mahipalpur Bus Stand on a tip off, when he was returning from Riwari after visiting one of the relatives.

After his arrest, Anil @ Kale was also subjected to sustained interrogation.  It was Anil @ Kale who shot dead K.T. Shameer with a country made pistol in the taxi.  The country made pistol used in killing of the deceased K.T. Shameer has also been recovered from Anil.  Besides this, one knife, one of the two mobile phones of the deceased and cash worth Rs. One lakh and fifty six thousand withdrawn by the accused persons from the Debit Card of the deceased from different ATMs in Delhi has also been recovered.   Further investigations are going on in the case.
