SENSATIONAL 2 MURDER CASES WORKED OUT: 4 ARRESTED

With the arrest of Rajeev Kumar Rai (Age-20Yrs.), Ashwani Gupta @ Sonu (Age-19 Yrs.), Deepak Yadav @ Babu (Age-22 Yrs.) and Anil Dubey @ Pandit (Age-23 Yrs.) Outer District Operation Cell has solved two sensational & brutal blind murder cases. One case of attempt to murder, one case of house robbery, one case of house burglary have also been worked out. Weapons of offences i.e. two sophisticated 7.65mm English pistols, two country made pistols of 315 Bore and 05 live cartridges of 7.65mm and two live cartridges of 315 bore were recovered from their possession. 

BRIEF FACTS:

On 14.02.10 at about 9.15pm a PCR call was received at PS K.N. Katju Marg that 3-4 boys had fled away after firing at a person at G-9/91, Sec-16, Rohini, Delhi. On reaching the spot it was found that some unknown assailants have brutally murdered one Davender @ Bantoo, a cloth merchant at his residence-H. No. G-9/91, Sec-16, Rohini, Delhi with gunshot injuries. Immediately a Special team of Police officers of Operation Cell including SI Jasmohinder Chaudhari, SI Deepak Malik, SI Sanjay Gade, HCs Surender Dahiya, Rajesh Singh, Rohtash Singh, Suresh, Yogesh, Cts. Pawan, Surender,. Hari and Sandeep under the leadership of Inspr. Puran Pant was constituted under the supervision of Ved Prakash, ACP/Ops. The team inspected the Scene of Crime and interrogated many persons including relatives of the deceased and deployed sources. The dedicated team members spent sleepless nights and left no stone un-turned to workout the case. During the investigation it was revealed that deceased Davender @ Bantoo used to consume liquor and had played cards with some persons on that evening. He had come to his house at about 08.00 PM along with 04 persons and had played cards with them. About 30 minutes later, he was shot dead by the assailants. The culprits had escaped from there but were seen by the daughter of the deceased. One of them was called as Sonu by the others and he was reportedly wearing a ring in one of his ears. 

Efforts were made to establish the identity of those persons and finally the team had succeeded in apprehending the culprits.

APPREHENSION AND CASES WORK OUT:


On 21.02.10 at about 12.20 pm on receipt of specific information by HC Surender Dahiya regarding gathering of culprits at S Block, MCD Park, Mangol Puri, Delhi, the team immediately swung into action and laid a trap at the place of information. At about 01.50pm the team apprehended the culprits. Deepak Yadav @ Babu took out a pistol and tried to cock the same but was overpowered by HC Surender Dahiya and   HC Suresh. Further one pistol with two live cartridges from Anil Dubey @ Pandit, one country made pistol with one live cartridge  from Ashwani Gupta and one country made pistol with one live cartridge from  Rajeev Kumar Rai were also recovered. Accordingly all four were arrested vide case FIR No. 66 /10 dated 21.02.10 u/s 25/27/54/59 Arms Act registered at Police Station Mangol Puri, Delhi.  

With the arrest of them the following cases were worked out:

1. FIR No. 28/10 u/s 302 IPC registered at Police Station K. N. Katju Marg, Delhi

On sustained interrogation it has been revealed that they had committed the brutal murder of Davender @ Bantoo on 14.02.10 at his house at Sec-16, Rohini, Delhi, after altercation withDeepak Yadav @ Babu with Davender @ Bantoo while gambling with playing cards. Deepak Yadav @ Babu fired three rounds from his 7.65 mm pistol on Davender @ Bantoo.  

2. FIR No. 25/10 dated 23.01.10 u/s 302 IPC registered at Police Station Mangol Puri, Delhi.

Further, it has also been revealed  that on 23.01.10 at about 8.30 pm Deepak Yadav @ Babu and Anil Dubey @ Pandit were passing through a narrow street at Mangol Pur Kalan, Delhi on their motor cycle. One person (Now deceased, identified as Gyanender Singh s/o Sukhjeet Singh r/o 403/492, Mangol Pur Kalan, Delhi) stopped them and objected their passing through the street, as the same was not a through fare. On which they both got anguished, started quarrelling with him and Deepak Yadav @ Babu fired two rounds at the victim’s  back from his English pistol, resulting in death of the victim. They both fled away from the spot while threating the eyewitnesses not to follow them.

