· Gang of highway robbers and auto-lifters busted by Crime Branch.

· They have committed 4 robberies recently in Delhi.

· Robbed Santro car, jewellery, firearm & belongings of victims recovered.

· They confined victims in their cars and would withdraw money from ATMs.

· Call centre Manager, MNC employees among their victims.

The Crime Branch has arrested two highway robbers and autolifters for committing highway robberies.  The gang was active in Delhi since January 2008. Their names and addresses are as under:-

1. Govardhan alias Manoj Sharma alias Rahul Sidhu s/o Major Singh r/o H. No. 981, Vishal Nagar, Pakhowal Road, PS Model Town, Ludhiana, Punjab. Age 32 years.

2. Aakash Bansal alias Binni s/o Prem Bansal r/o Present Add: H. NO. 1/14, Near Punjabi Tadka Restaurant, Sant Nagar, Burari, Delhi & H.No 409 Vill Bakner PS Narela Delhi. Permanent Add: Village Nangal Kala, PS Kundli, Sonepat, Haryana. Age 22 years.

MODUS OPERANDI     

The gang members used to roam in the evening in North & North-West areas of Delhi in their car and look out for a single person or a couple in a car with unlocked doors. After selecting their target, one or two members would enter the victim’s car quietly and overpower the occupants at gun point.  They would then take control of the car and frighten the victims with fake stories of serious crimes they had done.  They would force the victims to hand over all their valuables, debit/ATM cards, cash, cell-phone etc.  They would then drive around looking for ATMs and withdraw money using the victim’s debit/ATM cards.  After 2-3 hours, they would abandon the victim and the car, warning them again on gun-point not to inform the police.

THE INCIDENT


On the evening of 7.8.2008, 2 employees of Cadbury’s India were driving towards Hazrat Nizamuddin Railway Station in a Santro car.  Near Wazirabad, a gang of robbers hijacked their vehicle and forced them to drive through Lodhi Road, South Extension, Aurbindo Marg, etc.  They withdrew money from the victims accounts through ATMs and robbed them of all their valuables.  A team of Special Operations Squad of Crime Branch comprising of Inspr. Rajpal Dabas, SI Nirbhay Singh Rana, SI Surender Singh, SI Ravinder Kumar, HC Dinesh, HC Om Bir Singh, Ct. Kartar, Ct Rajinder, Ct. Harvinder Singh, Ct. Subhodh, Ct Rakesh and Ct. Sushil  was constituted under the  over all supervision of Sh. Udaiveer Singh Rathi, ACP/SOS./Crime Branch to work on this serious case and to nab the criminals. 

After over 2 months of painstaking efforts, on 22.10.2008, secret information was received by the team that some of the highway robbers would assemble  on Outer Ring Road near Nirankari Sant Samagam Burari, Delhi. Acting on this information, the SOS team apprehended two persons. One Santro car and gold ring were recovered from accused Goverdhan and one country made pistol .315 bore  and three rounds were recovered from accused Aakash Bansal. Cases vide  FIR No. 13 /08 u/s 411 IPC  & 14/08 u/s 25 Arms Act  have  been registered at PS Crime Branch Nehru Place Delhi.  During interrogation, the arrested persons have disclosed their involvement in the following cases:-

Accused Akash Bansal aged about 22 years and Govardhan aged about 32 years are school dropouts and belong to lower middle class families.  Akash Bansal was arrested once in a property related dispute in PS Mehrauli, New Delhi while Govardhan was arrested in M.V. theft case in Batala Punjab.  These days both were living together in a rented house at Sant Nagar near Timar Pur Delhi.  They have been spending the robbed money on their girl friends and on their easy lifestyle.


Accused persons disclosed that around 3 months ago, they entered into a Santro Car near Vijay Nagar T-Point and took the possession of the car.  They drove around in the car and robbed the victim of his gold ring, chain and Rs 5000/- along with his car (FIR No. 246 dtd 22.07.08 u/s 379 IPC PS Mukherjee Nagar).

After 8/9 days they, targeted a couple traveling in a car.  They entered into the car of the victim at red light Wazirabad and took the possession of the car.  They along with victims traveled in victims car and withdraw Rs. 8000/- using the girl’s ATM card and also took their personal belongings and mobile phone. (FIR NO. 389/08.08.08 U/S 365/392 PS Timar Pur).

Next, along with one of their associates namely Rana, they hijacked an Alto Car at red light Model Town and took the possession of the car at gun point. They withdrew about Rs. 35,000 from different ATMs and robbed a gold ring from the victim. (FIR No. 286/21/08/08 u/s 365/386 IPC PS Mukherjee Nagar).

About 15 days ago, alongwith one of their associates namely Prince, they got into a car near Jhandewalan and took the possession of the car.  They withdrew Rs. 14,000/- from victim’s ATM and also robbed him of his gold chain, wrist watch, gold ring. (FIR No. 208/21.10.08 u/s 365/392/34 IPC PS Karol Bagh)

About 50 grams gold ornaments were recovered at the instance of accused persons.  Efforts are on to nab the remaining members of the gang.

     On receiving of secret information, SI Dharam Pal along with a team of Police Officials in the leadership of Inspr. Meer Singh, SHO/Model Town under the over all supervision of Sh. D.K.S. Singh, ACP/Model Town, arrested four persons namely (1) Pawan S/o Ramesh, R/o Jhuggi No. 17-E-122, Pathar Wala Bagh, Wazirpur J.J. Colony, Delhi (2) Imran S/o Hasmat R/o 17-E-122, Pathar Wala Bagh, Wazirpur J.J. Colony, Delhi, (3) Laxman @ Vikas S/o Ramdhani, R/o E-223, Wazirpur J.J. Colony, Delh and (4) Sunil @ Suraj S/o Hari Chand, R/o Jhuggi No. J-2, Wazirpur J.J. Colony, Delhi and recovered two button actuated knives and one country made pistol from their possession. All the above mentioned accused persons were planning to commit dacoity in a bus. Two associates of the accused persons fled away from the spot. A case vide FIR No. 355/08 u/s 399/402 IPC has been registered at PS-Model Town in this regard.

     It is pertinent to mention that on 11.10.08, Ct. Krishan Pal No. 2155/NW apprehended one person namely Tayub S/o Mahawal Ali, R/o N-17/B-10, Wazirpur J.J. Colony, Delhi along with a button actuated knife. During the interrogation, it came to notice that he came here along with his 5-6 associates to commit dacoity in a bus. His associates had fled away on that day. A case vide FIR No. 340/08 dated 11.10.08 u/s 25/54/59 Arms Act was registered at PS-Model Town in this regard. A close surveillance was being done in the area after the arrest of Tayub S/o Mahawat Ali.
