With the arrest of two auto lifters namely Sandeep Kumar Verma (aged 19-years) s/o Nathu Ram Verma R/O H.No. 290 Pooth Kala Delhi and Ajay Sharma (aged 16-years) s/o Late Sh.. Chander Dev Sharma  r/o B-38 Rama Vihar, Delhi, the staff of A.A.T.S./North-West District Police has worked out 4 cases of auto theft of PS Sultanpuri/Outer District and recovered four stolen M/Cycles. 



On 21.10.07, a team comprising of ASI Surender Singh, Constables Satish Kumar, Sohan Pal Tyagi, Kuldeep and Manvir Singh led by Inspr. M.S. Malik, I/c A.A.T.S./NWD under the close supervision of Sh. Chandra Has, ACP/Operations/NWD was conducting vehicles checking in front of Bansal Plaza, Sector 16, Rohini, Delhi, when they noticed a motor cycle (Bajaj Discover) with defective number plate. The motorcyclist was signaled to stop and questioned about his identity and ownership of the motorcycle.  He introduced himself as ‘Sandeep Verma’ but he could not produce any ownership document of the vehicle.  On checking, the vehicle was found stolen from PS Sultan Puri, Delhi.  Hence he was booked vide DD No. 39 PP Sector 16 dt. 21.10.07 u/s 41.1(d) Cr.P.C. PS Prashant Vihar, Delhi.   On sustained interrogation, his other associate namely ‘Ajay Kumar’ was also arrested vide DD No. 27B dt. 23.10.07 u//s 41.1(d) Cr.P.C. PS Prashant Vihar, Delhi and motor cycle No. DL-4SBK-1308 (Discover) was recovered from his possession which was also found stolen vide FIR No. 1422/07 u/s 379 IPC PS Sultan Puri, Delhi.  On their disclosure and pointing out two more motor cycles bearing registration numbers DL-4S-AG-1557 (Passion) and  DL-7SH-8240 (Pulsur) were also recovered. HUGE QUANTITY OF  ILLEGAL CRACKERS SEIZED BY EAST DISTRICT POLICE.

 

East District police has seized 797 Kgs. of fire works/crackers illegally stored in the area of East District. 

INCIDENT

On 23.10.2007 S.I. Vijay Shankar, HC Vipin, Ct. Padam Singh and Ct. Arun Singh of P.S. Farsh Bazar were on  area patrolling duty.  At about 5.15 P.M. when they reached in Bara Bazar near Bansal Kachori Shop S.I. Vijay Shankar got information about illegal storage of crackers on ground floor of House No.401, Bada Thakur Dwara, Shahdara, Delhi.   S.I. Vijay Shankar alongwith the available staff constituted a raiding team and conducted a raid at the premises.  On ground floor of the premises they found a godown of steel vessels.  The raiding team entered the house and found  cardboard cases, plastic bags containing fire crackers stored in a room unauthorizedly.  All the illegally stored material has been seized. 
A case vide FIR No.301/2007 u/s 9B Explosive Act has been registered at P.S. Farsh Bazar and accused namely Mr. Vipin Kumar s/o Balkishan Das r/o H.No.401, Bada Thakur Dwara, Shahdara, Delhi has been arrested.

ASI Rajpal Singh alongwith staff conducted a raid at F-1/35, Krishna Nagar, Delhi and recovered a big plastic bag containing 95 Kgs. fire crackers without licence.    A case vide FIR No.503/2007 u/s 286 IPC and 9 B Explosive Act has been registered at P.S. Krishna Nagar and accused  Chander Prakash s/o Tara Chand r/o F-1/35, Krishna Nagar, Delhi has been arrested.
