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THREE MOTOR CYCLES RECOVERED

FROM A GROUP OF MINORS STOLEN FOR JOY RIDE.


South District Police has found three minors residing in Bapa Nagar, Lodhi Colony and Uttam Nagar area involved in Auto theft and recovered three stolen  motorcycles reportedly stolen from the area of P.S. Prasad Nagar, Mandir Marg and Karol Bagh. They were released to their parents after recovery of stolen motor cycles and a social and economic report regarding these minors was written in the Daily Diary in the police station and concerned police stations wherefrom motorcycles had been stolen have duly been informed. 

INCIDENT & TEAM. 


In view of the complaints of stealing of petrol from parked vehicles being received at P.S. Lodhi Colony, a team comprising SI Seema Singh, HCs Kanhiya Lal, Satender, Vinod, const. Manjit, Suresh and Asgar Ali under the supervision of Inspr. Rajender Singh, SHO, Lodhi Colony was constituted to apprehend the mischief mongers.  During  a trap laid by the beat staff during  early morning, a juvenile of the locality was apprehended while trying to open the petrol tank of a two wheeler.  During the counseling of the minor, it was learnt that he alongwith his friends were stealing motorcycles with the intention of joy ride and using the same for transportation purpose for going to their tuition classes and schools.  In order to ply the stolen motor cycles they used to steal patrol from the other vehicles parked in the area.

In one case of theft reported at P.S. Mandir Marg, one of the minors asked for a lift from a person having motor cycle.  The person from whom the lift was sought, told that he had to visit many places in Delhi and would be able to drop him at Karol Bagh after finishing his job.  The minor agreed.  He remained with the targeted person for two hours and when the person had to go upstairs in a building at Connaught Place, he tried to park the motorcycle on roadside but the shopkeeper objected so he handed over the key to the minor, who had won over his confidence by that time.  As soon as the person got inside the building, the minor decamped with the motorcycle.  In another incident one of the minors while coming back from a school in Bapa Nagar observed a motorcycle parked near to the school with the key in ignition.  The boy stole the key and went back to home and informed his other associate regarding procuring key.  When the motorcycle came next day at the school, the duo applied the original key and stole the motorcycle.  All the motorcycles recovered were affixed with fake number plates.


All the minors indulging in the incidents are studying in 10th class and come from lower middle class.  Father of two minors are running small shops in the areas of their residence.  The father of one of the minors is working as peon in Mausam Bhawan, Lodhi Road.

With the arrest of four persons namely Surender Kapoor, S/o M.L. Kapoor, Kiran Kapoor, W/o Surender Kapoor, Sunil Kapoor, S/o Ashok Kapoor all residents of C-19/G, Vijeta Vihar, Sec-13, Rohini, Delhi and Deepak, S/o Leela Dhar, R/o C-123, Gali No.4, East Azad Nagar, Delhi-51, the Anti Forgery Section of Economic Offences Wing, Crime Branch, has busted a gang of cheats who used to obtain bank loan by using the forged documents of the properties with the bank.

The case was registered on the complaint of Indian Overseas Bank, Karol Bagh Mrs. Kiran Kapoor prop. of M/s Radhaswami Trading House approached the bank in May 2003 for grant of over draft cash limit and LC limit. The bank extended over draft credit facility of Rs. 40 lacs and LC limit for import of Rs. 50 lacs (total Rs. 90 lacs) The bank collaterally secured the entire loan by mortgaging the residential property at 209, Gagan Vihar, ND owned by her husband Surender Kapoor and the personal guarantee of her nephew Sunil Kapoor. However when party defaulted and more thorough scrutiny of documents was conducted it was found that the documents are forged. 
During the course of investigation it was found that the accused persons have cheated different banks by way of using the same modus operandi. The proprietor of the firm Kiran Kapoor used to approach the bank while her husband Surender Kapoor and nephew Sunil Kapoor became guaranteers. The documents were in fact parallel sets of original papers of property owned by Surender Kapoor. These parallel sets were prepared by Deepak who is expert in copying signatures and writings. In all they have more than five cases against them in Delhi in which they have cheated the banks with similar modus operandi. 
Investigation of the case is in progress.

