· ILLIGAL FIRECRACKERS WEIGHING 3237 KG. RECOVERED IN TWO DIFFERENT RAIDS.

In the first raid Anti Robbery Cell, Crime Branch has recovered large quantity of Fire Crackers and sparkles, which had been stored in a godown at A-3, G T Road, Dilshad Garden, Delhi by the accused person namely Joginder Nath Sahni s/o Fakir Chand Sahani r/o 295, Surajmal Vihar, Delhi.  Accordingly a case FIR No. 534/2007 dated 24.10.2007 u/s 9B Explosive Act has been registered at PS. Seema Puri, Delhi. 


An information was received in the office of Anti Robbery Cell of Crime Branch regarding the stock of firecrackers illegally/unauthorisedly stocked in the area of PS. Seema Puri, which could result in heavy loss of lives and properties in case of mis-happening with stock.  On this information SI. Ajit Malik was detailed to verify the information and collect intelligence.  After verification, a team was constituted under the close supervision of Sanjay Tyagi ACP/ARC, and led by Insp. Jai Bhagwan, which comprised of SI. Ajit Malik, HC. Rajender, HC Ajit Singh, Ct. Sushil, Ct. Pradeep, Ct. Rajesh and Ct. Hanish. The police party conducted the raid on the godwon of Joginder Nath Sahni and found that the firecrackers stored unauthorizedly/illegally in the godown.  No fire static equipment was available there and the owner for the recovered stock procured license for 1100 Kg. of explosive fire-crackers.  After weighing the material the stock was found to be 3015 Kg.  Hence, the remaining 1915 Kg of fire-crackers were stored illegally in the godown.   The approximate value of recovered stock is Rs. 10 lacs.


In another raid, an information was received in Special Team of Crime Branch about the illegal crackers in a Tempo No DL-1LD-0081, coming from Ashram side towards Darya Ganj.  The information was developed by the dedicated staff of Special Team.  A raiding party was constituted under the overall supervision of Sh. Sanjay Bhatia ACP/Special Team and led by Inspector K P Singh, SI Bhaskar Sharma HCs Lakhwinder and Rishi and Ct. Sanjay.  The said tempo was stopped & checked at Shantivan Chowk.  The tempo was loaded with parcels containing crackers weighing 1322 Kg.  On enquiry it was revealed that the parcels belonged to Sh. Amit Kumar Jain s/o Vinod Kumar Jain who runs a fire shop at 1107/A, Bazar Paiwalan, Jama Masjid in the name of ‘AJIT FIRE WORKS’.  On searching the shop of Amit Jain 1100Kg crackers were also found in the shop.  He had a license of crackers for 1100 Kg only and thus was illegally possessing the 1322 Kg of  crackers in the tempo.  Hence a case FIR No. 401/07 dated 24.10.2007 u/s 286 IPC & 9 B Explosive Act has been registered at PS Kotwali, seized 1322 Kg. crackers.  Amit Kumar Jain has been arrested in this case.

MAHARISHI BALMIKI JANAMOTSAV PROCESSION ON  26TH  October 2007
 

  On 26th October at about 1400 hrs under the aegis of different Maharishi Balmiki Janamostav Committees, a commemorative procession will be taken out in connection with Annual Janamostav celebrations of Maharishi Balmiki. The procession is expected to start after 1400 hrs and is likely to terminate around 2100 hrs.  The processionists will converge from various places in the city and start in form of procession on the following route: -

This procession takes about 7 hrs. to traverse the route from Parade Ground, Subhash Marg to Mandir Marg, New Delhi. A large number of religiously inclined devotees take part in this procession and an equally large number of enthusiastic spectators line up on the entire route to cheer up the processionists. This procession has a cascading effect on the roads in the vicinity of the procession route adversely affecting the normal flow of traffic in the area causing traffic congestion. Along the route the organizers will be accorded honour by the local resident committees on stages built along the roadside.

