CCTV CAMERAS INSTALLED AT GAFFAR MARKET, KAROL BAGH 

AN INITIATIVE OF MARKET WELFARE ASSOCIATION 


On 25.10.08, the Market Welfare Association, Gaffar Market, Karol Bagh did a commendable job by installing CCTV Cameras in Gaffar Market, Karol Bagh which is a prestigious market of Delhi since 1952 and one of the largest market involved in sale-purchase of mobile phones.  Shri Karnal Singh, IPS, Joint Commissioner of Police, Northern Range inaugurated the same in presence of the DCP/Central, Addl DCP/Central, ACP/Karol Bagh and other officers of Central District. 


This market has 276 shops largely dealing in wholesale and retail marketing of electronic items particularly the mobile phones.  In view of the topography of the market as it has multiple entries/exits which hampers excess control, an electronic system was immensely required.  The Gaffar Market Vyapar Mandal led by Shri Ram Lal (president), Shri Sanjeev Khurana (Vice President), Sardar Satender Singh (General Secretary), Shri Mukesh Channa (Secretary), Sardar Gajender Pal Singh (Cashier) and other members alongwith the police authorities of the district held several meetings in the month of September 2008 under “Eyes & Ears” Scheme where the Market Association took a lead to take initiative for installation of CCTV cameras in the market for strengthening the security of the market and to keep vigil over the terrorist activities in order to prevent the same.  

In this system, 16 cameras have been fixed at important junctions to cover the movement of general public.  The system also has a Control Room with the monitors where an Operator shall keep an eye at random for detection of any suspicious movement of persons and any abandoned object and consequently will alert the security guards and market in case of any emergency.  The Public Address System is already in existence and both the systems will now be providing an integrated anti-terrorist security apparatus.

The members of Vyapar Mandal, Gaffar Market really deserve appreciation as with their active participation, the CCTV system could be installed within a short span of time particularly on the eve of Diwali.  They have taken a lead and set an example for others also to follow.  The Central District police recognize their good deed and hope that other Market Associations in the vicinity shall also emulate this worthwhile example.

INTERNATIONAL RACKET OF COUNTERFEIT CURRENCY BUSTED
           West Distt. Special Staff have busted a gang dealing in high quality counterfeit Indian currency notes in denomination of Rs. 500 & 1000/- by arresting four accused persons namely, (1) Mohammad Murtza @ Samir (2) Shoaib Ali, (3) Dilawar Singh and  (4) Mohammad Shamim.

INCIDENT AND TEAM:-   
Information was received by Inspector Rajkumar, Special Staff West district that notorious criminal Samir @ Md. Murtaza who was previously arrested in counterfeit currency case has again formed a new gang and is involved in circulation of counterfeit Indian currency. This information was further developed. On 14.10.08 Insp Rajkumar got information that Samir@ Mohd. Murtza will come at Shivaji Palace Rajouri Garden near BSES Power house at about 5.30 pm and will deliver counterfeit currency to some other person. On this information a raiding party under the supervision of ACP Operation Cell, Sh S.S. Yadav headed by Inspector Rajkumar along with SI Manoj Kumar, ASI Bir Pal, ASI Ravi Dutt, ASI Krishan, ASI Balvinder, H.C Sudesh, H.C Ved Parkash, H.C Rajbir, H.C Ram Awtar, Ct Suresh, Ct Satpal, Ct Surender, Ct Dharmender, Ct Sanjay, Ct Parmod was constituted and deployed near above said place. At about 5 pm a person came from Shivaji College towards Shivaji palace ground carrying one polythene bag in his hand. He stood there apparently waiting for someone and after some time he started moving from that place. Subsequently, raid was conducted and he was apprehended. Rs. 2 Lakhs in denomination of 500/- and 1000/- were found from his possession. His name was found to be  Mohammad Murtza @ Samir s/o Shri Zuber Ali R/o Madhu Vihar, Dabri, New DelhiAge-29 yrs. In this regard Case FIR No 542/08 u/s 489B,C IPC PS Rajouri Garden, New Delhi was registered. During sustained interrogation he disclosed of a sensational international counterfeit currency racket. He was produced in the hon'ble court and his PC remand was obtained. 

 
INTERROGATION: 
 

