RACKET INVOLVED IN CHEATING INNOCENT CUSTOMERS BUSTED : TWO ARRESTED FOR POSING AS REPRESENTATIVES OF VODAFONE CELLULAR COMPANY

With the arrest of Suneel Kumar, aged 22 years s/o V.P. Gupta r/o A-24, 1st Floor, Sector 40, Noida, UP and (2) Sonu, aged 18 years s/o Sadan Lal r/o H. No. 243, Gali No.1, near MIG Flats, Kondli, Delhi, North District police have busted a gang of high profile cheats involved in cheating the innocent people by selling Vodafone connections, in a deceptive and fraudulent manner.  

TEAM AND THE INCIDENT

A team consisting of Inspector Ram Pal Singh, SHO/Timar Pur, Inspector (L & O) K.S. Rawat S.I. Yashveer Singh, IC/PP Burari, SI Ram Dhan Singh, Ct Alok, and Ct Ashok was constituted under the close supervision of Sh. Ramesh Kaushik, ACP/DIU (looking after the work of ACP/Civil Lines), North District, Delhi.


On 23.12.07, a complaint was received that one person had received a telephone call on his cell phone from a person who introduced himself as a representative from Vodafone who informed that he has won a new Vodafone connection in a draw only for Rs. 799 with 2 years of incoming free, talk time of Rs. 1300/-, unlimited messages for two years and call rate of 10 paise per call on Vodafone network, 50 paise per call on all other local networks and Re 1 per call for all STD calls.  It was further informed that this facility could also be availed on the existing number on a payment of Rs. 799/-.  In addition to this the caller also offered wristwatches and other attractive gifts.  The scheme was very lucrative and the complainant gave his consent to the same and asked the caller to send the representative and the connection.  In the evening, one person Sonu approached him and introduced himself as a representative from Vodafone, Okhla but his appearance did not look bonafide and created doubts.  Hence the complainant called the police.  Customer care Vodafone was contacted by the police and on enquiry, it was learnt that no such scheme existed.  On this, a case of cheating and impersonation was registered at P.S. Timar Pur and the investigations were launched. 

INVESTIGATION AND INTERROGATION 


During the investigation, accused Sonu above was subjected to sustained interrogation wherein he revealed that he alongwith Suneel and others run a call centre at Shakar Pur in the name and style of G.S. Telecom and used to operate a racket by contacting the existing Vodafone subscribers on their cell numbers offering them lucrative schemes.  Further, they contacted the interested people and prepaid connections were given to them on charging Rs. 799/- per connection whereas the cost of the prepaid connection was only Rs 100/- or Rs 250/-, an ordinary connection.  In addition to the same, they used to provide connections against fake ID proofs and as a result, the connection never got activated which earned them a profit of Rs. 550/- per connection without any risk.  For contacting the subscriber, they used H-card which costed them Rs. 300/- and had a talk time of Rs. 200/-.  After using the complete value, they used to throw away the card.  Further at the instance of Sonu, a raid was conducted and Suneel above was also arrested.  Some mobile connections (SIM cards) were also recovered. 


Further investigation and interrogation is in progress and more arrests are likely.

Suneel Kumar, s/o V.P. Gupta r/o A-24, 1st Floor, Sector 40, Noida, UP is 22 years old.  He is 12th pass and presently doing B. Com from Bhagat Singh College as a private student.  He has no brother and no sister.  His father was a civil contractor who suffered a Heart Attack and stopped working as a contractor.  The liabilities shifted on to Suneel.  He joined IDEA in HR Division and learnt about the functioning of cellular companies.  He later left the job and started committing above crime for which he joined Sonu and others with him.

 Sonu s/o Sadan Lal r/o H. No. 243, Gali No.1, near MIG Flats, Kondli, Delhi is 18 years old.  He is 10th pass.  He has three brothers and his father is an agriculturist in Kannauj, UP.  To earn his livelihood, he came to Delhi six months back and started working as a carpenter with his brother at Kondli.  Later on he came in contact with Suneel through a placement company and joined hands with Suneel in committing the above crime.

A team of officers of Special Cell under the supervision of ACP Sanjeev Kumar Yadav led by Inspector Subhash Vats and Inspector Govind Sharma after a brief encounter apprehended two desperate criminals namely Shakeel @ Mulla S/o Ismail R/o H. No. 59, Old Bazaar, Sikander Gate, Hapur, Distt. Ghaziabad (UP) having the reward of Rs. 50,000/- and Shabab @ Shabu S/oLate Mohd. Yasin Malik R/o Mohalla Qureshiyan, VPO- Faridnagar, Distt.Ghaziabad (UP). A case vide FIR No. 79/2007 dated 25/12/2007 u/s

186/353/307/34 IPC and 25/27 Arms Act PS Special Cell, has been registeredin this regard.

On 20/12/2007, one Mohd. Arif @ Kallu @ Kalu S/o Ibrahim R/o E-1/60,NewSeelampur, Delhi, carrying a reward of Rs 50,000/- for his arrest was apprehended by Special Cell and on the basis of his interrogation it

Was revealed that Shakeel @ Mulla who is also wanted in case of kidnapping, extortion and murder of Sameer @ Sonu (A BC of PS Jama Masjid) s/o Norrudin R/o A-65, Gali No. 1, Bhagirathi Vihar, PS Gokul Puri for which a case vide FIR No. 943/06 dated 12.12.06 u/s 365/364A/302/120B/201 IPC has been registered at PS Gokul Puri Delhi is having his hideout in Hapur and had been frequently visits Delhi to plan and commit crime.

A team was deployed to develop information about him. On 25/12/2007 at about 12 Noon, a secret information was received that Shakeel @ Mulla along with Shabab @ Shabu would come to Delhi for meeting his another associate. Accordingly a trap was laid at Wazirabad Road near T-point Gagan Cinema. At about 3.25 PM, accused Shakeel @ Mulla alongwith Shabab @ Shabu arrived there and started waiting for someone. On being challenged by police party both the accused fired at the police party and tried to

escape, the police party also fired in self-defence. The members of police party, without caring for their lives overpowered the accused persons. One country made pistol .315 bore, along with one spent and three live cartridges were recovered from the possession of accused Shakeel @ Mulla and one country made pistol .315 bore, along with one misfired and three live cartridges were recovered from the possession of accused Shabab @ Shabu. On enquiry their complete name and address were revealed as

Shakeel @ Mulla S/o Ismail R/o H. No. 59, Old Bazaar, Sikander Gate, Hapur, Distt. Ghaziabad UP aged about 52 years, and Shabab @ Shabu S/o Late Mohd. Yasin Malik R/o Mohalla Qureshiyan, VPO- Faridnagar, Distt. Ghaziabad (UP) aged about 25 years. Interrogation of both the accused was carried out. They are found to be involved in many cases of house murder, attempt to murder, burglary etc.

Brief History

Accused Shakeel @ Mulla was born and brought up in Hapur where he met several local criminals and formed a gang along with Arif @ Kallu. He and his associates started committing theft in different areas of Delhi and different parts of India. 

Shabab@ Shabu was born and brought up in Faridnagar, Gaziabad, UP where he met several local criminals and joined the gang of Shamshad @ Shamu in the year 2000. After the death of Shamshad @ Shamu he joined the gang of Shakeel @ Mulla in Hapur and started committing crime.

Commissioner of Police declared a reward of Rs 50,000/- for his arrest of accused Shakeel @ Mulla.
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
