MYSTERY OF BLIND VIOLENT BURGLARY SOLVED – FOUR ARRESTED



With the arrest of (1) Anwar aged 21 years s/o Chhote Khan r/o Vill. Surajpur Nisfi, PS Shikarpur, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP; (2) Irfan aged 19 years s/o Liyakat Ali r/o Vill. Surajpur Nisfi, PS Shikarpur, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP; (3) Tarikhat aged 20 years s/o Ahmed Ali r/o Vill. Surajpur Nisfi, PS Shikarpur, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP and (4) Smt. Shahnaz aged 45 years w/o Jamshad r/o Vill. Bartoli, PS Khurja Dehat, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP, North East District police has solved the mystery of a blind violent burglary with a thorough professional manner which took place in the area of P.S. Gokal Puri on 01.04.08.

Team & Incident


A joint team of local police staff of police station Gokal Puri including Inspr. Vireshwar Malik SHO/Gokal Puri, SI Ompal, HC Rohtash, HC Anil, Ct. Virender, W/Ct. Kavita and the staff DMT Cell/NE was constituted under the supervision of Shri R.P. Gautam, ACP/Gokal Puri and overall monitoring of the undersigned.



One Jai Chand Mishra s/o Parmanand Sharma r/o D-2/294, Gali No.6, Sonia Vihar, Delhi reported that he runs a cream polish factory in Village Gokal Pur, Delhi. On 31.03.08, he went to his home after leaving one Munendra Jha s/o Dharam Narayan Jha r/o Vill. Parihar Pur, PS Raj Nagar, Distt. Madhubani, Bihar who worked in his factory as a Security Guard-cum-labourer. On very next day at about 12:30 PM, when he reached at the factory, he found Munendra dead and 4 Lead Anode cost about Rs.30000/- and two mobile phones of the deceased were stolen.  The local police was called and postmortem of the deceased was conducted in which cause of death was opined as ‘Asphyxia due to throttling and Head injury’.  Subsequently, a case of Violent Burglary was registered at PS Gokal Puri, Delhi and investigation was taken up. 

Investigation & Interrogation.

During investigation, a joint police team including the local police of P.S. Gokal Puri and DMT Cell/NE was constituted under the overall supervision of the undersigned.  From the study of the crime scene, it was revealed that the security guard was murdered with the intention of committing theft in the factory but there was no clue about the identity of the accused persons.  The local intelligence was gathered and several criminals were put on interrogation but no result could be ascertained.  

The investigation was carried out through scientific methods.  On 26.05.08, a secret information was received that one person who has previously worked in the factory of the complainant had stolen the goods from the factory and he would come at the shop of a kabari in Shaheed Nagar, Ghaziabad to sell the stolen goods.  The police team immediately swung into action and the complainant was also included in the police team.  The police team reached there and at the pointing of secret informer, a person was caught who was in possession of Lead Anode.  The complainant also recognized him as Anwar who earlier worked in his factory as labourer and also recognized the Lead Anode stolen from his factory.  

On sustained interrogation, Anwar disclosed that he along with his associates Irfan and Tarikhat had come to the factory of complainant on the day of incident on the pretext of getting shelter and in the night when the workers went to their homes and factory got closed, they committed theft of about 130 kg. of lead anode and before escaping from the factory, they also eliminated the security guard by hitting a rod on his head and throttling since the security guard could recognize Anwar.  Anwar had sold some of the stolen good to a kabari in Ghaziabad, UP.  

At his instance, his associates Irfan and Tarikhat were also apprehended from Rahul Vihar, Vijay Nagar, Ghaziabad, UP and two stolen mobile phones were also recovered from their possession which they were using on new sim cards.  On verification of one of the sim card, it was revealed that the sim card has been issued on the identity proof of Smt. Shahnaz who is aunt (Mausi) of Irfan.  She was also arrested from the same place.  

The police team of DMT Cell/NE played a vital role in getting lead about the whereabouts of the accused persons and as a result of which the accused could be apprehended. 

Further investigation is in progress and efforts are being made to recover the remaining stolen goods and iron rod which was used in the commission of offence.

