· MAHAVIR DON, A SHARP SHOOTER OF KRISHAN PEHLWAN GANG ARRESTED

It is not only difficult but impossible to arrest Don,   goes the popular film dialogue.  Crime Branch, Delhi  Police has proved the dialogue incorrect and showed that Delhi Police is capable of apprehending the most notorious gangster and sharp shooter.   Mahavir Don of Krishan Pehlwan  who escaped from judicial custody after drugging  his police escort in December, 2003 and who has been on the run for  5 years has been arrested by S.O.S., Crime Branch.  Don has been involved in killing about 20 persons including members, sympathizers of the rival gang and other persons in the last 12 years.

INCIDENT AND TEAM

Mahavir Don  had threatened one property dealer in Delhi and had made extortion demand of Rs. 20 lakhs in March, 2008.  Ever since, S.O.S. Crime Branch has been targeting the criminal who had created a reign of terror by indiscriminating killing in  NCR region during the last decade. 

On 28.5.2008, a secret information was received that Mahavir  Don would be moving from Bahadurgarh  to Najafgarh in the evening.  A team headed by Inspector Ved Parkash consisting of SIs  Virender Singh, Jai Kishen, Narender Kumar, Rajeev Kakkar, HCs Bacchu Singh, Jaswinder Singh, Raja Ram, Mahavir, Mohan Lal, Rajbir and Cts. Swaraj, Manoj, Ajit & Somvir was prepared to apprehend the Don.  As the gangster has been known to open fire at police party, the team  had taken adequate safety precautions in the form of arms and bulletproof jackets and positioned itself near Village Surakhpur under Najafgarh police station. At around 9.00 p.m. a Honda City car driven by the suspect was spotted.  The don sensed the danger and instead of stopping as directed by the police party, ran in the fields with his weapon.   Fearing his arrest, he fired at the police party but because of bulletproof gear, no harm was done to SI Virender Singh who was hit on chest region.   The police team surrounded the criminal in the fields, overpowered and apprehend the criminal with a .38 webley scot revolver along with 4 live cartridges and one used cartridge and the stolen Honda City car.

DETAILS OF CRIMES BY DON SINCE HIS ESCAPE FROM JUDICIAL CUSTODY

On 24.12.03, while the Don was in a custody of Rohtak Jail, he along with other members of Krishan Pehlwan gang Rajesh & Pawan were to be produced at Tis Hazari Courts.  After appearing  in the courts, while the three gangsters were being driven to Rohtak Jail,  on the way at Bahadurgarh, the criminal along with their associates drugged the entire escort party and effected  their escape. 

Ever since, Mahavir Don  has carried out about half a dozen contract killings and killing due to gang rivalry between Krishan Pehlwan and Anup Balraj gang.  

On 4.9.04, Mahavir Don along with Rajesh Mogli, Deepak, Sandeep and Ajay of Krishan Pehlwan gang murdered one Narender at Vill. Gharoli.  The motive of killing Narender was that Narender had killed elder brother of Kuldeep and Sandeep.

On. 5.11.04, Mahavir  Don  along with Rajesh and Kamal Mehta had killed one Deepchand and his wife Sheela in Rohtak District for the killings the gangsters were paid Rs. 7 lakhs by the relatives of Deepchand and Sheela in a marital dispute.

On 5.12.2004, Interstate gang of Crime Branch apprehended associate of Mahavir Don  namely Rajesh Mogli in Vasant Kunj police station area while Mahavir Don  escaped arrest.  Mahavir  and Rajesh had fired at the police party of Interstate Cell.

On 8.03.05  Mahavir Don  along with Kamal Mehta killed Rajesh Gupta of arai Rohilla and threw the dead body in the area of PS Bahadurgarh.   This also was a contract killing.

On 15.10.05 Surajmal, Sarpanch of Village Dichaun Kalan was murdered in a marriage function at Village Palda in Sonepat by Mahavir Don, Rajesh, Shamsher, Narender Fauji on the instructions of Krishan Pehlwan.  The killing was done due to the gang rivalry of Krishan Pehlwan and Anup and to settle score for the murder of one of the relatives of Krishan Pehlwan.

On 11.1.2006 Naresh Aggarwal, a builder was killed by Mahavir Don, Rajesh Mogli and Kamal Mehta for Rs. 10 lakhs as contract killing.

