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Mobile thieves arrested: -  Seema Puri police  arrested two persons namely Qaume S/o Latif R/o Seema Puri and Govind Verma S/o Panna Lal Verma R/o New Seelam Pur on the charge of stealing mobile phones yesterday.    According to DCP/North-East, they were arrested from near Dilshad Colony and recovered two mobiles and 6 sim cards from their possession. The mobiles were stated to be stolen by the duo. 

One held under Arms Act :-  Gokul Puri police arrested one Mohd. Kamran @ Raja, 19 years R/o Uttranchal Vihar for possessing one country made pistol and a live cartridge illegally.  According to DCP/North-East, while the alleged Mohd. Kamran alongwith his two associates was riding motor-cycle on wrong side near flyover Loni Road, HC Baljeet Singh, who was on checking duty, signaled to stop them.  On seeing policeman, the trio  became nervous and fell down with motor-cycle. They tried to run away but HC Baljeet Singh chased and caught one of the trio, who was later identified as Mohd. Kamran @ Raja, with the help of PCR personnel.  The rest managed to escape.  During search one country made pistol and a live cartridge were recovered from his possession.  He was arrested under Arms Act.  Efforts are being made to trace out his associates. Investigation is in progress.

TWO CHAIN SNATCHERS CUM AUTOLIFTERS ARRESTED:  

THREE GOLD CHAINS AND ELVEN STOLEN VEHICLES RECOVERED


The West District Police has arrested two Chain Snatchers cum Auto lifters, recovered three gold chains, seven stolen Motorcycles; four stolen Cars are recovered and solved three cases of chain snatching and eleven cases of Vehicle Theft in Delhi & Haryana.

2. Ganesh Marathi @ Manish (25 years) s/o Madhukar r/o B-531, Camp No. 4, Jawala Puri, Delhi (presently residing at A/13-14, Pandav Nagar, Patel Nagar, Delhi).
INCIDENT:

On 26.10.2007, at about 11.00 AM, a secret informer informed to HC Baney Singh of Special Staff/West District that two youths, who are active in snatching the gold chains and riding a stolen motorcycle would be coming to Raghubir Nagar area through Shivaji College Road at about 3.00 PM for the purpose of disposing of the stolen chains. If intercepted, more stolen gold chains and stolen vehicles could be recovered from their possession. On receipt of this information, a raiding party consisting of SI Narender Singh, ASI Virender Tyagi, ASI Ravi Dutt, HC Baney Singh, HC Randeep, CT. Hukum Singh, Ct. Ashok and Ct. Ajit was formed under the supervision of Inspr. Hoshiyar Singh, Inspr. Special Staff/West District. The above mentioned staff started checking the vehicles by installing barricades at near Power House Rajouri Garden, Shivaji College. Around 3.15 PM, two youths riding a blue colour CBZ, Hero Honda motorcycle were directed to stop for checking after signal from the secret informer. However, they did not stop and tried to escape by taking U-turn. They were apprehended by the staff present at the spot and asked to produce the papers, but they failed. On verification, the motorcycle was found stolen from the area of Police Station Vikas Puri vide FIR No. 414/07 u/s 379 IPC. The accused were identified as Deepak @ Deepu (24 years) s/o Subhash r/o B-131, Jawala Puri, Delhi ( presently residing at A-136, Jahangir Puri, Delhi) & Ganesh Marathi @ Manish (25 years) s/o Madhukar r/o B-531, Camp No. 4, Jawala Puri, Delhi (presently residing at A/13-14, Pandav Nagar, Patel Nagar, Delhi). On search of accused person two gold chains were recovered from the possession of accused Ganesh Marathi and one gold chain was recovered from the possession of Deepak @ Deepu.

A team under the supervision of Sh. S.S. Yadav, ACP/Operation Cell, headed by Sh. Hoshiyar Singh, Inspr. Special Staff comprising of SI Narender, ASI Virender Tyagi, ASI Ravi Dutt, HC Baney Singh and staff thoroughly interrogated the accused who disclosed that they have stolen some more vehicles, which could be recovered at their instance.

