On 30.12.2007 a few lacs of people are likely to participate from various parts of Delhi and neighbouring states in the Mahasammelan at Swaran Jyanti Park, Sector-11 Rohini, being organized by Shri Rameshwaram Ram Setu Raksha Manch – Inderprastha.  People are likely to reach the venue from other states through all the borders of Delhi as well as from three main Railway Stations i.e. New Delhi, Old Delhi and Hazrat Nizamuddin Railway Station.  In view of it elaborate traffic arrangement have been planned by the Delhi Traffic Police.  The people the advised to avoid following routes between 7 am to 11 am (arriva) as well as 4 pm to 8 pm (departure).

1. Outer Ring Road from chandgi Ram Ka Akhara – Mukarba Chowk to till Peera Garhi Chowk.

2. Ring Road from Ashram Chowk Rajghat to till Chandgi Ram Ka Akhara.

3. Ring Road from Dhaula Kuan to Wazir Pur Depot.

4. NH-8 from Rajokari Border to Dhaula Kuan.

5. Mathura Road from Badarpur Border to Ashram Chowk.

6. NH-24 from Gazipur Border to Hazrat Nizamuddin Bridge.

7. G.T. Road (entry from Singhu Border as well as from Ghaziabad side).

8. Bhagwan Mahavir Marg (Road No.41) in the area of Rohini and Pitam Pura.

9. K.N. Katju Marg in the area of Rohini.


In addition around place of function except the local residents and participants the vehicles would be restricted to enter in ram Murti passi Marg, Bhagwan Parshu Roam Marg, Bhagwan Mahavir Marg and Dr. K.N. Katju Marg.  During arrival time i.e. 7 am to 11 am the carriageway leading to Japanese Park, Rohini Sec-11, on the above mentioned 8 roads should be avoided and vice-versa during the dispersal in evening from 4 pam to 8 pm.

FIANCEE COMMITTED MURDER IN LOVE TRANGLE  : ALL THREE ACCUSED ARRESTED
 
 
INTRODUCTION
 
            With the arrest of 3 persons namely I) Pradeep Gulati, aged 25 years, S/o Subhash Chand Gulati, r/o Shahdara,  Delhi, ii) Ashutosh, aged 26 years, S/o Vedi Ram, r/o AGCR Enclave, Shahdara, Delhi and iii) Rajesh @ Sonu, aged 20 years, S/o Madan Lal, r/o Khalaya, Tilak Nagar, Delhi, the South District Police has solved a murder case of a young girl namely Miss Reema Dhingra, aged 22 years, D/o Ramesh Kumar, r/o Molarband Extension, Badarpur, New Delhi.  Santro car No. DL-7C-A-0147, of accuse Pradeep Gulati,  used in the commission of crime is recovered by the Police team. 
 
INCIDENT & TEAM
 
            On 25.12.2007 at about 11.30 p.m. a missing report was lodged by one Ramesh Kumar, father of missing girl Miss Reema Dhingra, in the Police Station Badarpur.  The complainant reported that his daughter is missing since the evening and he also told that his daughter was engaged with one Pradeep Gulati r/o Shahdara on 3.12.2007.  His daughter’s fiancée Mr. Pradeep Gulati called her at 6.00 p.m. on 25.12.2007 for taking her for the purpose of shopping for their marriage, which was fixed for 22.2.2008.     Efforts were made by the local police to contact Pradeep Gulati but all in vain, he was neither available in his house nor his mobile was working.  On 27.12.2007, a case u/s. 365-IPC (kidnapping) was got registered in the Police Station Badarpur and the investigation of the case was taken up by the police team consisting of SI Girjesh Kumar, ASI Tej Ram Sharma, Ct. Sanjay,  led by Inspr. V.P. Dahiya, SHO/Badarpur and overall supervision of Sh. Bhisham Singh, ACP/Sarita Vihar, was constituted to develop intelligence and information about accused behind the kidnapping of the said girl.   
 
