          With the arrest of two desperate auto lifters namely Deepak Kumar @ Monu S/o Surender Kumar r/o H.No. 46 Shiv Puri, Samai Pur, Delhi, Aditya @ Paresh S/o Gurnam Singh r/o E/193-194 Shakur Pur J.J. Colony, Delhi with their associate Aashish @ Bholu S/o Krishan r/o Village Prahald Pur, Kidoli, Distt. Sonipat (HR), A.A.T.S. of North-West District has busted a gang of notorious auto lifters and recovered two Maruti esteem, three Maruti 800cc, three Maruti zen, one Maruti swift, one Maruti van, one Maruti Alto car, three motor cycles and three dismantle car engines and one dismantle chasis, from their instance.  Total nineteen (19) cases of auto theft of North-West and Outer District, Delhi have been worked out with their arrest.

BRIEF FACTS      


                     With a view to keep a check on the incidents of auto theft and to nab the criminals involved in auto lifting, Special Staff of North-West District had been sensitized and check had also been intensified in the area of North-West District.  On 24.10.08 a secret information was received in A.A.T.S. of North-West District through informer that one notorious auto lifter namely Deepak Kumar who are involved in various auto theft cases, would come in a stolen Maruti Car bearing No. DL-1C-C-6965 from Phatak Kela Godwon and further proceed towards Azad Pur to dispose the said stolen Maruti Car. On this information team of A.A.T.S. consisting of HC Naresh Kumar, HC Sri Bhagwan, Ct. Ashok Kumar, Ct. Kulbhushan, Ct. Satish Kumar, Ct. Satyawan, Ct. Satish Kumar, Ct. Baljeet and Ct. (DVR) Sushil Kumar led by SI Naresh Kumar, under the close supervision of Sh. Chandra Has, ACP/Operations/NWD was formed and laid a trap at main road near Northern Railway reservation centre, Shalimar Bagh with Govt. vehicle No. DL-1L-C-9984.  At about 3:30 PM one white colour Maruti car No. DL-1C-C-6965 was seen coming from Phatak Kela Godown side.  The car driver was signaled to stop but instead of stopping, driver speed up the car towards Azad Pur.  On this, staff intercepted the car with the help of barricade and apprehended the car driver with said vehicle.  On enquiry the name of car driver was revealed as Deepak Kumar @ Monu s/o Surender Kumar r/o HNo. 46 Shiv Puri, Samai Pur, Delhi.  On asking the ownership of the car Deeapk could not produce any documentary proof of the said vehicle.  On further cross checking the car was found stolen from the area of PS Prashant Vihar, Delhi vide FIR No. 796/08 u/s 379 IPC. 

INVESTIGATION
 
                 During sustained interrogation the accused disclosed that he has committed a series of incidents of auto theft and sold the stolen vehicles in nearby area of Charkhi Dadri, Kharkhoda in Haryana and Bulandshahar and Khurja in UP.  He also admitted his involvement in case FIR No. 195/08 u/s 379 IPC PS Shalimar Bagh, Delhi. In this incident he stole one Maruti Zen car No. DL-6C-E-5368 with his associate Aditya @ Paresh r/o E/193-194 Shakur Pur J.J. Colony, Delhi.  On Deepak disclosure Paresh was arrested from his residence and 4 stolen cars and 3 stolen motor cycles were recovered at his instance.  On their further disclosure they were taken to Charkhi Dadri and Kharkhoda area of Haryana where 4 dismantled engines of cars, 2 chasis,  one car, and one Maruti van were recovered and one of his associate Aashish @ Bholu s/o Krishan r/o Village Prahald Pur, Kidoli, Distt. Sonipat (HR) was arrested. They were further taken to Bulandshahar and Khurja area of UP, where two stolen cars and one motor cycle were also recovered on their instance.  Deepak further stated that they used to steal the vehicle in between 9-11 PM and parked the same in various parking lots of Delhi after changing the original registration number.  He also disclosed about his involvement in several cases of auto lifting in the area of Outer and North-West District, Delhi.

1.          Deepak Kumar @ Monu studied upto 10th class and belongs to middle class family.  He is a notorious auto lifter and started auto lifting for quick money.  He committs crime with his associates in Pitam Pura, Rohini and Saraswati Vihar Delhi.  He goes for theft alongwith his associates in car and steals the vehicle himself.  Later he parks the vehicle in parking lots after changing the original number plate and sell the same to the receiver after some time.  He was never arrested previously.  
2.      Aditya @ Paresh is an associate of Deepak.  He studied upto 12th class and belongs to middle class family.  Previously Aditya ran a mobile repair shop in Sector-15 Rohini where he met Deeapk.  Intimacy developed between both and a plan was chalked out.  Under this plan they stole the vehicles and gave stolen vehicle to Aashish @ Bholu for further sale by using his social links in Haryana and UP.

