SENSATIONAL MURDER CASE OF SMT. ANJU RANI OF P.S. NANGLOI SOLVED



With the arrest of 3 accused persons namely (1) Baljeet village Bakkarwala, Nangloi, Delhi, (2) Smt. Nirmala w/o Baljeet, village Bakkarwala, Nangloi, Delhi, (3) Sanjeet @ Sonu s/o Baljeet, village Bakkarwala, Nangloi, Delhi,  the staff of PS Nangloi have solved a sensational murder case of Smt. Anju Rani w/o Sh. Sanjeet @ Sonu R/o H. No. 255, Village Bakkarwala, Nangloi, Delhi aged 22 years registered vide case FIR No. 642/08 , dated 29.10.2008 U/s 302/498-A IPC , PS Nangloi and recovered Rs. 50,000/- which were taken out from wooden almirah by the accused persons to show it as a case of robbery.  Blood stained clothes of accused Smt. Nirmala were also recovered  from her possession. 

ACCUSED ARRESTED:

(1) Baljeet S/o Roop Chand R/o H.No. 255, Village Bakkarwala, Nangloi, Delhi, father in-law, aged 52 years  

(2) Smt. Nirmala W/o Baljeet R/o H. No. 255, Village Bakkarwala, Nangloi, Delhi, mother in-law, aged 50 years  

(3) Sanjeet @ Sonu S/o Baljeet R/o H.No. 255, Village Bakkarwala, Nangloi, Delhi, husband, aged 25 years,
PROFILE OF THE ACCUSED PERSONS:

(1)  Baljeet S/o Roop Chand :-  He is working as a Peon in MCD and also runs a primary school in Prem Nagar, Kirari, Delhi.

(2)  Smt. Nirmala W/o Baljeet :-  She is illiterate and house wife.  

(3)  Sanjeet @ Sonu S/o Baljeet :- He is matriculate and assist his father in running the Primary School in Prem Nagar, Kirari, Delhi. He also works as Property Dealer. 

INCIDENT AND TEAM:


On 29.10.2008, at about 6.46 PM a call was received at P.S. Nangloi that a murder has taken place in village Bakkarwala near Candle Factory, Delhi.  Police officers of P.S. Nangloi immediately reached the spot at H. No. 255, Village Bakkarwala, Nangloi, Delhi where a female dead body identified as Smt. Anju Rani aged 22 years w/o Sh. Sanjeet @ Sonu R/o H. No. 255, Village Bakkarwala, Nangloi, Delhi was lying in the pool of blood in the dining room of the house with multiple stab injuries on the person.  Two knives were also lying there near the dead body.  One adjoining room was also found ransacked with 2/3 wooden almirahs opened with keys.  Later,  father of the deceased, Sh. Satyawan Singh S/o Sh. Ran Singh R/o, Sector-5, Lovely Home Apartments, Dwarka, Delhi,  working as a driver in Ministry of External Affairs, New Delhi reached the spot and in his statement he alleged that his daughter Smt. Anju Rani was married in the year 2004 with Sanjeet @ Sonu.  After the marriage, in laws of Smt. Anju Rani started harassing her for more dowry.  In the meantime,  Smt. Anju became pregnant and gave birth to a girl child in a local nursing home at Nangloi.  Due to medical complications, her uterus was removed and she could not bear child in future.  On this Smt. Nirmala mother-in-law and other family members started threatening to kill her in order to solemnize the second marriage of her son Sanjeet @ Sonu.  The in-laws were demanding Rs. 10 Lakhs and repeatedly giving threats to his daughter.  On 29.10.2008 at about 7 PM father of the deceased came to know about the murder of his daughter Smt. Anju Rani.  He alleged that the in laws of his daughter have murdered his daughter Anju Rani.  On this, a case vide FIR No. 642/08 dated 29.10.2008 U/s 302/498-A–IPC was registered at P.S Nangloi Delhi and investigation taken up. 

Team under the supervision of Sh. Tej Pal Nagar, ACP/Vikas Puri  consisting of Inspr. Samay Singh, SHO/P.S. Nangloi, Inspr. Parkash Chand, Inspr. Law & Order, P.S. Nangloi, SI Partap Singh, W/SI Savita, HC Hattu Ram, Const. Satish and Const. Satpal was constituted to crack the case and apprehend the accused persons involved in the crime immediately.  The team started the investigation of the case in a very professional manner and from the inspection of scene of crime, it appeared that the murder might have been committed by the family members of the deceased and the scene has been created to show it as a case of robbery cum murder.  

INTERROGATION

 During the course of investigation, (1) Baljeet, (2) Smt. Nirmala (3) Sanjeet @ Sonu were interrogated thoroughly  in the case who confessed the crime.  All the above three accused persons were arrested in the case and  Rs. 50,000/- were recovered which were taken out from wooden almirah by the accused persons to show it as a case of robbery cum murder and blood stained clothes of accused Smt. Nirmala from her possession.  On sustained interrogation, the accused persons disclosed that they were harassing Smt. Anju Rani for more dowry.  Smt. Anju Rani could not bear a child in future as her uterus was removed due to medical complications at time of delivery of a girl child in the year 2006 and thus they wanted to remarry their son Sanjeet @ Sonu for want of male child. Hence, they decided to eliminate Smt. Anju Rani to clear the hurdle of re-marriage.  Their daughter Smt. Meena also joined them in this conspiracy.  On 29.10.2008, in the evening, as per their conspiracy Smt. Nirmala mother in law and Smt. Meena, sister in law of the deceased committed murder of Smt. Anju Rani with inflicting multiple stab injuries with knives while she was cooking food in the kitchen.  Accused Smt. Meena is absconding to avoid her arrest in the case.   


Further investigation is in progress. Staff involved in the good work is being rewarded suitably.

              On dated 28/10/2008 a D.D. No.2-B was received through PCR that a boy has stabbed himself at Kushak No.-2, Gali No-3, Opposite Vir Major School and the D.D. entry was entrusted to HC Ashok Kumar, No.71/OD. Inspr. Rajesh Kumar, SHO Swaroop Nagar also reached there. On inquires it was learnt that the injured has been shifted to Baba Sahib Ambedkar Hospital, Rohini.  There at hospital MLC No.6303/08 of Shiva S/o Narayan Singh R/o 9/4 Gali No.4, Kaushak Road, Swaroop Nagar was received wherein doctor opined, “Sharp wound over abdomen intestines loop out (approximately 5-6 Cms.) and ECG finding straight line”.  Later injured Shiva expired in hospital.  A case FIR No.231 dated 28/10/2008 u/s 302-IPC was registered and investigation of the case was taken up by Insp.  Rajesh Kumar, SHO Swaroop Nagar.
                                  
             During the course of investigation, first sequence of events were made and all suspects were interrogated at length.  At last it was confirmed that deceased Shiva was last seen with Harpreet@Guddu.  Further it was also found that Harpreet suspected illicit relations of his wife with Shiva and Harpreet also slapped deceased Shiva repeatedly.  The PCR call was made by Harpreet Singh and he admitted the deceased Shiva at Ambedkar Hospital, Rohini.  On sustained interrogation accused Harpreet confessed about his involvement in the murder of deceased Shiva due to his illicit relations with his wife.
      

             It was revealed that PCR call and admission at hospital were for only alibi.  Recovery of knife used for crime was made.  The case has been worked out by sincere efforts of the team of Inspr. Rajesh Kumar, SHO/Swaroop Nagar comprising SI Rajender Singh, HC Jagdev & Ct. Virender Singh) within 48 hours of the crime
