 A RACKET INVOLVED IN THEFT OF KITCHEN GAS BUSTED

With the arrest of two persons the Special Staff/ East District has busted a racket involved in theft of Kitchen Gas.  The name of the arrested persons are:-

1.         Hargovind s/o Lalu r/o Vill- Ujayan P.S. Barua Sagar Distt. Jhansi (U.P.) 

2.       Dharmender Singh s/o Virender Singh r/o Vill- Nagla Dawar P.S. Bahura Distt- Etah (U.P.)

TEAM
Complaints on large scale were being received reg. supply of lesser gas in kitchen gas cylinders and a team of Spl. Staff / East was formed to apprehend the criminals behind this racket. On 29.12.07 an information received that some persons are involved in theft of Kitchen Gas at large scale are residing at village Mandawali and are working in Divya Jyoti Gas Agency, East Vinod Nagar.  On this information a team under the supervision of  Inspr. Rajesh Kumar comprising of ASI Rajkumar and ASI Mazid Khan with other staff was constituted a raid was conducted and two persons namely Hargovind and Dharmender were apprehended while they were filling the empty gas cylinder from the sealed cylinders which they bring from the agencies.  

INTERROGATION:
On sustained interrogation they confessed that they bring sealed cylinders from the agency and collect them in the rented place of village Mandawali where they keep some empty cylinders and they take out about 2 Kg. of gas from every cylinders with their special instrument which in their language they call it Sumbhi / Bansuri with the help of this instrument within minutes they fill several empty cylinders, there after they deliver the cylinders to the consumers.  In all 34 cylinders were seized along with consumers slip where they have to supply these cylinders mostly in the area of Mayur Vihar and Patpar Ganj, Delhi.

Modus Operandi

They bring sealed cylinders from the agency and collect them in the rented place of village Mandawali where they keep some empty cylinders and they take out about 2 Kg. of gas from every cylinders with their special instrument which is call Sumbhi/Bansuri and fill the empty cylinders, there after they deliver the cylinders to the consumers.

PERSON IMPERSONATING AS POLICEMAN ARRESTED:   
  
       DUPED SEVERAL PERSONS FOR SALE OF SEIZED

VEHICLES BY POLICE, MEANT FOR AUCTION.



With the arrest of one Ashwani Sisodiya @ Ramesh @ Sonu @ Rakesh Kumar S/o Sh. Kishan Chand R/o Village Sonati Buzrug, PS Sabdaiya Kalan Distt. Basti U.P. aged 22 years, North District Police has apprehended a cheat who  cheats his victims by impersonating himself as a constable in Delhi Police and duped them to the tune of thousand of rupees on the pretext of arranging seized vehicles, by police meant for auction. 

BRIEF FACTS:



 On 26-12-2007, one Jawahar Singh reported that about a month back (28-11-2007), he was on his motorcycle near Wazirpur Red Light when he was signaled by a policemen for taking lift. He obliged him. On way, the said constable induced him to buy a vehicle in an auction of vehicles lying in Police Station Ashok Vihar.The said constable who introduced himself as Rakesh Kumar also gave his contact number to contact him for this purpose. Thereafter Sh. Jawahar Singh contacted constable Rakesh Kumar and expressed his desire to buy a vehicle of police auction. Constable Rakesh Kumar showed him vehicles lying in Police Station Ashok Vihar. Shri Jawahar Singh selected one Indica and the deal was struck for Rs. 30000/-. Thereafter Constable Rakesh Kumar asked for some documents i.e. I.D. proof etc. for registration of vehicles. Accordingly he carried voter I.D. card to take the delivery of vehicle after paying the amount. On 28-11-2007 the complainant, a supervisor in security agency visited alongwith his colleague at P.S. Ashok Vihar. Ct Rakesh kumar took them to PS Kotwali on the pretext of  completing certain formalities there. He made them to wait outside P.S. Kotwali and came inside the Police Station. After 5 minutes, he went there and told both the person that the documents are in the process of signature and after that these would be handed over but before that amount is to be paid. On this pretext he took Rs. 30,000/- from them and left the spot from another gate of PS Kotwali. On the complaint of Jawahar Singh, the present case FIR No. 473/07 U/s 419/420 IPC was registered and investigation was taken up. 

INVESTIGATION



During the course of investigation/interrogation, the dossiers of cheats were consulted in this District and later from CRO/PHQ,  on the basis of their modus operandi,  a dossier of one Ashwani Sisodiya who was arrested in PS Maya Puri was taken on record  and the same was shown to the complainant who correctly identified Ashwani Sisodiya (the fake   policeman) who cheated him on 28-11-2007 

TEAM:- 



A team under the supervision of Sh. Harendra Kr. Singh ACP/Kotwali  Inspector Rajender Bhatia, comprising SI Ram Niwas, HC  Amar Pal, Ct. Om Parkash was constituted to work out the case. 

INTERROGATION :- 



 Interrogation so far has revealed that Ashwani Sisodiya is an Intermediate in the year of 2002 from his native place. After completing his education, he opened a school in his village under the name of “Janta Public Nursery High School”. He was able to enrolled 250 students. Unfortunately, he could not handle the management because of financial constraints and thus closed the school. Thereafter in the year 2003, he shifted to Delhi and employed in socks manufacturing unit in Wazirpur Delhi area for a period of six months. Thereafter he joined Krishna Security Model Town, Delhi,  as a security guard and worked there for another six months. While working as a security guard he developed great fascination for uniformed services as he used to watch police personnel’s activities in the area. Thus he decided to get stitched a uniform for himself and pretended to the neighbours that he has joined a constable in Delhi Police. His so called induction in police force  started inviting persons and influence from his known persons. In one of such cases, he cheated a woman to the tune of  5000/- rupees for arranging a job of supervisor in a security agency but unfortunately he could not fulfill his commitment and was arrested on the complaint lodged by the said woman in P.S. Mangol Puri. Thereafter, he started with his new “Modus Operandi” and started duping victims on the pretext of arranging vehicles seized by police. His new modus operandi yielded results as he victimized one Shri Ram Kumar and Sh. Naveen Grover for arranging such vehicles and duped them to the tune of 64,800/- rupees. The deal was for arranging motorcycle and a car led  to registration of  case FIR No 01/07 dated 01-01-07 U/s 420 IPC P.S. Maya Puri.His next victim   was one Santosh Kumar who runs a barber shop under the name and style of  “Modern Hair Dresser” in Roop Nagar who complained that one Ashwani Kumar, a frequent visitor to his shop approached him claiming that he is posted in PS Ashok Vihar. He pursuaded Santosh Kumar to get auctioned vehicles on cheap rates. Santosh Kumar and his friend Vishram Gupta struck the deal with Ashwani Kumar for the purchase of one Scorpio and one Inova for rupees 1,00,000/-. Ashwani Kumar asked for rupees 45,000/- in advance for facilitating them to get auctioned vehicles. Thereafter, he accompanied them to PS Ashok Vihar and made them to wait in a room in PS Ashok Vihar. In the meanwhile he disappeared from PS Ashok Vihar. Later on a case vide FIR No. 238/07 U/s 420 IPC was registered at P.S. Roop Nagar. During investigation police has recovered one TV from the possession of accused. He purchased it from the amount cheated from Sh. Jawahar Singh.  A police uniform of the rank of constable and photograph of accused Ashwani Sisodiya in police uniform have also been recovered from his possession. Police team is being suitably rewarded. Investigation of case is in progress.
