Press Release



Noise Pollution has very detrimental effects on human beings which can be subjective, behavioural and physiological and there is an imperative need to eradicate it. Delhi Traffic Police has already declared courts, hospitals, educational institutions and some residential localities as “Silence Zones” under the provisions of Delhi Police Act, 1978. To reduce further noise pollution in the city, the Delhi Traffic Police has also prohibited blowing of horns at all signalized junctions/intersections within a distance of 100 meters of each approaching arm of the road,  for 24 hours of the day, except under emergency/urgent situations where blowing of horn is warranted.  

Rule 21 of the “Rules of the Road Regulations, 1989” states that a driver of a vehicle shall not 

(i)
Sound the horn needlessly or continuously or more than necessary to ensure safety;

ii)
sound the horn in silence zones;

(iii)
make use of a cut-out by which exhaust gases are released other than through the silencer;

(iv)
fit or use any multi-toned horn giving a harsh, shrill, loud or alarming noises;

(v)
drive a vehicle creating undue noise when in motion;

(vi)
drive a vehicle with a muffler causing alarming sound. 

Rule 119 of the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989 specifies that every motor vehicle including a construction equipment vehicle shall be fitted with an electric horn or other devices conforming to the requirements of IS:1884-1992, [specified by the Bureau of Indian Standards] for use by the driver of the vehicle and capable of giving audible and sufficient warning of the approach or position of the vehicle. No motor vehicle shall be fitted with any multi–toned horn giving a succession of different notes or with any other sound-producing device giving an unduly harsh, shrill, loud or alarming noise.

Rule 96 Delhi Motor Vehicles Rules, 1993 provides that no driver of a motor vehicle shall sound the horn or other device for giving audible warning with which the motor is equipped or shall cause or allow any other person to do so, continuously or to an extent beyond what is necessary to ensure safety. It further stipulates that except to avoid an imminent accident no person shall sound the horn or other audible warning device of any motor vehicle within the limits of a stand, parking place or cab-rank.



Blowing of horns unnecessarily, especially in silence zones, at signalized junctions/intersections, using multi-toned horns, pressure horns aided by the engine pressure etc. are illegal and punishable u/s 177 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 attracting a fine which may extend to one hundred rupees, and for any second or subsequent offence with fine which may extend to three hundred rupees. 

All motorists are advised to remove pressure horns and multi-unit devices from their vehicles to avoid prosecution and also contribute sensibly to eradicate the menace of indiscriminate use of horns in the city in the interest and safety of fellow citizens.

With the arrest of three accused persons i.e. Mohd. Ali @ Babu @ Kale s/o Nizamuddin r/o Gali no 6 H.N.-375,25 ft Road,New Mustafabad Road, Delhi (2) Imran @ Kanchi s/o Iliyas r/o Gali no 8, 25ft road Chandbagh, Delhi(3) Phurkan s/o Nawab Ali r/o D-62,Gali no 1, 25 ft road, Near Madina Masjid, Chandbagh a robbery case registered vide FIR No. 367/08 dated 30.12.08 U/S 394/397/34 IPC & 27 Arms Act P.S. Khajuri Khas. 

Team & Incident


On 27/12/08 with the help of public, police managed to apprehend one Shahid s/o Rashid r/o Chaman Vihar Loni Ghaziabad, who alongwith his four associates had looted the house of Kartar Singh r/o C-186, Khajuri Khas on point of country made Pistols & knife. While Shahid was caught, his other associates managed to abscond after firing in the air.


A team comprising of Inspector, Pankaj Sharma SHO K. Khas, Inspector Rakesh Ahuja, ASi Rajender Singh, HC Pardeep Kumar, HC Ravinder Malik, Ct Naseem, Ct Subhash Singh, Ct Mahipal was constituted under the close supervision and guidance of ACP Shri Data Ram to nab the remaining accused persons.

Interrogation:-


During investigation the police team conducted raid at Mustafabad in the area of Gokalpuri & also developed sources/informers to locate the remaining accused persons. On 30/12/08, on a secret information, police nabbed three accused persons namely Mohd. Ali @ Babbu @ Kale , Imran and Phurkan at about 5.00 P.M. from near Gali no 5 Mustafabad. Mohd Ali @ Babbu & Phurkan were apprehended with loaded country made Pistols, where as one Knife was recovered from the possession of Imran @ Kanchi. These recovered Arms were used in the commission of above crime.  Part of looted case property was also recovered from their possession. On interrogation accused Mohd. Ali @ Kale  revealed that accused Rashid & Chotu @ Kamran had selected the house of Kartar Singh R/O C-186 Khajuri Khas for the purpose of loot. The same was under construction and was having easy access. They were provided Kattas/Knife by Shahid & Chotu @ Kamran for the purpose of looting the house of Kartar Singh. The remaining looted jewellery items are lying with the Chotu @ Kamran who is yet to be arrested in this case.


