Temporary fireworks license

Issue of temporary fireworks license

During the festival season of “Dusshera and Diwali”, the temporary licenses for the sale of fireworks / crackers will be issued by the District Deputy Commissioner of Police.  The temporary sheds if used for this purpose should be made of non-inflammable material and installed at the open sites.  These temporary sheds shall not be more than 20 at one site and 10 in a row, which will be erected in such a way that the sheds will not be facing each other.  Wherever, it is not possible to erect the temporary sheds, the temporary licenses may be issued for the pucca shops also. 

Application form

The application forms for the grant of such licenses may be obtained with immediate effect and free of cost from the office of the Deputy Commissioner of Police concerned in all the Districts.

Documents required

1. Prescribed Application form.

2. Site plan of the premises indicating the adjoining roads and structures

3. Proof of residence

4. Proof of ownership / tenancy in case of rented premises

5. Two attested photographs of the applicant

6. Bank draft of Rs.150/- payable to the concerned District DCP

Grant of license

The complete form may be deposited with the concerned District DCP office.  The last date of the receipt of the complete forms will be 15/10/2007.  The temporary fireworks licenses will be granted by the concerned District DCP latest by 18/10/2007 and shall be valid from 19/10/2007 to 11/11/2007 i.e. two days before Dusshera and two days after Diwali.