3. FIR No. 435/09 dated 27.12.09 u/s 307/34  IPC & 25/27 Arms Act at Police Station Mangol Puri, Delhi

On 27.10.09 at about 6.45 pm one Ravi r/o E-2/140,  Sultan Puri, Delhi who was at CNG Pump, near Mangol Puri flyover with his Wagon-R car received a call on his mobile from Rajeev Kumar Rai to come at Kuda Khatta, Near Kali Mata Mandir, B Block, Mangol Puri, Delhi as he had some urgent work with him. At about 07.00 pm, Ravi reached at Kali Mata Mandir B Block, Mangol Puri, Delhi, where Rajeev Kumar Rai was already there with Deepak Yadav @ Babu and Anil Dubey @ Pandit. All three got into his car. Deepak Yadav @ Babu and Anil Dubey @ Pandit were having weapons. Deepak Yadav @ Babu immediately fired on him. As he tried to run away to save himself, Anil also fired on him, with intend to kill him. However Ravi managed to escape. About a year back a quarrel had occurred between Ravi and parents of Deepak Yadav @ Babu, and since then Deepak Yadav @ Babu was having enmity with Ravi. Accordingly a case registered vide FIR No. 435/09 dated 27.12.09 u/s 307/34  IPC & 25/27 Arms Act at Police Station Mangol Puri, Delhi has been solved
4. FIR No. 376/09, dated 22.07.09 u/s 392/394/342/34 IPC PS Rohini, Delhi.

 On 22.07.09 at about 11.30 am Deepak Yadav @ Babu with his associate entered the first floor of H. No. E-19/114, Sec-3, Rohini, Delhi to commit robbery. Both were armed with fire arm weapons. A lady namely Prema Devi Gupta was preparing food in Kitchen. Both overpowered the lady and pushed her on the bed and covered her face with towel.  After beating the lady they obtained keys and fled away with cash amount of Rs. 3 lacs & Jewellery worth lacs of rupees. Accordingly a case registered vide FIR No. 376/09, dated 22.07.09 u/s 392/394/342/34 IPC PS Rohini, Delhi, has been solved.

5. FIR No. 13/09 dated 10.01.09 u/s 457/380 IPC PS Sultan Puri, Delhi 

On 10.01.09, Deepak Yadav @ Babu and Anil Dubey @ Pandit entered the house at C-1/57, Krishna Vihar, Sultan Puri, Delhi, after breaking the locks and took away cash of Rs. 25,000/- and Jewellery worth lacs of rupees and some credit cards. Credits cards were later used and an amount of Rs. 2 lacs was taken out with the help of credit cards. Accordingly a case FIR No. 13/09 dated 10.01.09 u/s 457/380 IPC PS Sultan Puri, Delhi, has been solved. 

PROFILE:

1.  Rajeev Kumar Rai s/o Bhuvneshwar Rai r/o E-1/28, Sultan Puri, Delhi (Age-20 Yrs.).  He studied upto 10th standard. He is previously involved in case FIR No. 435/09 u/s 307 IPC, PS Mangol Puri, Delhi. Recently released from Jail on 12.02.10.

2.   Ashwani Gupta @ Sonu s/o Rameshwar Gupta r/o G-9/82, Sec-16, Rohini, Delhi (Age-19 Yrs.). He studied upto 9th standard. He is previously involved in case of  ITP Act of 2008 PS Prashant Vihar.

3.  Deepak Yadav @ Babu s/o Purshotam r/o F-2/429, Sultan Puri, Delhi (Age-22 Yrs.). He studied up-to 7th standard. Presently he resides at H. No. RZ-9J/131/230, West Sagar Pur, Delhi. He is previously involved in two cases of Arms Act. 