BANGLADESHI GANG OF BURGLARS BUSTED: THREE ACCUSED ARRESTED : STOLEN PROPERTY RECOVERED  
  

  

INTRODUCTION: 

With the arrest of a 3 person namely (1) Ramjan Ali @Babu, aged 21 years, S/o Muktesh R/o K-72 JJ, Colony, Wazirpur, Delhi, (2) Mohd Anwer S/o Mohd. Challu, R/o K-72 JJ, Colony, Wazirpur, Delhi and  (3) Mrs. Khadiya Sekh w/o Mohd. Munner r/o K-72, IIIrd floor, JJ, Colony, Wazirpur, Delhi the North West District Police has busted a gang of burglars and solved 9 cases of theft and burglary. The Police team also recovered 2 gold set, 2 diamond set, 1 cell phone and 1 wrist watch from their possession. 

  

INCIDENT & TEAM : 

  On 20.9.2008 complainant Sh. Nem Chaudhary r/o Phase-II, Ashok Vihar reported a burglary case in the Police Station Ashok Vihar.  He reported that on the night of 19/20-9-2008 while they were sleeping in their house at about 3.30 a.m. they found that the bolt of main door is closed from the outside.  He also reported that the grill of the window of a room was found removed.  On search of house they found that gold  jewellery, two cell phones and seven watches were found stolen. Accordingly a case of burglary was registered in the Police Station Ashok Vihar and investigation of the cases was entrusted to a special police team led by Inspr. Om Prakash, SHO/Ashok Vihar under the close supervision of Sh. R.C. Saini, ACP/Ashok Vihar. .  

  

INVESTIGATION: 

            During the course of investigation efforts were made to trace out the culprits.  The modus operandi of crime was also closely reviewed.  Secret information about gangs involved in such crime are also developed.  It came to the notice of the Police team that some Bangladesi gangs are operating in the area.  

  

            On a specific tip-off the Police team apprehended Ramjan Ali @ Babu from J.J. Colony, Wazirpur, who was suspected to be involved in above said house burglary.    

  

INTERROGATION 

            On sustained interrogation Ramjan Ali @ Babu revealed that he alongwith his associates namely Muner Shekh and Mohd. Anwar has committed above said burglary.  On his discloser the Police team also arrested Mohd. Anwar alongwith the stolen property.   Efforts are being made to arrest the absconding accused Munner Shekh, however his wife Mrs. Khadiya Shekh has been arrested, who was found in possession of stolen property. 

  

            On further sustained interrogation, they disclosed that prior to this incident they have committed many other such crime in the area of Keshav Puram, Shalimar Bagh and Mukherjee Nagar.   So far 9 cases of theft and burglary of PSs Keshav Puram, Ashok Vihar, Shalimar Bagh and Mukherjee Nagar have been solved. 

  

            The Police team is making all out efforts to arrest the above said absconding accused in the case.

Whereas reports have been received that due to the situation prevailing in the areas of Police Stations specified in the schedule appended to this order, it is apprehended that terrorist/anti-social elements may seek hideouts in the residential areas of the said Police Stations and there is every likelihood of breach of peace and disturbance of public tranquility and also there is grave danger to human life and safety and injury to public property on that account.

And whereas it is necessary that some checks should be put on landlords/tenants so that terrorists/anti-social elements in the guise of tenants may not cause explosion riots, shoot outs, affray etc. and that immediate action is necessary for the prevention of the same.

3.

Now, therefore I, Yudhbir Singh Dadwal, Commissioner of Police, Delhi in exercise of the powers conferred upon me by Section 144 of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973  (No.2 of 1974) read with Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, Notification No. U-11036/3/1978 (i)-UTL, dated 1-7-1978 do hereby order that no landlord/owner/person of any house/property which falls under the jurisdiction of area of Police Stations specified in the schedule appended to this order, shall let/sublet/rent out any accommodation to any person unless and until he has furnished the particulars of the said tenant (s) to the Station House   Officer of the Police Station concerned.   All persons who intend to take accommodation on rent shall inform in writing in this regard to the Station House Officer concerned in whose jurisdiction the premises fall.  The persons dealing in property business shall also inform in writing to the Station House Officer concerned in whose jurisdiction the premises fall about the particulars of the said tenants.

4.

This order shall come into force with effect from 27.10.2008 and shall be effective for a period of 60 days upto 25.12.2008 (both days inclusive) unless withdrawn earlier.

5.

Any person contravening this order shall be punishable under Section 188 of the Indian Penal Code.

6.

As the notice cannot be served individually on all concerned, the order is hereby passed ex-parte.  It shall be published for the information of public through Press and by affixing copies on the Notice boards of the offices of all District DCsP, Addl. DCsP, ACsP, Tehsil Offices, all Police Stations concerned and the offices of the NDMC and MCD.