 

Adequate traffic arrangements have been made to facilitate the movement of the procession and to ensure that normal pedestrian and vehicular traffic is caused minimum disruption or inconvenience.

 

 Persons are advised to avoid/restrict movement along the route of procession and on the near by roads as the movement of traffic will be very slow, they must follow diversions as per directions of traffic personnel on duty.

MYSTERY OF ABDUCTION-CUM-MURDER CASE OF TWO PERSONS SOLVED  : THREE ACCUSED ARRESTED



With the arrest of (1) Shiv Lal aged 55 years s/o Noni Ram r/o Vill. Purnapur, PS Jahanabad, Distt. Pilibheet, UP; (2) Ramesh @ Raju aged 40 years s/o Sohan Lal r/o Vill. Balia, Faridpur Ramcharan, Distt. Barely, UP and (3) Basant aged 38 years s/o Moonga Ram r/o Vill. Jakheta, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP, North East District police has solved an abduction and murder case of two persons.  Cash Rs.4000/-, clothes of deceased and one bag have been recovered from their possession.

TEAM & INCIDENT



A team consisting of.Inspr. Sukhbir Singh, SHO/Karawal Nagar, SI Rajesh Dogra, HC Sohan Pal, Ct. Ram Kumar and Ct. Mohan was constituted under the supervision of Shri R.P. Gautam ACP/Gokal Puri.


On 30.08.07, one Satish Kumar r/o B-24, Gali No.8, Phase-10, Shiv Vihar, Delhi lodged missing of his father Hukum Singh aged 45 years and brother-in-law (Jija) Vinod Kumar aged 30 years since 19.08.07.  He also told that his neighbour Raju s/o Sohan Lal r/o Vill. Balia, Faridpur, Distt. Barely, UP had accompanied his father and bother-in-law to Nawab Ganj, UP on the pretext of purchasing buffaloes. They were also having cash of Rs.1,30,000/- with them. Later, on 06.09.07, on suspicion of their abduction by Raju, a case of abduction was registered at PS Karawal Nagar and investigation was taken up.

INVESTIGATION & INTERROGATION



Local verification of suspected person Raju was made from his neighbours and friends but no clue could be ascertained. Thereafter, a police team was dispatched to his native place i.e. Vill. Balia, Distt. Barely, UP but he was not present there.  However, it was learnt that his brother-in-law (Jija) Shiv Lal resided at Vill. Purnapur, Distt. Pilibheet, UP and Raju often visited his house.  On receipt of this information, the police team reached at Vill. Purnapur, Distt. Pilibheet, UP where Raju was present along with his Jija Shiv Lal and friend Basant.  He was apprehended and put on interrogation, but he showed his ignorance behind the abduction of Hukum Singh and Vinod Kumar.



On sustained interrogation, he disclosed that he accompanied Hukum Singh and Vinod Kumar on the pretext of purchasing buffaloes as they were in possession of huge cash.  He took them to the house of his brother-in-law at Distt. Pilibheet, UP.  Thereafter, he gave them sleeping pills and he along with his brother-in-law Shiv Lal and friend Basant killed both of them by strangulating with an ‘Angochha’ and threw their dead bodies in the sugar cane fields.  Then, they distributed the cash of Rs. 1,30,000/- among them.  At their instance, the bones of both the deceased were recovered from the fields.  All the accused were arrested and taken to Delhi.



It was also learnt that accused Basant is a rewarded criminal of PS Fateh Ganj, Distt. Barely, UP having a reward of Rs.1000/- on his head.

(2) Ramesh @ Raju aged 40 years s/o Sohan Lal r/o Vill. Balia, Faridpur Ramcharan, Distt. Barely, UP. He is illiterate and works as a rickshaw puller. He is a rewarded criminal of Rs.1000/- from PS Fateh Ganj, Distt. Barely, UP 

(3) Basant aged 38 years s/o Moonga Ram r/o Vill. Jakheta, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP.  He is illiterate and also works as a rickshaw puller.