During interrogation Mohammad Murtza disclosed that earlier he was working in a boutique in Rajouri Garden where he fell in love with the daughter of the owner of boutique.  They both fell in love and married, but the marriage could not be successful as he was not able to fulfill all the demands of his wife.  On this pretext, she left her husband.  After this incident, under extreme depression, he planned to prove his real worth by earning lot of money by following wrong means.  Two years back, he came in contact of one Imtiaz @ Taj R/o Kolkata and procured and started circulation of counterfeit currency. In January 2008, he was  arrested at P.S Najafgarh and counterfeit currency worth Rs 65000/-  was recovered from him . After this, he came in contact of Shamim of Nepal. Subsequently, he was joined by one Dilawar who was money lender in Uttam Nagar area and his uncle Sohaib who was a tailor in Uttam Nagar, Delhi who used to further supply these currency notes. On his disclosure, his other associate namely, Sohaib has been arrested and counterfeit currency worth Rs 17000/- in denomination of Rs 500/- has been recovered from him. Further Dilawar has been arrested and Rs 17500/- in denomination of Rs 500/- has been recovered from his possession. Dilawar was also earlier arrested in a case of counterfeit currency at PS Najafgarh in December, 2007. Dilawar further disclosed that he took counterfeit currency from Murtaza and Shamim who is resident of Nepal. He further disclosed that Shamim will come at ISBT to deliver counterfeit currency. Subsequently, team was deployed at ISBT and Mohammad Shamim s/o Sh Mohammad Sadique r/o Bir Gunj Nepal age 35 (Nepali citizen)  was apprehended. Counterfeit currency worth Rs 1,50,000/-  in denomination of Rs 500/-  was recovered from him. The recovered counterfeit currency notes are of very fine quality having all the features of original note. Md Shamim further disclosed that he is living in Birganj Nepal and is having a roaring meat business and is having a big house there. He used to get counterfeit currency notes from Moti lal @ Malchu @ Jagdish r/o Kalaiyan Distt. Barah Nepal,who used to get these notes from Bangladesh. Md. Shamim further told that he used to supply these notes to many people in Bihar and at Ruxol border. He used to supply these notes to old parties at their addresses and other new parties were being called at Birganj Nepal as he knew that Indian police can't do any thing in Nepal and can't come in Nepal . He used to supply counterfeit currency in Bihar, U.P, and in Delhi.  Md Murtaza used to supply these notes in Delhi and in Kolkatta . During interrogation, it is also revealed that the counterfeit currency was taken at the rate of Rs. 50,000/-  original currency for Rs. 1 lac counterfeit currency. 

         

            More raids are being conducted at different places/ hide outs of other persons of this racket and receivers of counterfeit currency.

CREDIT CARD RACKET BUSTED BY THE STAFF OF POLICE STATION ROHINI, OUTER DISTRICT: DELHI
 
             With the arrest of three accused persons namely (1) Mohd. Arif, (2) Mohd. Saheem and (3) Ajay by the staff of Police Station Rohini, Outer District has solved a case of cheating of Rs. 6 lakhs with credit cards registered vide case FIR No 712/08 U/S 420/34 IPC PS Rohini. 

 
BRIEF FACTS:
             On 24-10-08 Shri Jaspreet Jolly Store Manager Croma Centre, Vikas Surya Shopping Mall, Manglam Place, Sector-3 Rohini reported that Mohd. Saheem along with his other friends made purchases for electronic items viz, LCD T.V.’S, Home Theatres, Sony bravia 26”, A/c kit, Maharaja White line, Bajaj Appliances, Bajaj OTG, Bajaj Coffee maker, Hair dryer, Mobile phone, Iron, Photo Frame, Hair Straightner, Handy Cam, Handy Cam carry case, Kodak Photo Frame Etc. for Rs. 68870, Rs. 82085 and Rs. 117953 on 21-10-08 through American Express (ICICI Bank) Credit Card on Off line shopping mode. Subsequently on 23/10/08 purchases for Rs. 1,49,806/-, Rs. 1,35,755/- and Rs. 43,580/- were made by the friends of Saheem who accompanied him on 21/10/08, by adopting same modus operandi of off line shopping through credit cards. Later on it was informed to the complainant showroom on 24/10/08 by Amex card department that the above off line money transaction did not have approval of the bank. As such  no money was transferred in the account of complainant company and it was revealed that the accused persons had committed a cheating by making the above said purchases through off line shopping by credit cards. The case was registered and investigation taken up.

INVESTIGATION
 
             A team of officers of  P.S. Rohini under supervision Vikram Porwal ACP/Rohini comprising Inspr. Vijender Pal, SHO/Rohini and Inspr. Raj Kishore, SI Krishan Kant, HC Baljeet Singh, HC Ramesh, Ct. Sunil, Ct. Pardeep Kumar, Ct Jogender and Ct. Mritunjay was pressed into action. During course of investigation help of CCTV  recording installed in the showroom was also taken. Sources were deployed to gather intelligence regarding the  accused persons and very soon it came to the knowledge that the persons who made above said purchases are moving around with the intention of making further purchases through credit cards. The team immediately swung into action and apprehended the accused persons namely Ajay, Aarif and Md. Saheem from the M2K shopping complex premises at Sec.-3 Rohini Delhi. They were thoroughly interrogated who disclosed that one of their friend Jatin was also along with them during purchases made from Croma Centre.They also disclosed that they were in the knowledge that the credit cards they were using was already got blocked and off line shopping cannot be detected or declined by the concerned bank. They convinced the shopkeeper for off line shopping  by placing misleading facts and committed  all together  cheating for Rs. 6 lacs approx. Several Pan Cards, Credit/Debit cards numbering about 35 were recovered from their possession. Most of the purchased articles have also been recovered at their instances  which include LCD TVs, Home Theatres, Air Conditioners etc. The recovery of so many credit cards and their modus operandi of off line shopping reflect that they are a big gang operating in Delhi. The investigation to unravel the whole mystery and the inner mechanism being adopted by the accused persons are under progress..