RECOVERY

1. Two mobile phones make Nokia 1200 and Nokia 1110 stolen from the possession of the deceased.

2. 20 Kg. Lead Anode 

Profile

(1) Anwar s/o Chhote Khan r/o Vill. Surajpur Nisfi, PS Shikarpur, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP is 21 years old.  He is illiterate. He earlier worked in the factory of complainant but in the month of February 2008, he was sacked.  Presently, he is unemployed.

(2) Irfan s/o Liyakat Ali r/o Vill. Surajpur Nisfi, PS Shikarpur, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP is 19 years old. He is illiterate.  He is cousin brother of Anwar and works as a kabari in the area of Vijay Nagar, Ghaziabad, UP.

(3) Tarikhat s/o Ahmed Ali r/o Vill. Surajpur Nisfi, PS Shikarpur, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP is 20 years old.  He is illiterate.  He is also a cousin brother of Anwar and engages in the work of polishing the steel pots in Noida.  

(4) Smt. Shahnaz w/o Jamshad r/o Vill. Bartoli, PS Khurja Dehat, Distt. Bulandshahar, UP is 45 years old.  She is illiterate.  She is aunt of Irfan. The fresh sim card used on the stolen mobile was obtained on her identity proof.

ONE BOOTLEGGER ARRESTED:

17 CARTONS OF ILLICIT LIQUOR SEIZED.

The South District Police has arrested one female bootlegger namely Rekha  age 26 years w/o Shashi  r/o H. No. 823, L-Block, Sangam Vihar, New Delhi and 15 cartons and 84 Quarters totalling about 17 cartons of illicit liquor have been seized at her instance. Her husband Shashi is also a notorious Bootlegger & B.C of P.S. Sangam Vihar area. The Pulsar motorcycle used for transporting the illicit liquor has also been seized.    
INCIDENT 

On 25.05.2008, at about 1.30 PM, HC Birbal Singh-47/SD alongwith Constable Satpal-3106/SD were patrolling near Holy Chowk Village Deoli in the area of P.P. Sanik Farms, P.S. Ambedkar Nagar;  a secret information was received that one person along with a lady carrying  illicit liquor would pass through Holy Chowk, Village Deoli on their motorcycle.  The information was conveyed to ACP/Greater Kailash Dr. G. Ram Gopal Nayak who constituted a team headed by SI Rajesh Kumar, I/C P.P. Sanik Farms and directed the staff present on the spot to check the vehicles by installing barricades.  At around 2.30 PM; a person along with a female carrying a plastic gunny bag riding Pulsar Motorcycle bearing Regn. No. DL-5S-T-1509 were asked to stop by the staff present on the spot after signal from the secret informer.  After being intercepted by the police party, the rider threw his motorcycle and both of them tried to flee but the staff present on the spot apprehended the lady.  On enquiry, the duo were identified as Shashi s/o Om Prakash r/o 823, L-Block, Sangam Vihar, New Delhi who is also a B.C. and a Bootlegger of P.S. Sangam Vihar area and his wife Rekha.  On search of the gunny bag carried by Rekha, 84 quarters of illicit liquor kept in cartons were recovered.  On interrogation Rekha disclosed that, they have stocked 15 cartons of illicit liquor at their shop situated at 615/2, Village Deoli, near Holy Chowk and they were going to add these two cartons to the existing haul of illicit liquor.  15  more cartons of illicit liquor stocked at the above address were also seized at her instance. 

On the recovery of the above quantity of illicit liquor, a case vide FIR No. 237/08 u/s 61/78/1/14 Excise Act was registered at P.S. Ambedkar Nagar.  The motorcycle Pulsar used in carrying the illicit liquor has also been seized.  On sustained interrogation the accused disclosed that her husband is previously involved in 25 cases of Excise Act and she is also previously involved in 13 cases of Excise Act.  Due to the risk of police search in transporting illicit liquor in Light Motor Vehicles, they had chosen to carry the illicit liquor on two wheelers. 



Further investigation is in progress.
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