On 8.3.06, Ashok Kuamr, a r/o Model Town, Bahadurgarh having cable business was killed by Mahavir, Sanjay Tyagi, Kamal Mehta at the instance of his associate Yogesh.  Rs. 5 lakh was paid for the contract killing to the gangsters.

Mahavir Don and his associates have been running an extortion racket and a property dealer of Kapashera area had complained to Crime Branch that Rs. 25 lakhs had been demanded by Mahavir Don from him.  A case u/s 384/387/506/34 IPC  have been registered and SOS have been investigating the crime.

MAHAVIR DON , A SHARP SHOOTER OF KRISHAN PEHLWAN GANG

Mahavir  Don was involved in his first crime in the year 1989.  On 23.8.89, he alongwith his friend Anil had stabbed one Manoj Kumar of Dharampura Colony, Najafgarh in a family dispute.  

In 1996, Mahavir along with a relative of a prominent Delhi politician was involved in a robbery and arms act case at a petrol pump at National Highway in Kapashera area.  Mahavir had fired in the incident.  

On 28.10.96, Mahavir and his associates had killed his neighbour Sudhram of Old Roshan Pura area  in Delhi in a family dispute.  

While he was in Tihar Jail, he came in contact with Krishan Pehlwan who was also in jail at that time.  Ever since he became a close associate of Krishan Pehlwan  and have been doing killings at his instance.  

On 27.7.2000, Mahavir along with members of Krishan Pehlwan gang killed one Wazir Mota at Sampla in Rohtak District.  The deceased Wazir was a member of Anup Balraj gang.

On 12.6.2000, two members of Anup Balraj gang namely Rajesh and Jitender were done to death by Mahavir Don  and other members of Krishan Pehlwan gang.  The two deceased were involved in killing of a relative of Krishan Pehlwan.

On 20.4.2002, Mahavir Don along with other members of Krishan Pehlwan gang killed Kuldeep, Surender and Satish in a broad daylight shootout in Bahadurgarh.   All the three deceased belonged to Anup Balraj gang.

THE MOST SENSATIONAL KILLING BY MAHAVIR DON  Mahavir  Don along with other members of Krishan Pehlwan gang carried out the most sensational and daring killing of Anup in Court complex in Rohtak.  Anup had been  heading the gang against Krishan Pehlwan and the cause of dispute was a piece of land at Dichaun Kalan in Najafgarh.

PROFILE OF MAHAVIR  DON


Mahavir  Don is a post-graduate in Political Science.  He did graduation from Shivaji College, Delhi and M.A. in Political Science from Jodhpur in Rajasthan.  Mahavir had taken admission in M.A.(Journalism) but instead of being a media person, he was driven to the most blood chilling killings because of his association with Kapil.  At the instance of Kapil and his association with Krishan Pehlwan in Tihar, he became the most trusted sharp shooter and killer of Krishan Pehlwan.  He has carried out killings, has fired at police party and even killed a policeman during  murder of Anup in Rohtak.  He has been threatening property dealer/businessmen of Delhi and NCR beside carrying 20 odd killings in a span of 12 years and being involved in about 20 cases in Delhi and NCR region.

Motor Cycle Gang Busted: Three Motor Cycles Recovered, 

With the arrest of two Auto-lifters, the Tilak Marg Police Station has solved three cases of M.V. Theft. These Auto-lifters used to operate in South District. 

In the wake of recent incidents of Motor Cycle theft in New Delhi District, Special Pickets were deployed under the supervision of SHO Tilak Marg. During vehicle checking at these pickets, on 27.05.2008, two persons namely Aizul @ Rakesh S/o Ismile R/o Okhla Subzi Mandi, New Delhi and Rahul Dass S/o Gorang Dass R/o D-1260, Gautam Puri Aali Gaon, Delhi, were intercepted on a Motor Cycle No. DL-7SV – 1214 at Ring Road picket. Seeing the police, they tried to flee but they were stopped by the policemen. Aizul was apprehended but Rahul managed to flee away. 


Later on it was found that the Motor Cycle on which these two were coming was found stolen from P.S. Amar Colony, New Delhi in FIR No. 183/08, dated 26.05.08 u/s 379 IPC. After interrogation of Aizul, his coaccompalish Rahul was also apprehended after the raid and another stolen Motor Cycle DL-3S – AQ-0781 from P.S. Lajpat Nagar was recovered in FIR No. 140/08 u/s 379 IPC, P.S. Lajpat Nagar, New Delhi. At their instance another Motor Cycle No. DL-9S-H-6465 Pulsar was also recovered from Okhala, Sabji Mandi.