 3 KG. CHARAS WORTH Rs. 3 LACS SEIZED : TRAFFICKERS NABBED
 
INTRODUCTION
            With the arrest of two persons namely i) Rattan Singh, aged 29 years, s/o Devender Singh, r/o Katwaraia Sarai, New Delhi, and ii) Bilal @ Billu, s/o Mohd. Mustafa, aged 28 years, r/o Okhla Mandi, Delhi, the South Distt. Police has recovered 3 Kg. Charas from their possession, which costs Rs. 3 lacs in International market.
 
INCIDENT & TEAM
            On 28.10.2007, a secret informatin was received by Inspr. Vijay Singh, I/C Special Staff/South District that at about 3.00 p.m. two persons namely Rattan and Bilal above, would come at Capt. Gaur Marg, Okhla Sabzi Mandi, Okhla to deliver Charas to some one in the area.  Immediately, a Police team comprising of SI Balbir Singh, ASI Ashok, HCs Bir Singh, Shyamvir, Vijay, Hawa Singh and Manoj Singh led by Inspr. Vijay Singh, I/C Special Staff/SD was constituted under the close supervision of Sh. R.C. Saini, ACP/Ops./South District.  As per the information, the team laid a trap near Okhla Sabzi Mandi and apprehended Rattan and Bilal.  After completing all the formalities the police team recovered 2 Kg. Charas from the possession of Bilal and 1 Kg. Charas from the possession of Rattan Singh. 
 
INTERROGATION & PROFILE
            During the course of sustained interrogation, it was revealed that Rattan Singh is running a Dhaba at Ber Sarai and he came in contact with one Deepak Chaurasia resident of Mohan Singh Market, R.K. Puram, who used to give him Charas for further disposal/supply in different parts of Delhi.  Rattan Singh came in contact with Bilal @ Billu, who was already involved in trafficking of illegal drugs in the different areas of Delhi. Initally Rattan Singh delivered 1 Kg. of Charas to Bilal to check the quality of the Charas.  Later, on 28.10.2007 Rattan Singh again got a consignment of 2 Kg. of Charas for its delivery to his contact person. Hence, Rattan Singh called Bilal and handed over the same to Bilal for its delivery.  As such they had 3 Kgs. of Charas, which they wanted to deliver in the area of Okhla Sabzi Mandi, but in the mean time Police got the information and apprehended them, with the consignment of charas. 
 
            Bilal originally hails from West Bengal and came to Delhi about 10 years back.  Initially, he was engaged in the business of ‘junkdealer’ in the area of Okhla.  But he did’t earn sufficient from this business and later on he got involved in the illegal trafficking of durgs.  Rattan also hails from West Begal and he also got involved in this crime, as he suffered loss running Dhaba in the area of Ber Sarai. He came in contact with one Deepak, who inststed upon him to get involved in this crime to earn quick money for recovering his losses. They used to get Rs. 2000/- for delivery of every Kg. of  Charas. 
 
            Efforts are afoot to arrest accused Deepak.

KIDNAPPED GIRL RECOVERED, ACCUSED ARRESTED.

Rajbala was formed.  The team recovered the girl and accused Mukesh s/o Prem Chand r/o B-108, Madipur, J J Colony, Delhi has been arrested in this connection.

  It was revealed that Mukesh had been tenant in the house of prosecutrix about 2 years back, where he developed intimacy with her.  About one and half years back, he shifted his residence to J J Colony, Madipur but continued to contact her.  On 4.10.2007 he called the victim and kidnapped her.  Mukesh had been keeping her in his custody since 4.10.2007 and had been shifting places.  Both have been produced before the court.

THE OPERATION

They were apprehended on the pointing out of informer and one digital camera make Sony, one camera make Canon, 1000 US Dollars, & gold & silver articles worth Rupees 1.5 Lacs were recovered from their possession.  Above accused were arrested vide D.D. NO. 14 B, Dated 28-10-2007, U/s-41.1(D)/102 Cr.P.C, P.S. – Lodhi Colony, N. Delhi.

DETAILS OF INVESTIGATION AND DISCLOSURE


During the investigation all the three accused persons were put under sustained interrogation. On interrogation Ayub Ali, Mohd. Ali and Mohd Sumon disclosed about committing thefts in following cases:-