INVESTIGATION & INTERROGATION:
 
During the course of investigation on the basis of call detail, Pradeep Gulati was apprehended by the police team and he was interrogated at length.  During the course of interrogation he disclosed that he alongwith his two friends namely Ashutosh and Rajesh @ Sonu have planned to eliminate his fiancée Miss. Reema Dhingra.  He further disclosed that his engagement ceremony took place on 3.12.2007 with deceased Reema Dhingra. After engagement his friends comments that the girl is fat and have ugly looks, which may not be a perfect match.   It is also learnt during the interrogation that accuse Pradeep Gulati was having affairs with another girl, who was also pregnant and pressing him hard for marriage.  As such he planned to eliminate his fiancée with the help of his above said friends.  As per plan on 25.12.2007 he gave a call to the deceased and asked her to meet him at Badarpur border near Mehra Petrol Pump, so that they can go for 
 
 
 
shopping.  Accordingly, the girl Reema Dhingra came and they took her to towards Gazi Pur border in his Santro Car No. DL-7C-A-0147.  On their way to Hapur, when deceased asked them where they are taking her, at that very moment accused Ashutosh, who was sitting behind the girl in the rear seat of the car strangulated her with the help of nylon rope.   After her death they throw the dead body on road side by pass near Hapur.  On the instance of accused Pradeep Gulati, his associates namely Ashutosh and Rajesh @ Sonu, have also been arrested by the Police team. 
 
The dead body was recovered by local Police of Kotwali Police Station, Hapur and was kept in the mortuary as unidentified. Accordingly Police team went to Hapur and got the postmortem conducted and the dead body was handed over to her parents.  
 
PROFILE
 
            All the accused are well qualified.  Accused Pradeep Gulati was running a cosmetic shop at Shahdara with his father.  Another accused Rajesh @ Sonu was running a business of D.J. and Ashutosh was working as receptionist in a hotel at NOIDA and his father is a senior officer in State Bank of India at Agra.

ABSCONDING OWNER AND CONTRACTOR OF THE KILLER BLUE LINE BUS ARRESTED
 
 
INTRODUCTION

 
            With the arrest of two  person namely Nawab Khan aged 42 s/o Bandu Khan r/o 870 Banke Lal Market, Badar Pur and Manish Kakkar aged 41 s/o S.P. Kakkar r/o E-83, Sector-39, NOIDA,  the South District Police has solved the case of brutal road accident held on 7.10.07 at Ali More, Mathura Road, Badarpur, New Delhi. 
 
INCIDENT, TEAM & INVESTIGATION:
On 07.10.2007 in the morning at about 9.30 A.M. one Blue Line Bus No.DL1PB-8776 plying on the route No.460 from Badar Pur to Minto Road committed an accident at Mathura Road near Aali Moar in the area of PS Badar Pur in which 7 persons died at the spot and 13 were seriously injured.  The driver of the killer blueline bus Anil Kumar was also injured as well beaten up by the public also. A case FIR No.713/07 dated 7.10.2007 u/s 279/337/338/304/120-B was got registered at P.S. Badar Pur. During the  investigation of the case it came to notice that Nawab Khan was running the said bus on contract from  Manish Kakkar, the real owner of the bus.  They both were absconding since the accident took place from their houses. A police team was constituted to arrest the owner and contractor of the said blue line bus. A  police team consisting of  SI Girjesh Singh, H.C. Mahesh No.2050/SD, Const. Gopal Vats, 846/SD led by Inspr. V.P. Dahiya, SHO/Badar Pur, Inspr. K.L. Yadav, Inspr/Law & Order/Badar Pur under the close supervision of Sh. Bhisham Singh, ACP/Sarita Vihar was formed to arrest the absconder owner and contractor. The police team developed information and gathered all clues about the hide outs of the absconder accused person. On 26.12.07 the Police team received a secret information about the whereabouts of both the accused persons and accordingly laid traps in Delhi and in the area of NCR and on the specific tip kprovided by the informer, the Police team apprehend Manish Kakkar from his house at NOIDA in the night accused Nawab Khan was also apprehended after mid night  from his house at Badar Pur, Delhi.
INTERROGATION
Upon sustained interrogation of accused persons it was disclosed by the contractor Nawab Khan that he alongwith Driver of the bus have tempered the speed governor of the alleged killer blue line bus so that they can compete with other buses plying on the same route.  He further disclosed that he had set the target of collecting Rs. 3000/- per day from each bus, which he was running on contract basis.