GANG OF ROBBERS BUSTED-SENSATIONAL CASE OF HOUSE ROBBERY AT GREEN PARK SOLVED : FIVE ACCUSED ARRESTED 

   

  

The South District police has arrested five accused namely 1). Balbir, aged 45 Yrs., s/o Gaj Ram r/o Village Dhakula, PS Adampur, Distt. J.P. Nagar, UP, 
2). Sompal, aged 42 Yrs. s/o Banarasi Lal r/o Village Shisona PS Rajpur, Distt. Badaun, UP, Present residing at Nut Colony, Chattarpur Pahadi, Mehrauli, Delhi, 
3). Chhote Lal, aged 36 Yrs. s/o Tara Chand r/o Village Bakharpur Bhateri, PS Banithar, Distt. Muradabad, UP 4). Vijay Pal, aged 35yrs. s/o Banwari Lal r/o Parshuram Colony, Pathura Morh, Chandosi, Distt. Muradabad, UP and 
5). Smt. Kranti, aged 35 yrs. w/o Sompal r/o Nut Colony, Chattarpur Pahadi, Mehrauli, Delhi and solved a sensational case of House Robbery at Green Park committed on 10.10.2008.  Cash Rs. 2.05 Lacs and the robbed jewelry worth Rs. 18-20 Lacs (approx.) has also been recovered from their possession. 

  

  

INCIDENT & TEAM 

  

On 10.10.2008, at about 2.00 PM, a PCR Call regarding a house robbery at G-25 Green Park was received at PS Hauz Khas.  The complainant Mrs. Bindu reported that at about 1.30 PM,  she alongwith her maids and two children were present in her house when three youths armed with knives and screw drivers entered, assaulted her, her maids and children, and robbed her house.  After assaulting, they decamped with cash and jewelry after locking them inside the bathroom.  A case vide FIR No. 368/08 u/s 394/397/34 IPC PS Hauz Khas was registered and investigation taken up.  Considering the gravity of the incident, a special team under the supervision of Sh. Mehar Singh, ACP/Hauz Khas headed by Inspr. S.P. Kukreti, SHO/Hauz Khas assisted by Inspr. Yogesh Malhotra, Inspr. Law & Order/Hauz Khas, SI Rajeev Kumar, HCs Islamuddin, Yatender Malik, Cts. Kausar Mehandi, Jagjeet Singh and Muninder was constituted to workout the case. 

  

  

INVESTIGATION 

  

During investigation, it was learnt that Mr. Sanjay Kumar, husband of the complainant is a Chartered Accountant and the complainant Mrs. Bindu deals in shares and metal trading.  A total No. of 200-250 persons including the staff, Drivers, Ex-employees, Maids, Guards employed in the locality were thoroughly interrogated and extensive and widespread efforts were under taken to ascertain the identity of the criminals.  Raids were also conducted at different locations in the NCR and neighbouring States. 

  

  

During investigation, a secret information was received that one Balbir Singh of J.P. Nagar, U.P. who could be involved in the crime is hiding at J.P. Nagar, U.P.  Following the information, a special team was immediately rushed to U.P. and continuous raids were conducted at the possible hideouts of the said suspect.  On 29.10..2008, he was apprehended on a tip off while trying to shift to another safe location outside J.P. Nagar, U.P.   He was thoroughly interrogated and disclosed that he got information from one of his gang members namely Kranti working as a maid in Green Park area that the complainants are affluent persons and the male members are not present at house during the day time and robbing their house could fetch them with lot of cash and jewelry.  Following the information about the low risk-high gain crime, Balbir Singh alongwith Sompal, Kranti, Vijay Pal and Chhote Lal hatched a plan to rob the house.  On 10.10.2008, three of the accused barged into the house armed with knives and house breaking equipments, assaulted and traumatized the female and children present in the house and robbed them off their  cash and jewelry.  Following the disclosure, raids were conducted at different places in Delhi and NCR and the other four accused were apprehended.  Cash Rs. 2.05 Lacs and jewelry worth Rs. 18-20 Lacs were recovered at instance of the accused.

                                                The South District police has arrested two accused namely i) Ghanshyam Sharma, aged 28 years s/o Titar Sharma r/o G-310, 8A, Ratia Marg, Sangam Vihar and ii) Ramesh Kumar, aged 40 years s/o Late. Shyam Lal r/o A-254, Pandav Nagar, and busted a gang which assured bank loans to the customers and  prepared all types of forged documents in order to facilitate them for opening bank account and getting loans. 