Further efforts are on progress to arrest accused Chotu @ Kamran and to recover the remaining articles and weapon used in the commission of crime.

2. Two live Cartridges.

3. Seven empty cartridges.

TWO BURGLARS ALONGWITH ONE RECEIVER OF STOLEN ARTICLES ARRESTED: HANDYCAM AND OTHER ARTICLES RECOVERED 

INTRODUCTION


The South District Police has arrested three members of a gang of burglars including the receivers involved in the incident of burglary in different parts of Delhi and recovered a Sony Handycam and other articles from their possession.

INCIDENT & TEAM


On 14.12.2008, the house of Dr. S.K. Panda, Head of Department Pathology AIIMS, r/o C-I/15, Ansari Nagar East, New Delhi was burgled during day hours while the husband wife duo were in the hospital.  Cash, Jewellery and valuables were burgled in the incident.


Keeping in view the incidents of burglary in the area and sensitivity of the incident, a joint team under the supervision of Sh. Vikranjeet Singh, IPS, ACP/Defence Colony and  Sh. K.S.Bhatnagar-ACP/Operations headed by Insprs. Vijay Singh-I/C Special Staff/South District, assisted by SIs Aishvir Singh, Iqpal Singh, HCs Hawa Singh, Ramm Kishan, Rajesh, Premjit, Manoj Kumar, Raj Kumar, Ramesh and Consts. Vishvajeet and Vipin was constituted to apprehend the accused involved in such incidents.        


On 30.12.2008, a secret information was received that the accused involved in the burglary in the house of Dr. S.K. Panda, Head of Department  Pathology AIIMS, r/o C-I/15, Ansari Nagar East, New Delhi are loitering around the AIIMS Campus to commit more such crime.  Following the secret information, a trap was laid by the team members in plain clothes around Gate No. 2, AIIMS.   At about 8.00 PM, two suspicious looking youths were traced near Gate No. 2, AIIMS.  After signal from the secret informer, the team members zeroed in and apprehended the youths who were identified as Rajiv S/o Ganga Ram R/o Indira Camp Jhuggi near Trauma Centre Safdarjung  Delhi Deepak S/o Birdi Chand R/o Indira Camp Jhuggi near Trauma Centre Safdarjung  Delhi. 

On thorough interrogation the accused disclosed to their involvement in the incident of burglary at the house of Dr. S.K. Panda, Head of Department Pathology AIIMS, r/o C-I/15, Ansari Nagar East, New Delhi reported vide FIR No. 397/08 dated 14.12.2008 u/s 454/380 IPC PS Defence Colony.  Following the disclosure the accused were arrested.  They further disclosed that one Vijay is the kingpin of the gang and the gang comprises of six members including the receiver.  Following the disclosure, raids were conducted at the possible places for arresting the other gang members.  The receiver of the stolen articles Kamal Kishor S/o Late Ram Charan Verma R/o Flat no. 17, Shalimar Garden new Seema Puri, New Delhi was arrested from Narela, Delhi.  One Sony Handycam has been recovered from the accused.  More stolen articles are likely to be recovered from the accused during their Police Custody remand.

PREVIOUS INVOLVEMENTS 


Accused Rajiv and Deepak have previously been involved in cases under sections of Arms Act and planning to commit dacoity.  The accused have disclosed to their involvement in several cases of burglaries and snatchings.   Further investigation is in progress.

INTERSTATE GANG OF AUTO LIFTERS BUSTED : THREE ACCUSED ARRESTED: TEN STOLEN LUXURY CARS RECOVERED 



The South District police has arrested a three member gang of auto lifters involved in auto lifting and selling vehicles in different states and recovered ten luxury cars including Tata Safari, Honda City ZX, Mahindra Bolero, Hyundai Verna, Tevera, etc. at their instance. One Motorcycle used for the racee and the implements used for auto lifting have also been recovered from them.

ACCUSED ARRESTED & RECOVERY

1. Zakir Hussain @ Rahul @ Kashmiri age 28 years S/o Abdul Mazid R/o Mohalla Sheikh Pura, PS Kupwara, District Kupwara     (J &K). 

2. Mohd. Rizwan @ Jaanu age 22 years S/o Mohd. Hanif R/o Mohalla Shah Chandan, PS Chand Pur, District Bijnaur, UP.
3. Manjeet Singh (receiver) age 34 years S/o Ranbir Singh R/o C-I/15 Shukar Bazar Road, Rama Vihar, Delhi. 