4.  Anil Dubey @ Pandit s/o Laxman Prasad r/o E- 5/55, Sultan Puri, Delhi (Age-23 Yrs.. He studied up to 10th standard. He is addicted to Ganja.

BRAVE HEART COP NABBED ARMED SNATCHER

A desperate criminal namely Rajesh Kumar s/o Kamaal R/o H.No. B-292, Nand Nagri, Delhi has been arrested by the staff of PS. Jagat Puri .

INCIDENT

On 20.2.2010, Ct. Kushal Pal, No. 1995/E was in patrolling in the area of his respective beat Chander Nagar Delhi. At about 2.20 pm he was present at Chander Nagar T-Point near Reliance Fresh, meanwhile he heard the noise of “chor chor” and two boys on a Black Pulsar Motor Cycle crossed him with a very high speed. Ct. Kushal Pal immediately chased them by his private motor cycle and also raised alarm. After chasing them Ct. Kushal Pal overtook them on his motor cycle near Ram Nagar Extension Laxmi Narayan Mandir and stopped them by hitting his M/Cycle. As a result santcher’s bike got slipped into side drainage. Kushal Pal’s M/Cycle also got badly damaged but the brave constable quickly got down of his motor cycle and grappled with the pillion rider snatcher. Meanwhile, the snatcher who drove the bike took out a loaded .315 country made pistol and pointed it at Kushalpal’s chest. The alert constable Kushal Pal lost no moment, he left the pillion rider and over powered the snatcher holding loaded katta. Ct. Kushal Pal showed with full bravery and turned snatcher’s hand towards back side and snatched the katta.  After seeing the bravery of Ct. Kushal Pal the second co-accused escaped from the spot. The name and address of the apprehended criminal is Rajesh Kumar s/o Kamaal R/o B-292, Nand Nagri, Delhi. Ct. Kushal Pal immediately informed in Police Station Jagat Puri regarding the incident.  On opening the said katta, one live cartridge was recovered from its chamber. During personal search of accused Rajesh Kumar, one live cartridge was also recovered from the pocket of his jeans trouser. Accused Rajesh Kumar besides in the snatching of chain in case FIR NO. 60/10 dated 20.2.10 u/s 356/379/34 IPC has also been arrested in case FIR No. 61/10 u/s 25/27/54/59 Arms Act and 506 IPC. 

INTERROGATION

Sustained interrogation of the said dreaded culprit revealed that he and his another associate have formed a desperate gang which has been indulging in violent crimes in the East District and its adjoining areas. He confessed that on 20.2.10 he along with his associate Dhananjay had snatched the chain of a lady near Reliance Fresh T-Point, Chander Nagar, Delhi. So, accused Rajesh was also arrested in case FIR No. 60/10 dated 20.2.10 u/s 356/379/34 IPC. He further confessed that he had committed Snatchings along with his said accomplice in the area of Jagat Puri, Delhi and at Loni, Ghaziabad, UP. He is a very desperate criminal commits crime like snatching while equipped with loaded Katta. They do not hesitate even to open fire at the victim, if any resistance is offered by public or Police. The gang prefers using Pulsar motor cycle to commit crime because it is convenient to move and run in narrow lanes/streets. One motor cycle Pulsar Black colour No. DL 7S BJ 6708 was used by them on 20.2.10 which has been recovered from him. Further interrogation is being carried out. The said associate of accused Rajesh Kumar has been absconding but his possible hideouts have been identified and raids are being conducted to apprehend him soon.

PROFILE OF BRAVE CONSTABLE KUSHAL PAL 

He was enlisted in Delhi Police in 1988. By now he has earned commendation certificates for good works and commendable works. In 2001 while posted at PS. Civil Lines, in North District, he played a pivotal role in apprehending notorious criminal Ghanshyam who had shot dead (Late Shaheed SI Vinod Kumar Yadav). Ct. Kushal Pal has been instrumental in the nabbing of an Auto-Lifter gang and recovery of 18 Motor Vehicles when he was posted in PS. Kashmere Gate of North District. He was declared best Beat Constable of P.S Kashmere Gate for the above remarkable work.