During interrogation, they revealed that they used to target motor cycles parked in unauthorized parking. They used to dispose off the motor cycles through their contacts in Ghaziabad (U.P). In this connection a FIR No. 163/08 dated 27/05/2008 u/s 411 IPC, PS Tilak Marg has been registered and is under investigation.

INTERSTATE GANG INVOLVED IN CIRCULATING COUNTERFEIT STAMPS BUSTED: COUNTERFEIT COURT FEE STAMPS WORTH MORE THAN RUPEES 2 LAKHS RECOVERED 

With the arrest of Jagdish, aged 50 years s/o Karan Singh r/o Village Kathura, PS Baroda, Distt Sonipat, Haryana, (2) Kunwar Pal Singh, aged 40 years s/o Narpat Singh r/o Village Loharlee, PS Dadri, Distt Gautam Budh Nagar, UP and (3) Prem Singh, aged 26 years s/o Bhim Singh r/o Village Dhanana, PS Baroda, District Sonipat, Haryana, North District police has busted an interstate gang involved in circulating counterfeit court fee stamps. Counterfeit Court Fee Stamps worth Rs 2 Lakhs have been recovered from their possession. 

TEAM AND THE INCIDENT



A team consisting of Inspr. Amar Deep Sehgal, I/C Operation Cell, SI Joginder Singh, SI Mahavir Singh, HC Rakesh Tyagi, Ct Ravi Khari and Ct Manik Chand Tiwari was formed under the close supervision of Sh. S.S. Malik, ACP, Operation Cell, North Distt. Delhi.

On 28.05.08, information was received by the team that one person who is in possession of Counterfeit Government Stamps would come near Amba Cinema, Ghanta Ghar for disposing off the same. On the basis of this information, a trap was laid near Amba Cinema, Ghanta Ghar and at the instance of the informer, Kunwar Pal Singh mentioned above was apprehended and 125 sheets each containing 24 Counterfeit Court Fee Stamps of Rs 10/- each were recovered from his possession. On checking, watermark of Emblem was found missing from the recovered court fee stamps. A case was registered at PS Roop Nagar in this regard and the investigation was taken up.

INVESTIGATION AND THE INTERROGATION
On sustained interrogation, the accused person revealed his identity as Kunwar Pal Singh s/o Narpat Singh r/o Village Loharlee, PS Dadri, Distt Gautam Budh Nagar, UP. He disclosed that he belongs to Dadri and works as a small time property dealer in the same area. He further disclosed that earlier also, Special Cell of Delhi Police had arrested him in a case of supplying counterfeit Government Stamps. He also informed that one Jagdish of District Sonipat, Haryana had supplied him these counterfeit stamps for half of its value and today as per the deal, he would come at Peera Garhi Chowk at about 10 PM to collect payment of the said consignment and also to deliver another consignment of counterfeit Government stamps. 

At his instance, two more accused persons namely Jagdish s/o Karan Singh r/o Village Kathura, PS Baroda, District Sonipat, Haryana and Prem Singh s/o Bhim Singh r/o Village Dhanana, PS Baroda, District Sonipat, Haryana were apprehended from Peera Garhi Chowk. During cursory search 605 sheets each containing 24 Counterfeit Court Fee Stamps of Rs 10/- each and 125 sheets each containing 24 Counterfeit Court Fee Stamps of Rs 10/- respectively were recovered from their possession. 

Further investigation/interrogation is in progress to unearth the entire racket. 

RECOVERY

1) 855 sheets each containing 24 counterfeit court fee stamps valuing Rs 10/- each.

2) One blue color bag of Bhartiya Dak.

3) One Motor Cycle No. HR 60 8147 make Bajaj

PROFILE 

1. Jagdish s/o Karan Singh r/o Village Kathura, PS Baroda, Distt Sonipat, Haryana is 50 years old. He is a farmer by profession and is married. He is previously also involved in a similar case of PS Sultan Puri, Delhi of the year 2004.  He met Kunwar Pal in jail whereas he knows Prem Singh since he belongs to his neighbouring village.