  

INCIDENT: 

  

                                                An information was developed that a gang of cheats is taking money from the innocent victims in order to arrange them bank loans and making them available all documents required for their identification proofs in various government departments.  A similar complaint was also received at police station Lodhi Colony by one Mohd.Zabir resident of Tuglakabad. He reported that he is working in an Exports company and needs bank loan to run his business.  He further alleged that he got a card of “Account Works and Consultancy” company through one of his acquaintances who explained that Mr. G.S. Sharma, the proprietor of the company arranges loan from banks.  He contacted Mr. G.S. Sharma who assured him loan against the service charges Rs. 5,000/- Mr. Sharma further assured that the complainant need not worry about the documentation and his company would deal with all such documentation.  Appreciating the quick response of Mr. Ghanshyam Sharma, the complainant gave Rs. 5000/- as advance service charges to Mr. Sharma against the receipt of Income Tax Return papers in his name duly stamped by the Income Tax Department.   He immediately applied in the ICICI bank for loan but the bank denied loan and told that the papers attached with his request of loan are forged.  He made a complaint to the police and a case of cheating was registered vide FIR No. 234/08 U/s 420/34 IPC, PS Lodhi Colony.  The complainant further alleged that Mr. Sharma was again demanding more money to give original Income Tax Return filed in his name. 

  

TEAM & INVESTIGATION: 

  

                                                In order to bust this gang of cheats, a team of police station Lodhi Colony consisting of SI K.P. Singh, HCs Satender, Vinod, Consts. Asgar, Suresh, Manjeet and Umesh was formed under the leadership of Inspr. Rajender Singh, SHO, Lodhi Colony and under the supervision of Sh. Vikramjeet Singh, ACP, Defence Colony.  The team laid a trap at Khanna market, Lodhi Colony on dated 28.10.08 and arrested Ghanshyam at 3 PM when he came to deliver the forged documents.  He was thoroughly interrogated.  On sustained interrogation, Ghanshyam the main accused disclosed that he was running a consultancy service from Ratia Marg, Sangam Vihar and employed 3/4 persons for sending SMS or pesky calling to the persons requiring loan, filling IT return etc. for consultancy charges to sort out documentation problems. Besides, he gave wide publicity of this job work through his contacts, friends and employees. Usually every private bank requires some identification proof or I.T. return, residence proof or sales tax number etc before granting any loan.  In order to meet the requirement of all these documents, he roped in a person namely Ramesh Kumar in his network who was working as Agent, in and around the office of Income Tax at ITO..  Ghanshyam would fill up the Income Tax return form of the applicant and would put the fake stamp of Chartered Accountant thereafter he would go to Ramesh Kumar who would affix another forged stamp of Income Tax Department on the filled in Income Tax Return Form against the payment of Rs. 500/- and would hand over the stamped form to Ghanshyam who would give it to the customer.  Charges were heavier if Income Tax Return is required for the past years viz. 2005, 2006 etc.  On all the income tax return form, he will give the address of his office so that PAN cards reach directly to his office instead to the address of customer and he can recovered his balance money before the process of bank loan starts.  Sometimes, he would display artistic skills and would replace the photo on PAN cards and would give colored photo copy of PAN card to the Customer.  35 forged PAN cards have been recovered from his office. On the basis of forged documents he furnished to the customers, the customers have been able to take personal loan from a private bank having its branch in Nehru Place.  Moreover, around 30 bank accounts have so far been opened in Axis bank in Saket branch and other branches of different banks.  The connivance of bank officials is also being investigated.  

  

In order to fulfill the requirement of identification proof for loan purposes in banks and for other government offices, he would forge duplicate name and address of the customer on the original electricity bill, educational certificates, PAN cards etc.. and get colored photocopy of the documents two to three times so that it starts appearing genuine and later use these documents for cheating purposes.  He has opened several accounts in different banks and having cheque books of various banks. He has got complete control over his customers as he was receiving all communication at his own address and even customer would get his PIN number of Banks debit/credit cards through him after paying full service charges.  In order to cover up his nefarious business he also carried out operation of “Jai Jawan Ekta Samaj Samiti” simultaneously and earned good name in community welfare service. On the disclosure of Ghanshyam, one of his close associates namely Ramesh Kumar Ahuja was also arrested from Lodhi Garden area where he came to strike another deal in consultation with Ghanshyam.  Some forged documents/stamps kept in a briefcase were also recovered from the possession of both the arrested persons.

                                                Ghanshyam Sharma is a commerce Graduate and later worked in two private companies as an expert in Income Tax, Sales Tax, Service Tax and Accounting. He started his own consultancy company and employed a few persons for Account work.  

  

                                                Ramesh Kumar is running a photocopy shop behind Hans Bhawan, ITO.  He procured IT forms from Income Tax Department and using fake stamps forge all these papers in connivance of some other Agents there to earn quick money.

Sheesh Pal and Murari while patrolling at Bhati Mines Khurd, received a secret information that a person driving White Colour Maruti Car shall be coming from Haryana side carrying illicit liquor.  The information was conveyed to Shri Bhisham Singh/ACP Mehrauli, who directed Inspr. K.P. Kukreti SHO/Mehrauli to get the vehicles checked by installing barricades after constituting a team headed by HC Mahipal assisted by the staff present. 

  

                        At about 10.30 AM, a White Colour Maruti Car bearing registration No.  DL-4CH-8061 was signaled to stop at the barricades. The driver tried to take a U turn and a sped away, but he was intercepted by the staff present at the spot and the vehicle was checked.  On checking, a total no. of fourteen cartons of illicit liquor were discovered inside the Car.