INCIDENT AND TEAM

On 22.12.2008, at about 6.00 PM, a secret information was received at Anti Auto Theft Squad South District that two Auto lifters namely Zakir Hussain @ Rahul @ Kashmere and Mohd Rizwan will come from Gurgaon side in a stolen Tavera Car via Rao Tula Ram Road and could be apprehended if intercepted in time.  Following the information,  a team under the supervision of Sh. K.S. Bhatnagar, ACP/Operations South District and headed by Inspr Jarnail Singh I/C AATS, South District, comprising of SI Balihar Singh and, ASls Om Parkash , Rambhool, HCs Abdul Hakim Khan, Sanjiv Kumar and Cts. Ajay Tokas, Brahm Pal, A.Rehman, Rattan Lal, Tulsi Ram, Yoginder, Anil Kumar and Naresh Kumar, was constituted and deployed around the location .of secret information along  Rao Tula Ram Road to checked the vehicles by installing barricades and apprehend the accused. 

At about 6.30 PM, a light blue colour Tavera car bearing the description and registration No. matching with the secret information was directed to stop for checking, but the occupants of the vehicle tried to negotiate the barricades and speed away. However, the team members succeeded in intercepting the vehicle and apprehend both the occupants alongwith the stolen Tavera Vehicle. On checking, they could not produce the papers of the vehicle.  On further checking of Engine and Chasis no. of the vehicle, it was found to be stolen from Police Station Sanjay Gandhi Memorial Nagar, Faridabad (Haryana) vide FIR no. 289/08 u/s 379 IPC.  The accused  were identified as Zakir Hussain @ Rahul @ Kashmere S/O Abdul Mazid R/O Mohalla Sheikhpura Police Station Kupwara Distt.  Kupwara ( J&K ) and  Mohd  Rizwan @ Janu S/O Mohd Hanif R/O Mohalla 

Shah Chandan, Police Station Chandpur, Distt Bijnour U.P.  A case vides FIR No. 411/08 u/s 411/482/34 IPC was registered against the accused at Police Station R.K. Puram.  They were arrested and investigation taken up.

On sustained interrogation in the police custody remand, accused Zakir Hussain @ Rahul @ Kashmere disclosed that he alongwith his  gang members had been involved in auto lifting and other criminal activities since last 8 years.  Previously he has been arrested in the cases of robbery, snatching and extortion also.   He came in contact with Mohd. Rizwaan who has a workshop at Gurgaon and he started supplying stolen vehicle to him who further disposed off it to his contacts in Haryana.    The implements used for auto lifting have also been recovered from the possession of the gang members.


Accused Mohd. Rizwaan @ Jaanu also disclosed that he came to Gurgaon about a year ago and has been working in a workshop at Gurgaon.  He came in contact with Zakir Hussain @ Rahul @ Kashmere about 6 months ago who provided him the stolen vehicles and he used to dispose off these stolen vehicles during this period.  One stolen Balero has been recovered from his workshop. The accused is declared P.O. in four pending trial cases.  Further records of different courts and police Stations are being verified.

INTER STATE GANG OF AUTOLIFTERS  BUSTED


In view of the approaching New year -2009, Security has been upgraded and several pickets have been set up at various places in the area of PS Dwarka for checking of suspicious persons/ vehicles.

                
On 29/12/08 at 6 PM a picket comprising of SI Pankaj Malik, HC Krishan Pal No. 457/SW, Ct Satnarian No. 1581/SW and Ct. Rajesh No. 1897/SW were checking motor cycles at Dwarka mor picket. About that time three boys coming on a motor cycle from the side of Najafgarh were sighted by the police. On being signaled to stop they tried to reverse the motor cycle and run away but by quick action of police team they were overpowered. The motorcycle was a black splendor with registration plates of DL-9S, AU-2365.


On questioning about their identity and reason of their turning back, they could not give any satisfactory reply .When put to stiff interrogation, they spilled the beans. Their names & addresses were revealed as (1) Rahul Seghal R/o Nasir pur Delhi, (2) Sunil Kumar R/o Nasir pur Delhi and (3) Manoj Kumar  R/o Jassola, Badar Pur, Delhi. They further confessed that they had stolen this motorcycle from Faridabad Haryana and were using it under forged registration number. 


Upon checking from Faridabad police it was found stolen vide FIR No. 863/08 PS Central Faridabad, Sector 15 and the original registration number was found to be HR 51 S 8204. D. Hence a case vide FIR No-870/08 U/S- 411/473/34 IPC was registered at PS Dwarka and investigation was taken up. During investigation another motor cycle  No. HR-51 T 8312  stolen from Sec-15 Faridabad was also recovered from the house of accused Manoj on their instance.

Further investigation is on.