2. Kunwar Pal Singh s/o Narpat Singh r/o Village Loharlee, PS Dadri, Distt Gautam Budh Nagar, UP is 40 years old.  He works as a small time property dealer in Dadri and is married. He is previously also involved in two similar cases of the year registered at PS Special Cell, Delhi and PS Sarai Rohilla, Delhi.  He had met Jagdish in jail.

3. Prem Singh s/o Bhim Singh r/o Village Dhanana, PS Baroda, District Sonipat, Haryana is 26 years old.  He is a farmer by profession and involved in a case of robbery of PS Janak Puri, Delhi.  Jagdish knows him since he belongs to his neighbouring village.

ATM CHEAT ARRESTED – CASE OF FAKE WITHDRAWALS OF Rs. 3 LACS SOLVED


With the arrest of accused Ranjit Chaudhary, South West Distt. police has solved a case of fraudulent withdrawal of approximately Rs. 3 lacs from SBI ATM and one pulsar motor cycle, one laptop make IBM, two computers make Compaq and one keyboard make Umax were also recovered from his possession. A case FIR No. 120/08 dated 28.5.08 u/s 420 IPC PS Naraina has been registered in this regard. 


On 26.5.2008 one Sh. Jagat Singh who works as a fitter in M/s Motor Postal Services, Naraina went to nearby SBI ATM Naraina and withdrew Rs. 2000/-.  When he was withdrawing money from the ATM, he noticed one person was standing behind him who told him that his transaction was not cancelled by Machine. That person took the ATM card of the complainant and on the pretext of helping him, started operating the ATM Machine. After finishing, he handed over ATM Card to him saying that the transaction has now been cancelled. On 28/5/08 when Jagat Singh went to the Bank to update his passbook, he was shocked to know that on 26/5/08 two transactions were made within a gap of two minutes. In the meantime another person met Jagat Singh and he narrated a similar story and described the built of the accused person. Both of them then went near the ATM. Jagat Singh noticed that the same person was sitting on motor cycle and watching the persons going to ATM cabin & withdrawing their money. When the suspect went near ATM Machine and started doing the same thing which he had done with him, Jagat Singh raised an alarm. On hearing the commotion the patrolling staff of HC Parmil and Ct. Amar Singh of PS Naraina caught the suspected person whose name was found to be Ranjit Choudhary.


On thorough interrogation, he disclosed that he had withdrawn approximately Rs. 3 lacs from SBI ATM on different occasions over the last 3 months. On the instance of accused Ranjit Chaudhary, one pulsar motor cycle, one laptop make IBM, two computers make Compaq and one keyboard make Umax were also recovered. 

 
Further investigation is in progress.

TEAM AND THE INCIDENT 



A team consisting of Inspr. Vijay Pal Singh I/C Spl. Staff, SI Arun Kumar, SI Rakesh Yadav, ASI Devi Charan, Ct. Sanjay, Ct. Vinay Kumar was constituted under the supervision of Shri L.R. Meena, ACP/Operations/NE. 

On 28.05.08 at about 6:30 PM, a secret information was received by Ct. Vinay Kumar of Spl. Staff/NE that one person would come to Seema Puri Bus Depot to dispose off a huge quantity of smack.  Subsequent to this information, a raiding party consisting of above mentioned police officials was immediately constituted under the supervision of Inspr. Spl. Staff.  A trap was laid down around Seema Puri Bus Depot.  At about 8 PM, the alleged person came there and on the indication of secret informer, he was overpowered.  On his search, one Kg. Smack kept in a polythene bag was recovered from his possession.  Subsequently, a case under NDPS Act has been registered at PS Seema Puri and investigation was taken up.  

INTERROGATION



During interrogation, the identity of the apprehended person was revealed as Kishan Kumar r/o Farukhabad, UP.  He disclosed that he is engaged in the profession of selling illegal smack since 2000.  In the year 2002, he was arrested by Narcotics Branch with 1 ½ Kg. smack and he remained in judicial custody of 4 ½ years.  On the day of incident, he was carrying 1 Kg. smack to deliver to his source in Delhi but before he could execute his plan, he was apprehended by the police.  



 Further investigation is in progress and his source of supply and disposal are being ascertained.  The staff of raiding party is also being suitably rewarded.

After his release from jail, he again indulged in the same profession.
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
